			On Martin Luther King Jr. Day, the world witnessed perhaps the most dramatic and eventful presidential inauguration in America’s near 250-year history. The Almighty generated a chill wind, causing the ceremony to be moved indoors, so greatly lessening the security risks and lending a rare intimacy and close drama to the proceedings. The event organizers excelled. Likely, no American had witnessed such an inauguration and probably none will again. America was GREAT again.

			Trump’s speech must go down as one of history’s greatest transformational rallying calls. It was an electrifying leader’s “commitment list.” As a child, I remember listening by radio to Winston Churchill’s stirring wartime rallying calls. Although I was young, there was no doubt as to their motivating effect on my dear mother and gathered elders. Hearing Trump, I had the same feelings.

			Trump has thrown a proverbial stun grenade into our pre-2025 world. Political, military, and commercial leaders are reassessing feverishly. What should we do?

			When the most important nation on earth changes from Marxism to free-enterprise capitalism, sound advice can be expected to be less certain and even hesitant or unintentionally speculative, as the world awaits more evidence of the economic results of such massive change.

			Likely to occur is rapid change accompanied usually by massive opportunity and huge threats. Uncertainty prevails. For example, having fallen sharply after Trump’s election, spot gold has hovered for some weeks around $2,700, indicating a high degree of uncertainty and caution.

			Unattractive as it appears, the leaders of many hostile governments will be galvanizing their intelligence and special forces to “get” Trump. By any standards, Trump has embraced a Herculean workload, including much physically draining travel. He must care for his health and protection as much as he cares for America.

			The key investment, for most people and for America itself, is the dollar. The BRICS plan to “kill the dollar” has likely stalled. Saudi Arabia’s plan to leave BRICS could herald a dollar recovery.

			Trump faces a struggle with the Fed over interest rates as a key inflation cure. This crucial uncertainty makes forecasts of financial markets, including currencies, fixed interest, equities, real estate, and precious metals even more difficult than normal.

			Many remain cautious and suggest accumulating cash, including in short-term treasuries and precious metals, and waiting patiently, like a leopard about to pounce, as opportunities become clearer in Trump’s new economy of revival.

			Perhaps the least understood risks exist in the field of parallel super computing and its effect on Artificial Intelligence (AI). As highlighted in the last edition, this area is hugely exciting. But while its rewards are massive, so are the risks. It appears as a world of “winner take all.” The costs of success, including the generation of electrical power, are so gigantic that failures to lead can be large enough to break even the most well-funded corporate giants, some of whom have more money than most nations.

			Liang Wenfeng’s Chinese company, DeepSeek, had its AI chat box (that uses Nvidia’s H800 chips) announced as surpassing ChatGPT, as the highest rated free app on App Store in America. It sent what was termed a “Sputnik” shock wave around the world. Investor panic wiped $589 billion from Nvidia’s market cap and some $21 billion from its CEO’s personal holding within hours. It was a mere hint of the staggering latent risks in the AI battlefield. That battlefield is one Trump and America must win. There is no other option if the US is to realize its stated goal of a coming golden age.

			Our hope it that Trump will inspire a reaction like JFK’s response to the original Soviet Sputnik and herald a cautious but super alert attitude by investors and US-based tech companies both.

			Greatness is an attribute Trump embodies. He is bringing it to fruition at this particular place and this particular time. It is world-changing on every front. This book explains how, why, and what it means.

			Greatness conjures up big things, high achievements, grandeur, lasting and permanent effects. It is foremost about winning. The word itself originated in the twelfth century. It signified importance, fame, power, and success. Greatness equaled preeminence. As such, it spelled out a concept of superiority, of a person or a place, that was above all others—in first place.

			In ancient Europe, rulers were at times given the attribute “the Great,” such as Alexander the Great, Frederick the Great, Alfred the Great, or Catherine the Great. The same applies to the Roman use of Magnus in the days of Pompei.

			In the sense that we have come to use the term “greatness”—especially in twenty-first century American culture, folklore, and politics—nothing quite compares with Donald J. Trump, who became both the forty-fifth and then the forty-seventh President of the United States. It is perhaps conceivable to even now consider him Donald the Great, as few other politicians have done what he has done, and no one has had such a comeback and turnaround in modern world history.

			The slogan of Donald Trump’s campaigns and the MAGA movement that propelled them is “Make America Great Again.” The use of great in that phrase or tagline has come to mean many things to many people. But the notion that America was a great nation birthed in liberty that became a great power based on military prowess and an economic powerhouse based on manufacturing, talent, entrepreneurship, and technology is rooted in historical fact. That America lost some of its greatness and saw a managed decline over the past decades also signified the primary reason why Trump was able to gain his ascendancy and capture the presidency, twice.

			It takes decades to fully describe and see the big waves in history, to capture the overriding themes of an era. The current zeitgeist is, by definition, fleeting, and the bigger picture only surfaces from a view on high or from a much broader perspective. But already we see over the past decade and looking into the medium term ahead a glimpse of Trump’s greatness and the synonymous renaissance of the country he leads—America.

			MAGA is the Trump brand, from campaign slogan to red hats emblazoned with the letters to the closing line of his stump speeches. Trump’s understanding of America’s place in the world and of its everyday working people—embodying the opening lines of the Declaration of Independence, “We the People”—lie at the core of what motivates and inspires Trump’s office, his movement, and the policies that make his sense of greatness a reality—in both the domestic realm and in foreign policy.

			This tome is about that understanding of greatness. It starts with the vision and lays out what Trump’s America is and needs to become. It spells out a notion of common-sense realism and the major tenants of its belief system. It goes into details about what Trump’s views and policies counteract—what they are against. It spells out across all lines what Trump’s greatness entails economically, politically, militarily, and spiritually.

			The president and his movement of Make America Great Again were seen by the mainstream media, all the pundits, and the smarty pants elites as backward hillbillies with no real vision or plan, just a lot of jingoism and overly exuberant patriotic zeal. At worse, they clung to their guns and religion; at worst, they were smelly and deplorable. And Trump was every foul-mouthed word they could conjure up, plus dictator and Hitler. They impeached him twice, brought massive lawfare against him, tried to bankrupt him, and then assassinate him—not once but twice.

			It didn’t work.

			The public elected him by a wide margin, in the electoral college, in the popular vote, and in all the seven key battleground states. The country wanted—needed—what he was preaching. He was a master salesman, selling American exceptionalism on steroids.

			And now he is delivering. Promises made, promises kept, as he says. The country is in a revived period of ecstasy, and his popularity is growing by the day with so much activity, so many executive orders and DOGE revelations that we can’t keep pace. Flooding the zone means both the leftwing anti-Trump media and the Democrat Party are at a complete loss.

			In fact, the Golden Age has truly begun, and this book outlines what it looks like, what it means, and how it comes about.

		

	
		
			What Makes America So Great

			American greatness is the view that the United States occupies a special role among the nations of the world in terms of its national ethos; political, economic, cultural, scientific, and religious institutions; and its being built by immigrants, expanded by pioneers, and built by entrepreneurs. It is about what we have achieved as a nation, are achieving, and hope to achieve. American greatness is, therefore, past, present, and future.

			The roots of the position date back to 1630 with John Winthrop’s “City upon a Hill,” although some scholars also attribute it to a passage of Alexis de Tocqueville, who argued that the United States held a special place among nations because it was the first working representative democracy.

			Belief in American greatness has long been characteristic of conservatives. Radical Marxist Howard Zinn, however, said that it is based on a myth and that “there is a growing refusal to accept” the idea of exceptionalism both nationally and internationally. But he, of course, is dead wrong, as are today’s Democrats. The new trend among that party of Democratic Socialists is to hate America and to apologize for its greatness.

			David Letterman (the ultimate authority—I suppose in our media-soaked world) once said, “There’s no business-like show business, but there are several businesses like accounting.” I’d paraphrase him and say there’s no nation-state like the United States…but there are several nations like Tajikistan.

			The question is not whether the United States is great and unique among nations. That much is abundantly clear. The real question is whether or not the world needs something exceptional that only the United States can offer, and if so, whether we are wise enough to see that need and fill it with something truly exceptional.

			American greatness does not imply inflated superiority—nor is it an assertion of “American bigotry,” as some have claimed. It is something simpler and humbler: recognition that America is, as James Madison said, the “hope of liberty throughout the world,” and that America is different from other nations in ways that are consequential for the world.

			In essence, the exceptionality of America, politically, economically, militarily, and culturally, is based on these facts:

			•Believing, based on religion, that American progress would lead to the millennium

			•Linking our history to the development of liberty in Anglo-Saxon England, even back to the traditions of the Teutonic tribes that conquered the Roman Empire

			•Looking to the “newness” of America, seeing the mass of “virgin land” that promised an escape from the decay that befell earlier republics and European monarchies

			Because America lacks a feudal tradition of landed estates with inherited nobility, it is unique among nations. The Puritan Calvinists who first came to Massachusetts had a strong belief in predestination and a theology of divine providence that still has effects to this day. Since God made a covenant with his “chosen people,” Americans are seen as of a different type. This “City upon a Hill” mentality is still evident in American folklore, song, and customs. Listen to the “Battle Hymn of the Republic” as you read.

			With its particular attention to legal immigration, generation after generation, America has been a beacon to the world. The Statue of Liberty is an embodiment of that ethos. America was also created on a vast frontier where rugged and untamed conditions gave birth to the American national identity and the narrative of a continent of exceptional people—pioneers, explorers, and adventurers.

			The economics of the American founding was very much a Lockean affair: the protection of property rights in what was “the largest contiguous area of free trade in the world.” But you recall there were two competing views of America’s economy: a Southern agrarian view, championed by Jefferson, and a Northern industrial or commercial view, championed by Hamilton. It is this same difference in visions that was at the economic root of the American Civil War, a war that saw the ultimate industrial and commercial view victorious.

			Hamilton, as Secretary of the Treasury, prevailed. He established the credit of the United States by consolidating State and National debt and paying the interest upon it, and he transformed it into capital by issuing certificates on it, established a national banking system, and thereby encouraged what he called “the spirit of enterprise.” Hamilton used the freedoms of the Constitution and its protections to create a capitalistic, free-market economy and ensured that the United States would, as he said, “become the richest, most powerful, and freest country the world has ever known.”

			The limited role of the government in such an economy has been well described by James Madison in Federalist No. 10: “A republic…promises the cure for which we are seeking…the same advantage which a republic has over a democracy, in controlling the effects of faction, is enjoyed by a large over a small republic.”

			In order to be a fit participant in a modern, American republic and a market society, it is necessary to be a certain kind of person, in a certain kind of culture. This kind of person is one who internalizes their values and makes them work: a person of virtuous character. It is no accident that the great German sociologist Max Weber identified none other than Benjamin Franklin, perhaps the greatest American, as the epitome of that work ethic. Nor is it an accident that America remains the most philanthropic country in the world (twelve times more than France, for instance, in the latest surveys.

			As the Trinidadian-British Nobel Prize–winning author V.S. Naipaul has said about America, this 

			idea of the pursuit of happiness…is an elastic idea; it fits all men. It implies a certain kind of society, a certain kind of awakened spirit. I don’t imagine my father’s Hindu parents would have been able to understand the idea. So much is contained in it: the idea of the individual, responsibility, choice, the life of the intellect, the idea of vocation and perfectibility and achievement. It is an immense human idea. It cannot be reduced to a fixed system. It cannot generate fanaticism. But it is known to exist, and because of that, other more rigid systems in the end blow away.

			One does not impose personal autonomy, and that is the secret of America’s real and lasting power: freedom.

			American greatness is the very embodiment or the exemplar of the logic of modernity.

			You see it in Lincoln’s famous phrase, repeated by Daniel Day-Lewis in the epic film, Lincoln: “America is the last, best hope of mankind.” And, to the extent that the logic of modernity is rooted in Judeo-Christian understanding, America is unique in preserving that connection. Americans continue to identify themselves overwhelmingly with this heritage, long after it has disappeared as the cultural foundation of Western Europe. That is why most Americans subscribe to the Lockean liberty narrative, not the social democratic equality narrative that now dominates Europe; it is why America can combine a secular civil association with a religious culture instead of belief in a theocracy; it is why America celebrates autonomy instead of the Chinese belief in social conformity.

			Early American settlers gave voice to a specific identity. As the late Harvard scholar Samuel Huntington has argued, American identity has had two primary components: culture and creed. The creed is a set of universal principles articulated in our founding documents: liberty, equality, democracy, constitutionalism, limited government, and private property. Our culture is Anglo-Protestant, specifically dissenting Protestantism. Moreover, the creed is itself as Huntington stated, the product of “English traditions, dissenting Protestantism, and Enlightenment ideas of the eighteenth-century settlers.”

			One way of characterizing the early United States is to say that it inherited the logic of enlightenment and all of its institutions (the technological project [from Francis Bacon], economic freedom [from Adam Smith], political freedom [from John Locke], and legal freedom [common law] from Great Britain). What distinguished the US from England were three crucial things: the lack of a feudal class structure which dominated Great Britain into this twenty-first century (yes, we all love Downton Abbey but…); an extensive virgin territory for applying it (The Louisiana Purchase); and, most especially, the opportunity for a multitude of dissenting Protestant sects, Catholics, and Jews to engage the new world with a fervor largely absent from the feudalistic state churches of Europe.

			America exemplifies the logic of modernity par excellence. That is why there is such a thing as the “American Dream”—which continues to draw people to our exceptional shores from the world over.

			One of the extensions of the belief in American exceptionalism, or what Trump calls “Greatness”, is the notion that, because of its status, the United States has an obligation to be the leading nation in world affairs. Americans generally endorse this position and say the United States has “a special responsibility to be the leading nation in world affairs.” There has been rare bipartisan agreement on this down the ages until recently, as the left takes issue with our history, power, and prowess. Today, they disavow American greatness.

			Along the conservative-liberal spectrum, we need—as President Trump has—to fully embrace American greatness. It is who we have been, it is who we are presently, and it is who we should be long into the future.

		

	
		
			From E Pluribus Unum to E Unum Pluribus

			The Latin phrase E Pluribus Unum is found in the original journals of the Continental Congress on June 20, 1782, where it was used by Adams, Franklin, and Jefferson to describe the Great Seal adopted that day. From the Great Seal’s earliest depiction, E Pluribus Unum has appeared on all coins since 1795 and has graced the back of one-dollar notes since 1935.

			In just a few decades the United States of America, breaking that Seal, has gone from the Enlightenment to the Darkening. “It only took ten American generations” is a useful phrase that needs to be remembered.

			Benjamin Franklin noted a semicircular sun on the back of President Washington’s chair at that Convention—a sun which could be either setting or rising, depending on one’s disposition as a pessimist or optimist about the future of the thirteen colonies. America is, for all intents and purposes, almost gone. As she slips away, we need to ask why, and can she still recover? Franklin fatefully concluded, at the termination of the constitutional convention, that the United States was indeed on the rise. Is that still the case today?

			Putting some steel in the irony, E Pluribus Unum, as adopted in 1782, meant the uniting of states in a federal entity. The general understanding later became the uniting of disparate peoples via the proverbial “melting pot.”

			The sun certainly rose on this new nation; as President Theodore Roosevelt worded it, there was no room for “hyphenated-Americanism” who sought to take America’s sunshine for another land. Now this motto is the cover story for its complete polar opposite, i.e., separation and division through “identity politics” and mandated “diversity cum segregation.” What happened?

			Here is the argument in a nutshell: Martin Luther King Jr., undoubtedly a golden ray of light for our still-rising nation, preached and applied the values of The Enlightenment and the American majority to bring the many (pluribus) to the mountaintop that he perceived and clarified as being their highest expression. It was not only a “dream,” but a collectively lived experience birthed in liberty, won at Gettysburg, and reclaimed twice on the battlefields of Europe against fascism and communism and in the civil rights movement.

			Somehow, we have since descended to the abyss of Fill-in-the-Blank Lives Matter. Who, what, when, where, why, and how did that transpire? Why is America seemingly so lost? Can it be that the high noon of our great nation is already past?

			One cannot ignore the forbearances and authorizations of affirmative action, nor our acceptance of decayed urban culture as the spin on political underperformance—to say nothing of purely reprehensible behavior. But the real catalyst toward decline was not primarily race related.

			Consider the written word: our uncritical acceptance of punctuation- and grammar-free mobile communications has eroded and eventually imploded all restraint on exaggeration; all standards once expected from factual reporting and decorous commentary. The fundamental right to speak freely and vote in fair and honest elections has given way to the managerial election, where the voters and the votes need no longer bear mathematical relation to each other.

			Journalism ceased to exist years a few years ago, and the cable news liars are but loud screams from horror movies—shouting nothing but regurgitated lies. Polling, once held up as factual, is now reliably indistinguishable from other forms of campaign propaganda.

			Similar backsliding over longer periods can be seen in the framers’ understandings of the reserved and enumerated powers…honest money is another institution rapidly in decline. Generally accepted social rules have also suffered: defecating in public is no longer part of the Californian social contract, for example. Virtually all aspects of civic and community life have thus degraded. We now live in an increasingly dangerous, uncivil jungle where there is less and less value placed on life, liberty, and happiness, in favor of pure licentiousness.

			Now cometh a belated, actively suppressed but increasingly inescapable recognition that yesteryear’s standards were not optional niceties but bulwarks against cultural suicide. Is it the browning of the white majority that we should lament? Nah, it’s the recognition that colorless evil is real and marching, and our sudden doubt as to whether assimilation or asseveration is ahead, of or by whom to whom, and whether by force or resignation.

			The answer to our present dilemma is two-fold. In the first part, we need to go back to Samuel Huntington’s last book, Who Are We? Published in 2004, he argued that we have lost the true meaning of American identity as well as the institutions it spawned. The resulting cultural threat divides America into people(s), culture(s), and language(s). In child’s parlance we all understand: Humpy Dumpty cannot be put back together again. There are forces on the left who like it that way because America’s exceptionalism was always something to rage against.

			American elites have sought and forecast a “managed decline” for some time, and now they have it. It is the end of the American era not as a result of external assault but instead by internal strife. All as they make millions and exert power on the way down.

			Which brings us to the second part of the answer, which is Oakshottean in nature and has to do with the inherent tension between the individual and the collective. The necessity of civil association and the given procedural norms and rules which make life possible have been eroded by the pathological animus to turn civic life into an ideologized collective. Collectivism has usurped all rights and merit and has become our national calling card. Out the window with all past customs, forms of integrity, market mechanisms, and codes of good behavior. To borrow and rephrase a line from Nixon, “we are all Marxists now.”

			Now the sanguine truth.

			There is a point, however, which we are close to reaching, when the bulk of the population is fed up and has had enough. They don’t want to actually do away with all the rules, the police, or with decency, let alone the Supreme Court. Aware of their error, they see the folly and failure of their ways and come back to America and her basic foundations. They don’t want to destroy the culture any longer and see a need for peace and prosperity rooted in classic American values.

			The Biden regime bet on the setting sun, whether they admitted it or not. It is up to readers like you to bet the other way—that America’s sun is still rising—before it is too late.

			We may be reaching that tipping point soon. Hasten the day. In the words of 2 Peter 3:11–12, “Live holy and godly lives as you look forward to the day of God and speed its coming.”

			This is an unknown story. The media will never report it because it embarrasses them too much. They detest faith. They wish it would simply go away. They don’t want Americans to cling to guns or religion.

			The sparsely populated Hebrides Islands have only forty-four thousand people with a land area of around 2,800 square miles. It is rural. The population is mostly in remote villages, only accessible from the mainland by boat or ferry. Not much goes on except sheep and cattle raising and fishing. There are a few tourists and even fewer trees. The villagers’ ancestors were ancient peoples, and they still speak Gaelic. The Isle of Lewis is located at the very far northwest corner of Scotland in the British Isles.

			You might rightly ask, what does such a distant place, so far away, have to do with America, the presidency, and God’s providential hand? When you find out you will understand why every Christian—Evangelical, Protestant, Catholic, and Bible-centered believer—decided to vote for Donald Trump this recent election. He is the spearhead of the Fifth Great Awakening in American history.

			America, brothers and sisters, is in the throes of a revival. This new great awakening, much like earlier such movements in our long history, is rooted in a return to God’s norms, an acceptance of His grace, and a turning away from sin and unfaithfulness.

			The first such awakening occurred from 1720–1745 in the colonies leading up to and underscoring the drive for independence. The second began in the 1790s and birthed the abolition movement, temperance, and women’s rights. It is often associated with Jonathan Edwards. The third outpouring, from 1850–90, saw the initiation of active missionary work, the founding of the YMCA, and carried forward its zeal during and after the tumultuous Civil War.

			Nobel Prize-winning economist Robert Fogel identifies the Fourth Great Awakening in the 1960s and early ’70s. The Jesus movement led to the rapid and wide growth of evangelicalism and the rise of holiness and charismatic faith.

			According to theologians who document such events, “awakenings” all result from powerful preaching, a sense of guilt from sin, and the need for salvation and redemption through Jesus Christ.

			Make no mistake, these awakenings are critical episodes in American history which have had a demonstrable effect—focusing people on piety, changing rituals, habits, self-awareness, and shaping our culture and politics for the better.

			Today, an unexpected servant is doing God’s bidding and is the instrumental agent in the Fifth Great Awakening. He wants to “Make America Great Again” and “Keep America Great.” This “greatness” is measured not only in military might and in economic prowess and productivity—important as they are—it is measured in spiritual capital.

			Judeo-Christian heritage has served as the spiritual capital of America. Of special importance is the articulation of how Judeo-Christian spiritual capital has been the source of the spiritual quest of modernity, how that quest has evolved, and why America, because of its deep spiritual capital, has been uniquely able to provide leadership for that quest.

			The larger thesis is that America, by virtue of its specific spiritual capital heritage, not only is the beneficiary of its advantages but also is the leading exemplar of the spiritual quest of modernity itself. It is because America is engaged in a spiritual quest that it can exercise world leadership as opposed to domination, empire, and oppression. There are clear economic consequences of America’s spiritual capital.

			Specifically, economic development, growth, and entrepreneurship depend on such spiritual capital. Religious beliefs have a measurable impact on individuals, communities, and societies.

			Political freedom is not unlike economic freedom. There is a symbiotic relationship between America’s spiritual capital and our exceptional political institutions, democracy, Constitution, and freedoms.

			The substantive spiritual vision supports the political and economic procedural norms of a free society. These procedural norms are not otherwise defensible. America’s success and leadership in the world have an integral relation to its spiritu al capital.

			Like any form of capital, spiritual capital may lie dormant or be wasted, it may be used productively, it may be augmented, and it may be diminished or eroded.

			Our heritage is currently under assault from a variety of sources, and something happens when scientific, technological, economic, and political institutions are detached from their spiritual roots. The result is a natural progression from governmental bureaucratic centralization to secularism to reductive materialism and ultimately to a social-collectivist conception of human welfare.

			Within the American story, there is an argument—namely, that these achievements will not be sustained without that heritage, and for all of the above reasons, the heritage needs to be reaffirmed and renewed. Indeed, it can be said that the future of modernity and America depends on the extent to which there is a reaffirmation of America’s spiritual capital.

			Be assured there is special content in America’s Judeo-Christian spiritual capital based in biblical truths. In many ways, it has come to define America. It also suggests the origins and sources of the current attacks on Judeo-Christian spiritual capital.

			These most notably include:

			•Perennial (heretical) utopian Gnosticism, now in the form of socialism

			•Rousseauean/Marxist-derived narratives of equality and complaints about modernity

			•The Chinese Communist Party (CCP)

			•Militant secularism (domestic and international)

			•Anarchism

			•Militant Islamism (international)

			President Trump, unlike other past leaders, is actively rebutting these attacks. He argues that America will not survive without a renewal of its Judeo-Christian spiritual capital.

			Specifically, this means the importance of personal autonomy and responsibility stemming from the dignity of the individual as a human person and the exercise of religious freedom. It also requires the need to support civil association with a robust content—full morality and the rule of law.

			In no way do he and his followers advocate a theocracy or anything less than a democratic republic that is rooted in commerce and, ultimately, produces what the founders themselves called “human flourishing.”He does advocate the rejuvenation of Judeo-Christian spiritual capital as a cultural phenomenon, the non-apologetic expression of one’s faith, and the re-education of misguided clerics, educators, the media, and America’s leaders. And most of all, he advocates for direct, honest, lawful, and vigorous confrontation of America’s critics and its enemies.

			Tradition tells of a chime that changed the entire world when it rang on July 8, 1776. It was the sound from the tower of Independence Hall summoning the citizens of Philadelphia to hear the first public reading of the Declaration of Independence by Colonel John Nixon.

			The Pennsylvania Assembly had ordered that bell in 1751 to commemorate the fifty-year anniversary of William Penn’s 1701 Charter of Privileges, Pennsylvania’s original Constitution. That charter spoke of the rights and freedoms valued by people the world over. Particularly insightful were the devout Penn’s ideas on religious freedom, his stance on American rights, and his inclusion of citizens in enacting laws.The Liberty Bell gained iconic importance again when abolitionists in their efforts to put an end to slavery throughout America adopted it as a symbol.

			As the bell was created to commemorate the golden anniversary of Penn’s Charter, the biblical quotation, “Proclaim Liberty throughout all the land unto all the inhabitants thereof,” taken from Leviticus 25:10, seemed particularly apt and was engraved on the Bell.

			More and more Americans have come to realize that President Trump is ringing that bell again. He, unlike his opposition, defends and rearticulates America’s spiritual capital—ushering in America’s Fifth Great Awakening.

		

	
		
			It’s Trump’s World, Stupid

			A phrase has come into the zeitgeist—calling people the “Trump of their field.” Elon Musk is the Trump of business. Meloni is the Trump of Europe.

			Many leaders still do not know how to react to former President Trump, to his decision to control immigration, to the over 3 percent economic growth and, especially, to the absolutely justified desire to implement a pro-US, America-First policy.

			Today, they want it so bad after the Biden fiasco that they will do anything to get him back, to get their country back.

			Europe too has now been awakened from its somnolence by the vigor and determination with which US President Donald Trump has changed the face of America and, indeed, the entire world. Since the fall of the Soviet Union, mainland Europe has been stuck in the old politics of the twentieth century. The annihilation of the European Socialists in the European Parliament and the European Council (where they only count a handful of heads of state) is birthing a new European era.

			That has become more evident with the overwhelming results of the EU elections.

			The main conclusion is that Ursula von der Leyen does not deserve re-election. We had already called for her resignation and then her impeachment before the pandemic hit; there came plenty more grounds for it from then on. Whomever ends up picked as the EU president posterior to her can and should immediately launch an investigation into the entirety of her five-year mandate, with particular regard to the first Trump impeachment and her relationship to Pfizer’s CEO, Albert Bourla, Gordon Sondland, and the rest of the WEF-ocracy that so ably mismanages anything they sink their claws into.

			The current juncture is as good an example as any to illustrate how pathologically unable to meet the moment she always is. During the Maastricht Debate, a rare moment of truth came through when the moderators asked her—the sitting President of the European Commission, seeking re-election, no less—whether she would accept votes from “far right” forces like the European Conservative and Reformist (ECR) parliamentary grouping. Never mind the fact that she wouldn’t have had the votes to win last time without them. She prevaricated, pleasing nobody.

			And yet, as the returns came in the recent EU elections, many months of well-reasoned triangulation with Italy’s head of government, Giorgia Meloni, instantly went up in smoke when faced with the horrible prospect of a single bad news cycle: the “far right” made “major gains”! Like the cheapest suit, Ursula folded immediately: announcing her intention to form a working majority with the socialists and Macron’s Renew Party—the one that lost so many seats he had to call a snap election in France. Never wasting an opportunity to waste an opportunity, Ursula intended to absorb those elements into her coalition but ended up ejecting them instead.

			One hopes at least Meloni will have enough self-respect and courage to rebuff whatever Ursula had offered her. As for the largest single national party grouping in the Parliament, Marine Le Pen’s National Rally will also have to swallow its pride and lead her Identity and Democracy group into some sort of arrangement with Meloni’s ECR—at least for the duration of the “Anyone but Ursula” operation. European Conservatives need to work together for a change, not destroy each other.

			Many unlikely allies will be more than happy to assist. The real operatives in the EU parliament are already on maneuvers, shoring up support from interest groups like the carmakers lobby—the Greens did lose twenty seats, after all. Germany’s largest party, ostensibly Ursula’s own home base, placed first within the Bundesrepublik and holds the most seats within the European People’s Party (EPP)—the ruling group that imposed Ursula five years ago. But Mutti Merkel is no longer in charge of it and is therefore unable to ride to Ursula’s aid this time around. The Christian Democrats are themselves allied with the Christian Social Union, a much more conservative Bavarian (read: Catholic) outfit that would fit in perfectly with Meloni’s ECR if they ever decided to split.

			But it needn’t come to that. There’s plenty of unrest against Ursula within her own faction to block her in favor of a candidate further away from the European Left. Blocking her should be enough of a scalp to keep the party going. And we haven’t even started on the European Council.

			A weakened President Macron lost his parliamentary majority in a hurry. Should young Jordan Bardella succeed in getting installed as the French prime minister, which looks likely in France’s two-round lower house system, Macron will see himself forced to install him as head of government. Whether or not Marine Le Pen’s Rassemblement National party scores a majority large enough to rid France of President Macron remains to be seen. However, tempting as that loss might be, the priority should be to replace Macron at the European Council with the new French prime minister. Meloni isn’t Italy’s president, after all, and there’s plenty of other heads of government who aren’t their country’s head of state—Spain, Portugal, Netherlands, Sweden, Denmark, and Germany itself. France is in fact an outlier in this matter.

			Up against the wall, dispensing of Ursula’s principal backer in the EU Council will be a deathblow to her aspirations and those of Macron’s Renew Europe, the essential “bridge” force between the EPP and the Socialists. The French EPP faction voted against Ursula since the French votes in her favor come from Macron and not from them. At least, they used to until he lost all his seats to Le Pen.

			The presidency of the European Council, a sort of EU federal head of state to the Commission’s head of government, is also up for grabs. So is the presidency of the Parliament, all things considered, since the affable incumbent—Maltese EPP MEP Roberta Metsola—doesn’t have any great claim to it. Indeed, it was under her mandate that all of Ursula’s biggest slipups occurred. Parliamentary scrutiny? Nowhere to be found. And yet, all three presidencies are negotiable in the extreme.

			The European Council has enough heavyweights, such as Viktor Orbán and Robert Fico, to make do with the major reinforcements a French replacement would represent. However, the partisan question raises its head again. Meloni remains one of two ECR members of the European Council, and so bringing in a French RN vote can only balance out Germany and Spain’s socialist members if they work together forming a bloc of six countries, which is possible, maybe even more now that Belgium’s PM is changing out too. He quit after the massive loss there.

			At the end of the day, the parliamentary math is simple: The broadly defined “right” has enough votes to rule on its own. Why ruin that by bringing in the Reds? Forcing the hand of the EPP necessarily runs through Christine Anderson, the re-elected German Alternative for Germany MEP who can provide the numbers lacking a naïve ECR-ID alliance on its own to surpass the EPP as the largest party. The grouping need not hold together after the congressional election in France and Ursula’s failed first attempt, both happening in late June. By then, the sands should have stopped shifting and facts on the ground will have been created. Parliamentarians are herd animals after all.

			In our book, Trump’s World, we showed how Trump has bent the arc of modern history in the US and how his doing so presages other leaders stepping up all over the world as popular sovereigntists win the day—as they did in Europe. Up until now the only major proposals on Europe was letting Finland and Sweden into NATO and replacing Nord Stream 2 with Freedom Gas. Perhaps the new authorities will be more receptive to good ideas from their friends across the pond.

			Face it: The results are truly Trumpian in proportion. The scenes of victory were obvious across the entire European continent. The so-called “far right” has won and is ushering in a new conservative age. Over 440 million voters have spoken, and the right has surged to new heights in an earthquake, leaving the undemocratic EU elites stunned. Globalism has failed, and the people have taken note.

			Yes, Europe, like the rest of the world, needs Trump in order to relearn how to do politics, instead of winding endless tales from which no one understands anything, and no one takes any firm decisions. The Trump of America must again lead the world in uniting all of Western civilization against an onslaught of weak, feeble leftists at home and abroad. Europe needs Trump in order to wake up from its zealous overconfidence in its capacity to assimilate millions of non-Europeans into its cultures.

			The world also needs Trump and America to relearn the value of the nation-state and policies based on the community called the “nation.” It needs him to restore the family to its rightful place, to regain a path to peace and prosperity, and to allow real freedom and practice of faith.

			Every nation in the world needs a president or prime minister like Donald Trump—pushing their nation toward its greater destiny.

			Every nation needs presidents that put their nations first and fight for the interests of those who voted for them!

			Donald Trump and the Return 
of Common Sense

			Early, on the freezing cold morning of January 10, 1776, in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, a forty-seven-page booklet was published that would go on to change American and, indeed, world history. It was the watershed moment in the American Revolution. The publication was called Common Sense, and its author was Thomas Paine. The arguments contained in the petite volume galvanized opposition to the Crown and catalyzed the political movement to independence.

			The ideas expressed ushered in a new era of freedom in America and around the world. The 2024 election harkens us back to that founding moment, and its progenitor, one Donald J. Trump, ushers in a much-needed return of the same common sense.

			Paine had been born in Britain and had only immigrated to America in 1774 at the suggestion of Benjamin Franklin. Writing for the Pennsylvania Magazine under the pseudonyms of Atlanticus, Aesop, and Vox Populi, he lashed out at the folly and wrongs of British rule. His common-sense opus, written in language every common person could understand, had instant and dramatic effect. Striking a chord with colonist conscience, it was rapidly translated into many languages, reprinted thousands of times over, and circulated widely. It did nothing less than convince Americans who were undecided on the issue of independence that they should unite and separate.

			Paine considered the content of his pamphlet to be a plain truth (which was, at first, his working title), clear to all right-thinking, rational persons. He had borrowed the phrase from its earlier use in England (as early as the fourteenth century), where it was considered a sense very much like our other senses. They were called the “five wits,” and the “common” sense united them into a useful whole.

			Like that powerful expression of American consciousness, today with the coming of Trump 2.0, we see another jolt of common sense—this time in politics, foreign policy, and economics. The country sorely needs it to restore our faith in sovereignty and in the market and wealth creation, and also to give common people, regular men and women in America and around the world, a prudent voice for creating a better future.

			Unfortunately, it is often said that common sense is not as common as it ought to be. Possibly one of the best recent spokespersons for common sense was Ronald Reagan. In his farewell address, the fortieth president defined his time in office as “a rediscovery of our values and our common sense.” Actually, from the very start of his career, Reagan dedicated his tenure to his belief in the idea that society “could be operated efficiently by using the same common sense practiced in our everyday life, in our homes, in business and private affairs.”

			Today, some four decades later, responsible, purposeful leaders with Trump as the lead are taking up this mantle and again laying claim to the phrase “common sense.” What exactly does this mean, and how does it work? What truths do we hold as self-evident in a common-sense framework, and what are the benefits—to leaders, to communities, and—most critically—to citizens themselves?

			In the field of economics, common-sense behavior has been seen as saving more money when one is faced with an uncertain future; it’s part of “risk aversion.” The so-called precautionary saving motive is one of many faulty principles of the dismal science. In economics’s cousin, accounting, prudence is a fundamental concept. It determines the time at which revenue can be recognized, which is not an unimportant or inconsequential event. Lawyers also still abide by the “prudent man rule,” a nearly two-hundred-year-old judgement method appealing to common sense. Some governments have even established prudential conduct authorities, intended to guide fiscal choices in a better direction after financial crises.

			Arguably among the most dominant organizations on the planet, the Church has insisted on maintaining the virtue of prudence in all ventures, making it part of its standard for belief and practice, the Catechism: “Prudence is the virtue that disposes practical reason to discern our true good in every circumstance and to choose the right means of achieving it.” It goes on to conclude with some sound advice: “The prudent man looks where he is going.”

			If prudent behavior is right reason in action—or, as I define it, the natural intelligence that is available to all rational people—then why has it been mostly abandoned, forfeited in more recent times and nearly totally forgotten by our post-modern culture and governments? (That is, except for Reagan and now President Trump). It behooves us to trace the history of common sense’s demise, for in so doing, we may discover avenues for its resurrection.

		

	
		
			Bringing Common Sense Back

			We can conclude that any resurrection of the notion of common sense will require a rejection of the modernist and leftist approach—and this will have profound consequences. Our narrowed perspective has turned prudence into a utility or even worse, some kind of cleverness possessed only by the elite few and so-called gifted. But it is in fact the virtue par excellence for guiding us into an uncertain and ever riskier future. This will demand self-attention but also thoughtful social interaction in our modern setting. It means putting an end to all the woke liberal nonsense and going back to basic values every person possesses.

			This is because, while prudence (an indispensable core of common sense) may start with the individual, it culminates in our actions together. Businesses in particular must implement sound management as their “core competency” for acting in responsible and humane ways. In this sense, both government and business must in the first instance appeal to common sense and to experience—not to some ideology.

			As for the economists, they must enter the future with an honest assessment of the professed neutrality of their field. When intrinsic things like spirituality, values, ideas, human life, and aesthetic phenomena are monetized, they are by definition being evaluated and ranked, usually far under financial gain, which holds the highest place. This is far from “neutral,” and to insist so is an illusion. What we need to achieve is a leap forward into the past, a time when philosophers, like Adam Smith, considered economics part and parcel of the common good, a moral sentiment, not an adversary to it.

			But the winds of change are blowing. Political leaders, including most prominently Donald Trump, see that their decisions always involve qualitative acts of judgment based on common sense for the common good.

			In truth, the workings of the economy are not as mysterious as we make them out to be. “The economy” is no more and no less than what “we, the people” do or don’t do in terms of our transactions. There is not one rigid set of economic laws that applies everywhere and at all times. Rather, the behavior of individual economic agents changes the “laws” that generalize that very behavior. Hence, there is no other way to find out whether the best forms of doing business hurt or help the bottom line or the polity than to try them out by using plain old common sense. And here then is the good news. Studies have shown that such sustained practices do not hurt competitiveness at all; they have been found to be more than slightly positive, more profitable, more generous, more beneficent.

			The possibility for both financial viability and good government exists. Consequently, there is a moral responsibility to use it well. Recovering common sense in government and business is a leadership journey that builds on competence, grows with authority, is aligned with other virtues, and is grounded in the traits of common sense.

			We need to acknowledge that Trump is the founder of the third American revolution, after Washington and the original founders, and Lincoln at the time of the Civil War. He is putting common sense back to work and restoring our national prowess and its profound greatness.

		

	
		
			Trump Has Forever Changed Politics

			The 2024 US presidential election and everything in its wake has led to a complete realignment in politics as we knew it.

			The Republican Party now represents the entire country (labor, entrepreneurship, [Musk] business, finance, natural resources, retirees, and all races). It knows no regional boundaries and is even growing in the bluest cities. It is no longer a Grand Old (Whig) Party. Like your father’s Oldsmobile, the past is history. This is a new populist political party that brings in the whole country and its citizens, particularly those that do work for a living. The middle class is Trump’s. Look at the 2024 electoral map. It is bright red with a few exceptions on each coast. One graph or picture says it all.

			The old Republican Party (WSJ/RINO) represented bigger business and became, because of ideology and trade, decidedly globalist in thinking. They mistakenly and hubristically imagined that they were making policy for one united world. That element has been replaced, and while a small minority survive, they have been effectively beheaded and are stepping down.

			Democrats used to represent labor and its unions but now are declined to just cultural elitists (university-media-Hollywood-Goldman Sachs managerialists), with a fringe following. Their numbers are in rapid decline, and nobody wants their stale, woke, climate, ESG, DEI verbiage or practice any longer. The socialist wing of the Democrat Party was decimated, and God only knows if the party can reassemble around what used to be called moderate liberalism. The party itself is in steep decline and its candidates are at a loss, unable to articulate either a vision or a winning strategy.

			These political changes also reflect new economic realities, and again Trump has figured this out well before everyone else.

			In a global economy, there are now three competing uber-national economies: USA Inc. vs. China Inc. vs. EU Inc.

			As long as China is led by a communist party that seeks not world leadership but world domination, we must recognize that the new cold war is a trade war. Contemporary multinational captains of industry and finance have gambled their capital and the future of our nation on what is a totalitarian regime. They think the World Trade Organization can save them, but the CCP breaks every rule. Ironically and tragically, much of the creative technical thinking that powers China’s economy is outsourced to greedy and unwitting US universities founded by American entrepreneurs. It is funded on US stock exchanges and steals IP from American companies.

			The UK (now Little England) is confused and hasn’t made up its mind on which one to join or not join and finds itself increasingly isolated and in decline, especially since it elected a socialist government and is stuck with it for five years. The EU itself is in free fall with the governments of France and Germany collapsing and companies like Volkswagen suffering. The EU is socialist by makeup, uncompetitive, and statist. It has a weal fake currency, bloated bureaucracies, and little to no entrepreneurship or venture capital.

			Other satellite economies (Japan, South Korea, etc.) are significant but not world beaters. They need to tie themselves to the US and the dollar, or they will suffer the consequences.

			The emerging markets, BRICS, and failed states are in for a new dose of hard reality. It is Trump’s world, and they need to learn how to play, or they will be left out. Countries like Iran and Russia will fall on hard times soon.
