1: Your space






We're going to start where the action is:
outside!

The purpose of this exercise is to see how much
room we have to work with.

What you'll need:


	
paper and something to write with



	
a clipboard or something firm as a backing
is helpful





Here's what you'll do:


	
Go outside.



	
Decide which of the garden plots and
border areas you already have in your yard that you want to add
food plants to.



	
Make a rough sketch of each area.
What shape is it? About how big is it (wide and long)? If you want
to measure it, go ahead.



	
Draw or mark where the plants — the
bushes, shrubs, trees, etc, already are in each area. How big are
they in general (wide, tall, and thick)? Where do they shade the
ground? This does not have to be exact. If these plants turn any
special colors, or have flowers, you can write that down too.
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
