This
is a controversial book. It will be confusing to some,
offensive to a few, and confirming for others.

I have been
teaching workshops on the topic of human hybrids for some years,
and many people attending the workshops felt that, at long last,
the reasons for their feelings of being different in a human world
were answered.

When I first
became a psychotherapist in my twenties, I did so—I thought at the
time—to help humans. During my thirties and forties, although I
continued working with humans, it became increasingly obvious to me
that not all humans were as they appeared on the surface. They were
different in ways that could not be explained by traditional
psychotherapeutic approaches. This discovery took me on a journey
that has evolved over the years into the topic of this book:
Hybrids: So You Think You Are Human.

My first
breakthrough into this new world of learning occurred when I rented
a cottage in Ireland that was occupied by a Leprechaun family. The
fact that the cottage was haunted by the little people was well
known to the village locals, but was a great surprise to me as I
had rented the cottage sight unseen.

The head of
the Leprechaun family, who uses the pseudonym of Lloyd, taught me a
great deal about Elementals—nature spirits and little people by
other names—and asked me to write a book about Elementals in ten
years. This I did in Summer with the Leprechauns, and later
in a second book titled Pilgrimage with the Leprechauns.

During that
intervening decade, between living in the cottage and writing the
first book, people with Elemental ancestry came to my therapy
practice, and it was recognizing their ancestry that enabled me to
help them fulfill their purpose in this life.

I came to
think of them as “hybrids”. As you can imagine, it was a bit of a
stretch to find myself in this foreign land with no guideposts,
other than intuition, on how to assist them.

I was getting
quite good at recognizing and assisting Elemental hybrids when, lo
and behold, other people came to me who did not have Elemental
ancestry—but who were not fully human.

There are
other types of hybrids?

This was a
greater stretch. What helped me was knowing that my acceptance of
Elemental hybrids was helping people. You might ask how these
individuals even found me. It’s not that I had a calling card that
read:

“Specializing in Hybrid
Psychotherapy: Come to me to

discover why you feel different from other humans.”

It has
surprised me that hybrids have become such a major theme in my
life, because I thought for many years that my work in the world,
as a psychotherapist and teacher in both mainstream and spiritual
workshops, was to help humans to develop their consciousness.
Looking back, I realize that cosmic intelligence wanted information
about hybrids to be accessible to all beings that live on Earth,
and that Spirit needed a mouthpiece for this information.

I got the job.
For the past twenty years, I have taught both elemental and hybrid
workshops around the world. After hearing my talks, people urged me
to write this book.

Although there
is currently a vast amount of information available on Angels and
Elementals, I feel the time is ripe for introducing the possibility
that not all humans are fully human. I say “possibility” because I
want you to decide the truth of this for yourself.

I also want to
make it clear that my references to hybrids do not refer to UFO
abductees who think they have been impregnated by alien beings.
Although this topic bears investigation, it is not the topic of
this book.

The hybrids to
which I am referring have been on our planet for eons of time and
are approved by the great spiritual beings who oversee the destiny
of this planet.

HYBRIDS: So
You Think You Are Human provides information on the most common
hybrids I have discovered to date, with personal stories from
people who believe themselves to be hybrids. This list continues to
grow as I discover more types of hybrids.

I also include
a short questionnaire—What Type of Hybrid Am I?—to help you
determine if perhaps you are a hybrid, along with helpful hints to
assist you if you find that you are.

Hybrids have
been here all along, but I was not ready to consider this at an
earlier time. The immensity of the material would have overwhelmed
me and I might have rejected it. Spirit leads us step by step when
it brings us into unknown territory so that we can succeed in
absorbing the learning it wishes to give us when the time is right
for us to receive it. Life offers us opportunities to give up our
preconceptions about what is—and what is not—possible. The more
open we are to what the universe wants to present, the more we are
able to see clearly what has been in front of our eyes all the
time. Hybrids is one of those themes for me.

It is my hope
that you will find it to be an interesting concept as well, and, if
Spirit wills, it may offer insight to unanswered questions in your
life about who you are and why you do what you do.

​ Introduction

Lloyd here! For those of you who don’t know me,
I’ve been working with Tanis for a couple of decades now and we’ve
co-written a few books together. I am a Leprechaun and my father
and mother were Leprechaun, descended from a long line of
Leprechauns. In my world, the realm of the Elementals—Nature
Spirits by another name—I’m given over to the study of humans,
especially how humans and Elementals can work together as
co-creators on this planet. This is what we’re supposed to be doing
… if you hadn’t realized it.

For most of me adult
life, I’ve been working with various kinds of Elementals, Goblins,
Gnomes, Elves and such—you get the picture—to make sure they’re up
to the task of collaborating with humans who want to partner and
create a beautiful planet in alignment with natural and spiritual
laws. At least that’s how my work started. However, it’s taken a
few jogs in the road and that brings us to the topic at hand:
Elementals who have entered the human world as what we’re calling
“hybrids”.

You might wonder why
Elementals would want to do such a thing?

We wouldn’t—if humans
took better care of OUR environment—but they don’t. As the areas on
Earth where we can live are shrinking, many of us thought that, as
humans, we could develop our free will to become full creators to
help the Earth by saving the environment, as well as bringing more
beauty and joy into the human world. After all, we have always been
way ahead of humans in the creative arts—painting, dance, theatre,
etc.

That’s not to say that
Elementals are able to bring one hundred percent of themselves into
the human world. Even our old ones were only able to retain about
twenty to twenty-five percent of their Elemental heritage. That’s
because humans have such strong egos that Elementals wouldn’t be
able to cope and could easily lose themselves in humanity. As such,
only the strongest—usually the eldest—received permission by the
Karmic Boards of the Elementals and Humans to enter human
evolution.

That’s the way it is
with hybrids generally speaking. Angel hybrids, for example, are
only a small percent Angel with the greatest percentage remaining
human.

All this hybrid
incarnating has been going on for a few thousand years, but more so
in the last five hundred years until Elementals found the way to
stay in our own world while working with humans—which is the work
me and Tanis are doing now.

I’d like to point out,
and this is important, that even as I remain in my Elemental world,
working with a human has changed me … and it’s changed Tanis as
well. That’s because we become who we associate with. It’s the
power of thought that makes us who and what we are.

And that’s exactly how
hybrids are determined by the Karmic Boards. The Great Ones who
oversee our evolution can hear, see, and know what Spirit wants,
and they then think what Spirit wants into form.

Elementals do this and
humans do this; but unless the humans are spiritual masters, they
don’t have the rightness of it the way Elementals do. You humans
never have been good listeners of the Divine Plan. Instead you have
thought up a world with polluted water and air, violence and
what-not, but I’d better not go down that track. You humans are not
too good at facing yourselves in the mirror!

So now I’ll turn this
back to me favorite writing partner, Tanis, who will guide you
through all the scientific, historical, and mythical information
about hybrids (according to humans, that is). Then I’ll step back
in to provide my up-close perspective and fill in anything she may
have missed.

​ The Case for Hybrids

It
is an accepted fact that humans and all life on Earth
evolved over millennia from chemical compounds on a gaseous planet.
Although we accept this fact intellectually, most of us have no
emotional connection to it. It is not part of our experiential
reality and, because of this, our life is based on an altogether
different belief system. That is: All humans are basically the same
and the only ways we differ are in race, culture, gender, skin and
hair color, height, and weight.

This view of a
human being prevails, even though science has proven that all
humans are ninety-nine percent ether—not the physical matter we
erroneously see ourselves as.

If we cannot
see the basic facts of reality, how can we hope to perceive the
complexity and variations of being human?

The good news
is that most scientists now accept a relatively new principle:
Thoughts can change the result of their experiments and might even
deny the validity of the results, if the results do not tally with
their belief systems.

Example: In
1992, in Naturwissenschaften 79:358 German scientist Svetla
Balabanova and two colleagues reported findings of cocaine,
hashish, and nicotine in Egyptian mummies dating from 1070 BCE to
395 AD. They were denounced by many of their colleagues who said
that it was impossible, and that someone must have put it there
because tobacco came from the New World and was only discovered by
Columbus in the early sixteenth century. Recent investigation has
re-established the credibility of their findings.

We also now
know there has been communication between North America, Europe,
and Asia for thousands of years. An early stone-age tool called the
Clovis Point, used by the ancestors of the Lascaux caves about
thirty thousand years ago, has recently been found in North
America. The Ojibwa people, who live around the Great Lakes in
North America, have an unusual mitochondrial DNA found in Europe
over fifteen thousand years ago.

It takes
courage to go against prevailing opinion but, like the German
scientist, we must or we will never learn the truth about our
existence on Earth.

I learned this
early in life. In my first book, Decoding Your Destiny,
published in 1988, I stated that Atlanteans built the Sphinx around
10,000 BCE. At that time, it was accepted by archeologists that the
Sphinx was less than half that age, and it was emotionally
difficult for me to assert something that contradicted “experts”.
Since then, American geologist Robert Schoch did a computer
analysis showing that the Sphinx is between ten thousand and
fifteen thousand years old—and eroded by water—which tallies with
my premise that it was damaged with the sinking of Atlantis.

We’re at a
wonderful time on Earth—when our preconceptions of our entire
history are being re-examined. We have been taught to believe that
all humans evolved from the apes and, even though archeologists
have not yet found the “missing link”, they are convinced a skull
will be discovered to prove their theory. Funnily, the more skulls
archeologists discover, the more they change their earlier
opinions—but they cling to each opinion as solid and correct at the
time.

Biologists
aren’t having an easy time understanding what a human is either.
They have only been able to decode the purpose of three to five
percent of our DNA; the remainder of the DNA they term “junk DNA”,
which means “ignore it—it’s not important”. When they learn more, I
believe 1) they will discover we’re not all one hundred percent
human, or 2) change their view of what human is.

Do we see
anywhere in nature where this has happened?

The answer is
“Of course!”

The most
obvious observation is that all beings on the Earth—including
plants, animals, humans, stones, fish, birds, totally distinct
species of beings of absolutely all life—evolved from the same
chemical stew billions of years ago. Isn’t it amazing that this
happened, but humanity didn’t do it? This evolution happened before
we could even dream of creating such forms of life. Obviously,
there is a Plan that continues to unfold without us.

Nature working
with this Divine Plan continues to evolve many types of hybrids—not
just one animal, one plant, one kind of human being. And this is
happening today—not just in the past.

Where I live
in Canada, we have two kinds of bears who have created a hybrid
offspring. As the northern ice started to melt due to global
warming, the polar bear’s habitat decreased and their numbers began
to decline rapidly, with the increasing possibility of their
extinction. Simultaneously, because of the decrease in ice, the
grizzly bear moved further north into the territory of the polar
bear. The two species mated and have produced fertile offspring.
Could this be nature ensuring that the best of the polar bear gets
transferred to the new environment it will need to survive?

Here is
another example of how nature has created a fertile hybrid. Many
species of dolphins are known to interbreed in the wild and produce
fertile offspring. Risso’s Dolphin and the Bottlenose Dolphin have
done this, but the best known is a fertile hybrid from a False
Killer Whale and Bottlenose Dolphin—called the Wolphin.

In human
history, we know now that Neanderthal and early modern humans mated and
created fertile hybrids. If Spirit is continually working through
nature creating hybrid animals, as it appears to be doing, could
Spirit also be working through humanity to develop many different
hybrids? I believe the answer is a resounding “Yes”.

I’d like to
add one more thought when considering the possibility of various
hybrids. Well-respected researchers think that artificial
intelligence is developing so fast that humans and machines
(artificial intelligence) will merge within the next forty to fifty
years. People favoring this premise call themselves
“transhumanists” and the result is called a
human-machine-hybrid.

Cyborgs, as
they are known in some science fiction books and movies, are moving
ever closer to more sophisticated realization. For instance,
inventions that link brain cells by means of microchips have
already been made. These coming developments show how serious the
hybrid issue is.

This book does
not deal with the topic of human-machine-hybrids. However, I
believe that in our near future we will have to deal with this
essential question: What is human? Dealing with this question now
in the context of intelligent hybrids who exist within the human
race will help us approach the topic of human-machine hybrids in
the future. Hopefully it will also allow hybrids who are already
here to accept their uniqueness with more ease.

Accepting
these possibilities will set us on a path to deeper understanding
of our differences and the gifts each of us can offer to the world.
It turns our world from black and white to a multitude of rich
colors as we discover our talents, weaknesses, reasons for living,
and how to co-create together on this wonderful planet.

So let’s
journey beyond the superficiality of skin and hair color and delve
more deeply into our inner being to see what we can learn. Let’s
talk to individuals who believe they are a hybrid and hear what
they have to say. Perhaps you, too, will discover that you are a
hybrid.

Let the
journey begin.


​ How Hybrids Are Created
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We
humans have been creating hybrids for a long time. We
crossed a peach and a plum and the result was a delicious
nectarine, which is fertile and can produce fruit for many years.
However, not all of our creations are in keeping with Divine
Law.

Some hybrids
are not positive in the long term; this is especially evident today
concerning seeds. Monsanto and DuPont created sterile hybrid seeds
to sell to farmers. Sterile seeds may result in higher yields for a
year, but farmers, especially in poor countries, cannot afford to
buy more sterile seeds every year. Ancient seeds are well adapted
to the environment in which they are grown, and if they are lost to
our common seed bank, we will become more susceptible to plague and
worldwide famine

Some hybrid
plants apparently cause disease in humans. This is probable with
the wheat we consume in the western world. Celiac disease,
diabetes, arthritis, heart disease, and a host of other maladies
appear related to wheat, which has undergone several profit-driven
modifications over the last few hundred years.

Humans have
also created hybrid animals, such as the mule, a sterile cross
between a horse and donkey, to have the benefits of both parent
animals. Some of these animal crosses are positive and in
accordance with Divine Law, whereas some are not. The pig was
created in Atlantis by crossing an animal with a primitive human.
Jews, Muslims, and Hindus might have forgotten the reason for their
taboo against eating pork, but it was considered to be a kind of
cannibalism. Pork sits in the digestive track and rots quickly. The
human body cannot differentiate between itself and the pork, so it
does not digest properly.

Pigskin is
used in skin grafts for humans and pig heart valves are used in
human heart operations. People in survival situations who have had
to eat human flesh state that it tastes like pork, and some
primitive cannibalistic cultures have referred to human flesh as
“long pig”.

We are able to
physically create hybrids and the more we learn about various
genes, the more technically skilled we become. Are humans equally
skilled at knowing how to create hybrids according to the spiritual
laws of the Divine Plan? A person would need to be an enlightened
being to know these spiritual laws and have the wisdom to apply
them. How many of us qualify?

The good news
is that humans, as a race, are rising in consciousness and are
beginning to value the qualities that lead to enlightenment. As we
purify our thoughts and emotions to acquire, as the Buddhists say,
“right motivation for our actions”, we raise our frequency and
realize when our actions are not in accordance with Spirit. It then
becomes offensive to us to engage in these actions.

We are
evolving from animal man to true human. Animal man is concerned
only with the physical and how to conquer nature, whereas
enlightened man is motivated to co-create with nature according to
spiritual laws. As we evolve into enlightened beings, it is my
premise that we will discover that, not only plants and animals on
this planet are hybrids, but there are human hybrids as well.

Human
folklore, myths, and religions around the world discuss the
existence of intelligent non-human beings who are interacting with
humans. This could be Angels, Birds, Giants, and Dragons and each
of these types is found in many unrelated cultures. These beings
are often referred to as gods with special and unique powers that
humans do not have. In our myths, such as those of the Olympian
gods of Greece, these beings bred with humans to create fertile
hybrids, who have semi-divine powers and strengths. Even in
contemporary religions like Christianity, the Virgin Mary is
believed to have been impregnated by the Holy Spirit to create
Jesus the Christ, a semi-divine being.

Spirit is
continually creating hybrids in our natural world, as demonstrated
by the previously mentioned examples. Great beings, existing in
higher dimensions than our physical reality, work with spiritual
laws to create the diversity of hybrids existing on our planet.
They do this through the power of thought. As shown by quantum
physics, we know our thoughts create our reality. If we humans, in
our virtual infancy in the Universe, can understand this theory and
learn how to practice it—by healing ourselves and others through
prayer and by manifesting what we desire—then just imagine the
tremendous creative power of the great beings overseeing our
evolution? What we think of as miracles today will be talents we
all possess when we become enlightened.

The creation
of a human hybrid requires two things working simultaneously: our
physical and spiritual ancestry. Each of us has a “body elemental”
that builds our physical, emotional, and mental bodies at the time
of conception when the egg and the sperm meet. Working under the
guidance of the Karmic Board (great spiritual beings who oversee
our evolution), it incorporates the exact parts of our individual
ancestries into our unique body vessel that gives us the ability to
accomplish our soul’s purpose in this life.

The same body
elemental that builds the body in this lifetime has built the body
in all lifetimes. It knows all of our past, our present history,
and even our future potential. The body elemental knows our
physical ancestry as it relates to genes inherited from our parents
and ancestors. It also knows our spiritual ancestry: who we were in
past lives, as well as the countries and races wherein we have
roots.

Our spiritual
and physical ancestry are mixed in our blood. Our real essence—who
we really are, not just genetically, but spiritually—is found in
our blood. Scientists have not yet discovered this because their
measurements do not take into account the etheric essence of the
blood. Although they may have forgotten the real reason, this is
the spiritual reason behind religions that ban blood transfusions.
It is well-documented that individuals who received a heart
transplant often develop new interests and dietary cravings that
were characteristic of their heart donor. For example, a vegetarian
cannot wait to eat a hamburger after the procedure. Investigation
reveals that the heart came from a young man who loved
hamburgers.

To enter human
evolution as a hybrid, all beings must request permission from both
the Karmic Board of Humans and that of his or her origin. There are
different requirements of individuals from each of these ancestors
of today’s hybrids.

When an
Elemental, for example, applies to enter human evolution, the
Karmic Board makes certain the being is strong enough to withstand
the human will. In the Elemental’s first human life, the hybrid
might only be allowed ten percent of his/her ancestry, whereas by
the tenth lifetime, the individual might be strong enough to bring
in twenty percent of the ancestry. So the longer a hybrid has been
in human evolution, the more that individual realizes his/her own
uniqueness. At the same time, he/she is better able to function in
the human world, and having learned human laws, often wishes to
investigate his/her original heritage.

One of the
primary reasons for this book is to assist these individuals.

Within one
family, there may be several kinds of hybrids. The mother might be
an Angel hybrid, while the father is an Elf hybrid. They breed and
create a fertile offspring, who might spiritually inherit either or
both of the parents’ origins, or be entirely different. Siblings
could be different types of hybrids as well.

An individual
may have received permission to enter human evolution through these
specific parents because they all have a karmic connection that can
resolve itself better if they are members of the same family. So as
not to be confusing, each of the twenty-two hybrid species will be
dealt with as unique later in the book.

You might be
wondering if you could be more than one hybrid and the answer is a
“conditional yes”. It depends on the category of hybrid. If you are
originally from another star system (see Section Three), it is
possible that you have entered more than one race on Earth to
experience and help each of those races.

For example:
The Pleiadians have been involved in the evolutions of the Green
Race, Dolphins, and Whales. Therefore, it is possible to be
originally from the Pleiades and feel this star is your
origin—while feeling simultaneously that you are a Merperson,
Dolphin, or Whale hybrid. Or if your parents are from two different
hybrid evolutions, you might identify with both of their hybrid
types because you inherited the physical genes of both parents.
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
