INTRODUCTION:

Living in the world of business and work these days is a challenge at the

best of times. Living our character “In Christ” may not readily be received

by the business world at large. Primarily because it works counter to

everything they know and operate by.

The truth serves a purpose only to the level that people want to deal with

honest people. So, honesty equals business and good business equals

money. God’s truth may not be everyone’s truth.

Where the tables turn; however, is when truth will actually hurt the business

and a hurt business equals lack of money. Then the truth must be

manipulated and adjusted to maintain a good business. Hence, we are

dealing with two “Truths” today. One truth is adjustable and adaptable

depending on what is convenient for the business, but God’s truth is not.

POINT 1: WHEN THE WORLD MEETS GOD’S TRUTH:


	Living “In Christ” in our business will at times be a test for us. A temptation to adjust the truth to meet our ends is as good as a lie. God only honors truth and if a lie is involved at any level God removes His hand and we are on our own.

	For those living “In Christ” we carry God’s truth into our businesses




whatever they are. We bring the standard higher to where lies are lies and untruths or manipulations of the truth are lies as well. 




	We are not into winning popularity contests because it will be those individuals that are into lying that will not be voting for us.

	This study does not intend to polarize us against them but just bring a




higher standard into our workplaces and our businesses.

POINT 2: WHEN OUR OLD NATURE DIES TO THE LIES:


	We innately hate it when someone lies to us. Many marriages have broken up over lies. 

	God created us in His image and in His image, He hates lies.

	The devil is a liar and the father of lies when we lie we take after the devil and his nature not God’s. 

	For those now living “In Christ” lies were a part of our old nature but no longer belong to our new nature. 

	We now are vessels of truth.

	We are no longer fighting to be a truthful individual, but our fight is one to maintain truth because it is a very part of our nature now “In Christ”.

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It is the upright and those that do righteous works and those that speak

truth from their hearts. It’s those that do not join in on roasting a co-

worker or staff room gossip sessions. They don’t do evil to their neighbor or

stab a friend in the back. That’s who gets to go into the Lord’s tabernacle

those people. For those now living “In Christ” we are not imitators of what we see around us for the purpose of being accepted by the group at large. 

POINT 3: WHEN OUR NEW NATURE RISES TO THE OCCASION:


	We are standard setters and bar raisers. If we were to be on a ship, we would be the Captain.

	Bending to peer pressure is for them still trying to find their identity through the reflection of what others define them as. That is so far beneath those now living “In Christ”.


	Jesus was not afraid of speaking truth for fear of offending the




powers that be. Quite the opposite and that same Jesus lives in us.




	Do we think He will be silent now when lies meet up with truth?

	The world’s truth is not necessarily our truth. Even the definition of their truth can be massaged to fit their criteria. Be not easily convinced that when someone speaks the truth it is the same truth we now live by.

	Someone’s personal truth can be truth to them alone but an outright lie or deception to another. We must now as those living “In Christ” learn His truth and operate in all His ways.
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
