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Introduction: Jews and Christians should walk hand in hand
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My learning style is to write about what I learn. To help me comprehend the concepts more fully, I create mind pictures utilizing images I construct using PowerPoint and Paint.
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On the day I wrote about the Roman soldiers piercing Jesus’ side instead of breaking His bones, I realized something startling and a little alarming. Read on to see what I discovered.

FYI: After outlining each event of the Crucifixion in consecutive order, I was set free to write each chapter based on my current questions requiring answers. Then, I would plug them into the appropriate spot. In other words, I did not write this book chronologically. 

Another FYI: I often skimmed the ‘begat’ verses when reading the Bible. I also allowed my eyes to gloss over some Jewish terminology that was beyond my understanding. For example, I had a rudimentary understanding of the Passover Seder but had no background knowledge about Jewish holidays such as the Feast of Unleavened Bread.

In writing this book about the Crucifixion and Resurrection of our Lord, I analyzed every word and sentence of the Gospels. Suddenly, I found myself feeling defrauded. It was like learning to read and realizing your teacher forgot to teach you some necessary alphabet letters. How could I fully comprehend the richness and depth of the Holy Bible if no one exposed me to the concepts our Jewish brothers and sisters grew up knowing? Like a little kid deprived of a treat, I wanted to complain, “No fair!”
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Jews and Gentiles should be like blood brothers (and sisters) instead of being at odds. When you think about it, we actually have blood relations. Jesus was a Jew with Jewish blood. He also had Divine Blood running through His veins. 
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When Gentiles became Christians, we did this by taking some necessary steps. First, we accepted Jesus Christ of Nazareth as our Lord and Savior. We also sincerely believed that He, the Messiah, shed His Holy Blood to save all of us who sinned (which is every human on the planet: Past, present, and future). As a result, we were and are grafted onto the 'Jesus-vine.’ The leaves on this vine are made up of Messianic Jews and Saved Gentiles.

Similar to the ocean, filled with trillions of drops of water, there is no way of defining whether one water drop originated in this country or that country. Those water drops combined to make one body of water. In the same way, Jesus is our Head. Messianic Jews and Saved Christians comprise the Body of Christ. We are all part of one body. The goal is that all Jews will accept Jesus as the Messiah, and the rest of the Gentiles worldwide will become Saved Christians. 

As a result, no one will have to spend their Eternity in the Lake of Fire. That is part of why I am working night and day (I am a night owl - LOL!), writing this book, all for the glory of God. 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Chapter 1: Authors of the Four Gospels and Remez Hidden Messages
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The story of Jesus is fully described in the four (4) Gospel books in the Holy Bible: Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John.

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Gospels: Matthew, Mark, Luke, & John.
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“The gospels of Matthew, Mark, and Luke are referred to as the SYNOPTIC GOSPELS because they include many of the same stories, often in a similar sequence and in similar or sometimes identical wording.”
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Did you know the Gospel of Matthew was written by Jesus’ disciple, Matthew, a former tax collector?
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“Matthew's gospel is clearly written for a Jewish Christian audience living within the immediate proximity of the homeland itself. Matthew's is the most Jewish of all the gospels.”
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Did you know Peter’s student, John Mark, filled the Gospel of Mark with all Peter’s memories of Jesus?
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“Mark’s gospel The Gospel of Mark was written in Greek, for a Gentile audience, and probably in Rome, although Galilee, Antioch (third-largest city in the Roman Empire, located in northern Syria), and southern Syria have also been suggested.”  
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Did you know it was Paul’s companion, a physician named Luke, who wrote the Gospel of Luke? He also was the author of some of the chapters in the Book of Acts of the Apostles.
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“Luke's gospel is clearly written more for a Gentile audience. Luke is traditionally thought of as one of Paul's traveling companions and it's certainly the case that the author of Luke was from those Greek cities in which Paul had worked.”
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“John's gospel is different from the other three in the New Testament. That fact has been recognized since the early church itself. Already by the year 200, John's gospel was called the SPIRITUAL GOSPEL precisely because it told the story of Jesus in symbolic ways that differ sharply at times from the other three.”
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Did you know the Gospel of John was written by John, the Disciple who Jesus loved?
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“It will be argued that John did not only focus on a specific group of people, but had a wide variety of people (i.e., Jews, Hellenists, Samaritans) in mind, which leads to the conclusion that the Fourth Gospel was written with both evangelistic and didactic aims.”
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Many times, the Books of Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John, would reference Old Testament prophecies about Jesus. 
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What is the remez method of teaching?

“The great teachers (rabbis) during Jesus' day used a technique that was later called remez.

In their teaching, they would use part of a Scripture passage in a discussion, assuming that their audience's knowledge of the Bible would allow them to deduce for themselves the fuller meaning of the teaching.” – GOOGLE QUOTE

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For example, it was King David who first spoke some of the phrases Jesus repeated on the Cross. In that manner, Jesus further confirmed that He was the true Messiah. 

In addition, when Jesus spoke from the Cross, He knew full well that the words He stated would remind the Jewish people of words they grew up hearing from their Torah (i.e., part of the Old Testament). In that manner, he in His role as Rabbi or Teacher, even from the Cross.
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
