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Chunk Your Time

Here’s a productivity hack that saved my sanity when I was drowning in a thousand little tasks screaming for attention every day. It’s called time blocking, and it completely changed how I manage my day and get things done.

What is time blocking? It’s a simple but effective method where you break your day into dedicated blocks of time and assign specific tasks or types of work to each block. This way, instead of constantly switching between tasks, you give your full focus to one thing at a time.

How does it work? Here’s an example schedule:

9 a.m. to 10 a.m.: Respond to emails and clear your inbox.

10 a.m. to 12 p.m.: Dive into client work or tackle big, high-priority projects.

1 p.m. to 2 p.m.: Handle admin tasks like invoicing, scheduling, or placing orders.

2 p.m. to 3 p.m.: Team meetings or collaboration sessions.

3 p.m. to 4 p.m.: Finish leftover tasks or catch up on reading/research.

Why does it work? Every time you jump between tasks, your brain wastes energy trying to “reset” its focus, which causes mental fatigue. By dedicating specific blocks of time to specific tasks, you minimize distractions, stay in the zone longer, and get more done in less time. It also helps reduce that overwhelming feeling of being pulled in a dozen directions at once because you know you’ll handle each task at its designated time.

It’s not just about productivity—it’s about peace of mind. With time blocking, you can take control of your day, make steady progress on important work, and even carve out time for breaks or self-care. If you often feel scattered or like your to-do list never ends, give time blocking a try. It might just save your sanity too!
