From the rocky jetties of Maine to the broad beaches of the Carolinas, fishing the Atlantic Coast is more than a pastime—it’s a way of life. For generations, local anglers, surf casters, pier regulars, and party boat crews have worked these waters with a mix of tradition, instinct, and tide-watching know-how. This coastline, shaped by centuries of shifting sandbars and storm seasons, offers a diverse, ever-changing opportunity to catch fish that move with the moon and the salt.

What makes the Atlantic special is its structure. Natural rips, jetties, inlets, and troughs create predictable ambush zones for predators. Combine that with bait migrations—menhaden, eels, squid, sandworms—and you’ve got a pattern-driven fishery. Chapter 1: Striped Bass — The Icon of the Atlantic

No fish defines the Atlantic coast quite like the striped bass. From the boulder-strewn surf of Rhode Island to the inlets of the Outer Banks, stripers are the backbone of saltwater sport fishing in the Northeast and Mid-Atlantic. They’re strong, smart, tidal-driven, and as migratory as the baitfish they chase. Whether you’re chunking bunker, tossing topwater plugs into a pre-dawn rip, or drifting live eels under a moonlit bridge, stripers reward timing, precision, and a little obsession.
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Migration: The Spring Run and Fall Return

Striped bass are highly migratory. The majority of the population winters in the mid-Atlantic (Chesapeake Bay, Delaware Bay), then moves north in spring to spawn and feed—often reaching New England by late May. As fall sets in, they reverse course, feeding heavily as they push back down the coast.

Key timing:

Spring (April–June): Fish migrate north. Best action in NJ, NY, RI, and MA as water hits 50–60°F.

Summer (July–August): Stripers go deeper or night-only. Resident fish stay near estuaries.

Fall (September–November): Peak migration south. Blitzes, bunker runs, and inlet chaos.

Winter (December–February): Very limited action—mostly in the deeper mid-Atlantic bays.

Look for bait movement—herring in spring, peanut bunker and adult menhaden in fall. Where the bait goes, the bass follow.





Surfcasting, Plugs, and Live Eels

Surfcasting the Striper Way
From sandy beaches to boulder-strewn points, the surf is where legends are made. Use long rods (9–11 ft), braided line, and cast past the white water into the troughs and rips where fish patrol.
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
