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Five Warnings:

1) This book shows that the Quran, 1400 years ago, has produced such a miracle in the field of human rights, other universal values and religious literature that even today, there is no book like it anywhere.

2) Yes, weak hadith narrations and sectarian understandings have become such a curtain for the Quran that, just as the Quran is untouched in many matters; matter of these People of the Book are also untouched.

3) And since the Quran was not understood on this subject, even many religious scholars and Muslim leaders did not see the People of the Book as having equal rights with Muslims in social life and as people of salvation. They called them people of Hell.

4) And because of this point, all dialogue and alliance attempts have always been political and hypocritical. Except for the attempts of some Sufis and spiritual leaders...

5) No one should compare the scientific and religious information in this book with the political and project studies carried out by Fethullah Gulen and other states, especially the Turkish Republic, which were not based on any religious text. The Relationship of the Quran with the People of the Book (Religious Non- Muslims)


A month ago, I published the concept of jihad, which Islam waged against atheists and pagans, along with its attachments. One of our sisters from America said, “Sir, Islam’s relationship with the People of the Book is also a problem. Could you please explain that as well.” I said later, but the miraculous statement of the Quran on this subject made me hurry. Here:

In the days close to Muhammad’s death, he left one and only principle for Muslims not to go astray: “If you hold on to the Quran and my Ahl al-Bayt1, you will never go astray,” he said. Because there were enough verses and principles in the Quran. Ahl al-Bayt also had a sound understanding and practice of those principles. Because Ahl al-Bayt was involved, and they were the real heirs of the religion.

But forty years after Muhammad’s death; his eternal enemies, the Umayyads, who pretended to be Muslims out of necessity, made a counter-revolution. They took the job from the Ahl al-Bayt and subjected them to massacre and exile. (These are fixed historically.)

Soon, they changed the will from “I leave you the Quran and my Ahl al-Bayt” to “I leave you my Quran and Sunnah”. The concept of circumcision, which means breakthrough and practice, has come down to us as much as the Umayyads allowed and many of them are contradictory; they turned it into hadith narrations that included the algebra and anthropomorphism of the Umayyads. And unfortunately, those who knew the real breakthroughs and practices were silenced, killed or poisoned.

The Ahl al-Hadith, who are the narrators of these reports, historically criticized prominent figures such as the Imams of the Ahl al-Bayt and the Great Jurist Imams like Abu Hanifa, burdening them with allegations, as well as accusing Imam Ash’ari and Imam Maturidi of deviance, despite their reliance on the Qur’an, reason, knowledge, and interpretation. Finally, it turned into Wahhabism, then it turned into ISIS and Al-Qaeda. They say that Hadith removes the rule of the Quran. They declare takfir2 of anyone who bases interpretation, reason and science.

THUS HZ. MUHAMMAD’S MESSAGE WAS LOST IN MANY THINGS.

One of these topics is the Quran’s understanding of Jihad, and the other is the Quran’s Relationship with the People of the Book. We will write seven notes on this subject based on the Quran in this article. We will leave the rest to other related articles.

1) Hadith scholars excluded the Universality of Religion. They denied that the People of the Book could also be the people of salvation. However, the Quran says:

“Whoever believes in Allah and the afterlife and does good deeds, whether Muslim, Jew, Christian or Sabian, he is the person of salvation, there will be neither fear nor sorrow for him.” (Baqara, 62)

There are many other verses on this subject.

2) Most of the People of the Book are also partners in this crime of Muslims. They also transformed religion into culture and nationalism. They do not accept any religious tradition other than their own, especially the Jews. (Baqara, 120)

3) Another issue in which today’s Muslims and the People of the Book misunderstand religion is this: “Because we are people of faith, they say that even if we commit sins, we will stay in hell for a few days.” No, everyone who commits evil and whose sins surround him will remain in hell forever.” (Baqara, 80)

The wrong belief on this subject was passed down to Muslims from the hadiths. Otherwise, the Quran says: “Those who do not believe or whose faith does not prevent themselves from sins will go to eternal hell.” says. (An’am, 158)

4) One thing that the Quran demands from the People of the Book is that they do not worship ancestors. Your ancestors were a passing nation, their gain is for them, your gain is for you, you are not responsible for them, he says. (Baqara, 134)

Unfortunately, both Muslims and other religious traditions are on the wrong track on this issue. Religion is almost becoming an element of reactionism. Yes, all religious people prefer the understanding of their ancestors to religion, to more accurate and newly known scientific facts. They are losing to European science and knowledge. However, religious understanding can make sciences a spirit and an element that adds explanation and meaning. Worst of all, they see their ancestors, scholars and priests as having authority in making halal and haram. “Let us not take each other as gods apart from Allah!” They oppose the verse (Al-i Imran, 64). They forget the eternity of Allah.

5) One thing that the Quran asks from the People of the Book is “not to discriminate between the prophets. Meanwhile, to accept the prophethood of Muhammad... In other words, not to discriminate...

In other words, knowing the universality of religion. (Baqara, 136; Maida, 19)

If the People of the Book solve this issue, they can freely remain in their own religion, and everyone will be responsible for their own book. Because the Quran confirms the Torah and the Bible. He does not criticize them; if Jews deny the enlightening guidance of the Torah, they become infidels, and if they do not follow its laws, they become oppressors. (Maidah, 44 and 45) Christians should act according to the Bible... If they do not act, they will become sinners. (Maide, 47) Because the Bible is morality. Let religious traditions compete in good deeds without excluding each other. The Quran, as a balanced book, supports this positive race. (Maide, 48) (For the details of this subject, read Maide, 44 to 48 in detail in the article titled Common Points of Religions.)

Yes, those who do not know the diamond in their opponent’s hand do not know the value of the diamond in their own hand. He sells it for glass value. The Quran excludes such people in five or ten places as “those who are unbelievers from the People of the Book...” He declares them destined for hell. (Surat al-Bayyina.) Because religion is universal and tells eternal truths, such as the existence of Allah. Unfortunately, Muslims, like the majority of the People of the Book, do not know this universality of religion. They exclude other monotheistic religions, except for the wise Sufis.

When I had a Risale follower notable read the commentaries I had written on the Torah and the Bible, he confessed as follows:

“Al-hamdu lillah, I believe that the Quran “…. I have now understood the verse “Muslims believe in the Prophets and the books and do not discriminate between them” and my faith has become complete.

Another Risale follower told a loyal friend of mine, “I don’t like Bahaeddin brother’s book, which is based on the Bible, but it broke my religious nationalism.”

6) The Quran does not blame all the People of the Book. He also shows them as a guide and example. In two places, “Ask the people of dhikr (people of revelation), O Muhammad; If you have doubts about what has been revealed to you,” (10/94) says.

And the Quran says: “The People of the Book are not all the same. There is a community among them; They read the verses of Allah by standing and prostrating throughout the night. They truly believe in Allah and the afterlife. They command goodness and forbid evil. And they compete in useful works. They are among the righteous. Their good deeds will not be denied. Allah knows best who protects himself (has piety).” (Al-i Imran, 113-115)

7) The Quran does not prohibit the People of the Book from entering Mecca and Medina. In the Surah At-Tawbah, it only banned idolaters; And that’s just to enter the Harem...

Unfortunately, this prohibition has become an innovation introduced into Islam by the Ahl al-Hadith. It’s not the Quran, it’s the ban; Muslims and the People of the Book make the Hajj obligatory for all people and command the People of the Book to come and cooperate with the Muslims. (Al-i Imran, 97) In the Age of Bliss, around the time of Muhammad’s death, the People of the Book were coming to Mecca and Medina. As a matter of fact, when the Christians of Najran came to Medina, Hz. Muhammad opened his Masjid to them, and those Christians worshiped there.

ONE LAST NOTE: 

Throughout history, the Ahl al-Bayt and the great Sufi mentors have correctly understood this subject of the Qur’an, the People of the Book... However, they have not left any exoteric scholars and sultans who exclude reason and interpretation and rely on narrations whose origins are not fully known. (An important doctoral thesis has been prepared on this subject. I recommend that you apply. It has been published on academia.edu.) Based on the Quran, reason and science, Bediuzzaman goes further and says the following in his Kastamonu and Emirdag Letters:

“Muslims and Spiritual Christians will work shoulder to shoulder and eliminate the scourge of materialism and immorality that scorches humanity like cholera.” “The Mahdi, who will represent the Islamic world, will leave World Politics to devout Christians.”

Because Muslims will not be able to establish a balance between sciences, religion and politics. And because the power will be in the Christian world on that day.

Bediuzzaman even considers the people of the school to be the People of the Book in the 25th Word... Yes, everyone who knows the unity and order of the universe, lives according to universal law and pays attention to hygiene is the People of the Book, and their life is guaranteed.

The problem of the Trinity: If it is not in terms of flesh and blood as the common people understand it; considering Jesus’ warning to Peter (Matthew, 16); As verse 171 of Nisa explains; Jesus is the word of God and a spirit from him, nothing would happen if his understanding was the basis. It would be like Muslims’ belief in the attributes of Allah.

Details will come in the articles; There are more verses, but there is no space. But I forgot two things. I must write them here.

A) Not to take the People of the Book as friends (Maidah, 50). When we consider this verse together with Al-Maidah 48 and 49, the following universal message emerges:

“O Believers (Muslims)! It means “Do not take as friends the Jews and Christians who do not know the universality of religion (Maidah, 48) and who prefer the pagans, the period of ignorance, and today the atheists over you Muslims (Maidah, 49)”. Otherwise, throughout history, Muslims have always had friends from the People of the Book.

B) Jizya Issue: This is not about the People of the Book who truly believe and live their faith.

The verse is as follows: (Unfortunately, this has also been distorted in history.)

“Fight those who do not believe in Allah and the afterlife, those who violate what Allah and His Prophet forbade, those who do not follow a heavenly tradition, those who are People of the Book (in name), until they pay the jizya in humiliation.” (Tevbe, 29)

Yes, jizya has never been collected from religious People of the Book, such as priests, in history. But the generalization of jizya was wrong. In the end times, There is a rumor that when Jesus (pbuh) comes, he will abolish the jizya. Because on that day, when Muslims and the People of the Book come, that is, when Christianity is understood and lived with the meanings in the Bible, that is, when they get rid of formalist shariaism, they will learn the universality and true meanings of religion correctly. For example:

Islam is the name of all heavenly religions; it is the religion of all prophets who believe in one God. It means not distinguishing between them. It means surrendering to God. (Al-i Imran, 84) Allah does not accept other human beliefs other than this religion in the afterlife. (Al-i Imran, 85) All prophets who acted in accordance with the Torah were Muslims. (Maide, 44) The first Muslim was Abraham. (Hajj, 78) The truths (main principles) explained by the Quran have been dominant in the human world for seven thousand years. (Barla Lahika, Book of Risale-i Nur)

And for example, it will be understood that the Trinity is the expression of the unity of Spirit, Soul and Body in man, and the unity of God, Spirit and Universe in the eternal Being; it will be known as a fundamental principle for scientists who understand and explain the unity and infinity of existence. Rather than polytheism, true unity and monotheism will be expressed. Otherwise, the people of science will not understand the soul and will be materialists, and those who see the Existence as separate entities such as God, the Spiritual world and the Universe (matter) world will not understand eternity and will remain a kind of idolaters.


Main Common Points and Differences in Details among Religions

Since religion is identical with life and biology in terms of its source and nature, it is just like life. But their varieties and shapes are colorful and different; In other words, it takes different forms and shapes depending on the need, without losing anything of its essence.

Yes, religion and life are both unseen and metaphysical in origin. They contain infinity. But they take shape according to the possibilities and conditions of the narrow world. Existence, in its true sense, is only One. It manifests and takes shapes according to the capabilities of the environments and space. But these individual shapes can never fully represent the essence of that infinite being. Because one is infinite, the others are finite.

Let us immediately point out that despite all these varieties of both existence and religion, they all unite in five basic colors.

1- Holiness...

2- Based on Tawhid and unity...

3- Based on sincerity and otherworldliness...

4- To keep the order and law alive, which are the essence of existence...

5- Achieving development and happiness in this world and the hereafter...

When you examine all the heavenly books, you will see these five basic colors in all their verses and passages. And the word “religions” is not mentioned in any of the heavenly books. Only the word religion is used in the singular.

Yes, just as God is one, religion and life are also one. However, there may be diversity in sharia, methods, which are the forms of religion put into practice.

And this is a divine trigger for humanity to progress. What is really condemned is selfish behavior that has become nationalism, resulting from misunderstanding of religions. As verse 48 of Surah al-Maidah puts it, this diversity in sharia is a source of competition. That’s why there may be hostility between nations. But there can be no hostility between religions and especially heavenly books.

A clear proof of this is that in many verses of the Quran, while criticizing the wrong behavior of Jews and Christians, it encourages them to act in accordance with the Torah and the Bible. We will soon move on to the interpretation of such verses.

Yes, in the Quran, a society dominated by religion is compared to spring. People there are under the rain of revelation. Some people use their minds and become trees; some people listen to their souls and rot away. (See Surah Ar-Rum, verse 24) As in nature; This spring environment also has four main colors. In the Middle East environment, these are Judaism, Christianity, Zoroastrianism and Islam, respectively. Although the names of these truths are different in other continents of the world, their nature is the same.

Judaism means a formation in which the material structure of religion and sharia is dominant.

Christianity means a society where sincerity, spirituality, otherworldliness and spirituality dominate. Zoroastrianism means accepting both sides, but not being able to unite them due to lack of time and space.

Islam, as the word suggests, means uniting and reconciling these two extremes. However, it is literally stated in Al-Maidah 72 that Christians are closer to Muslims than Jews because they are based on the afterlife rather than this world. This means that there is no hostility towards the Jewish nation in such verses. And throughout history, Jews and Muslims have had very little hostility towards each other.

My brother Cemal Ussak asked me to write a book about common points between religions. In response, I said, “There are no separate points so that there remain common points.” But then I saw that he was right.

Because there are 15-20 verses on this subject in Surah Maide that are misunderstood. In this article, we will only try to interpret these verses and finish this article.

Let us immediately remind that; their principles of faith are the same, and their practices are nothing more than the ten commandments. But when things became institutionalized, when the Synagogue, the Church and the Mosque came into play as institutions, unjustified forms and formalities came into play...Like Jesus’ fierce response to the Pharisees on this matter; Muhammad also strongly opposed most of the Jews and some of the Christians.

To prevent these reform movements, which occurred according to time and place, from becoming a source of terrorism and anti-Semitism by their followers, we will interpret the verses on this subject in order. I refer the misunderstood points in the Bible to our book The Bible Through the Eyes of a Muslim.

Article 1: The Greatness of Common Faith...

Maide 5: It is halal for religious people to eat each other’s food and to marry each other. The link here is faith. “Whoever denies this supreme value of faith, all his deeds will be in vain, and he will be among the losers in the afterlife.”

In Al-Maidah 69, he explains the measure of this faith: “Whoever among Muslims, Jews, Sabians and Christians believes in Allah and the afterlife and does good deeds, there will be no fear for them, nor will they grieve.” (That is, they are from heaven and are friends of Allah.)3

Article 2: No Nation is Completely Cursed.

The relevant verses are Maide 78-81. and Maide 12-13. Let us immediately point out that while the concept of Beni Israel was a small-scale and first real example of Jews, it was later used to mean religious, civilized nations. This issue can be understood from many verses of the Quran and many chapters of the Torah. (See our book Torah Between Past and Future.)

Chapter 78: Those who disbelieved from Bani Israel (children of Israel) were cursed by the words of David and Isa Ibn Maryam. Because they were rebelling and getting horny.

There are 4-5 important clues in this verse: a) Not all of Israel is cursed. Only those who are unbelievers are. b) Why with the language of David and Jesus? Because David represents the religious state and the religious world. Jesus represents spirituality and otherworldliness. This means that when civilized, knowledgeable nations become unbelievers, they are deprived of both this world and the afterlife, that is, they are cursed. Curse literally means deprivation. c) In the narrow sense, Jews have been suffering for 2500 years because they did not fully listen to David (pbuh) in history, nor did they fully listen to the Prophet Jesus (Messiah, Son of Mary), not as a revelation and word, but as a human being. d) If a nation does not come under the command of a religious state and a mystical movement, it is doomed to rebel.

Verse 79: Even though the Jews saw with their own eyes the abominations being committed, they did not prevent each other. They were in a very disgusting situation.

Verse 80: They chose their rulers from among the atheists. And they were making friends with the atheists. That’s why they aspired to do things that would destroy the world. And they were attracting the wrath of Allah...

The word “tevelli” in the verse means choosing political authority.

Verse 81: If they had believed in Allah and the Prophet, they would not have chosen the unbelievers as their leaders, and they would not have been friends with the unbelievers.

Verse 82: Jews who are like this will be as hostile to Muslims as the atheists As for Christians - since spirituality and the papacy are essential - they will not fall into such a situation.

Verse 12: We received a promise from Bani Israel through revelation and chose 12 tribes -Nation, Sect- from them. They also deserve heaven for this service.

But the hearts of those who broke their words hardened and they tried to manipulate the meanings of their books. They did not learn their lesson and acted treacherously. However, (O messenger) forgive them and be gentle with them. Because Allah loves those who do good.”

Verse 14: (Meaning) Among Christians, there are those who claim to be Christians but have become Jews.

Verse 43: How can they choose you as a referee? However, the Torah is with them. God’s judgment is written in it. They still turn away from now on. These are never believers.

Verse 44: Surely, we have sent down the Torah. There is guidance and light in it. The prophets who converted to Islam used to judge the Jewish nation with it. The Rabbanids and the Jewish scholars used to make judgments based on the book of Allah as much as they could protect it - which they were obliged to protect completely. (We said in that book: O judges!) Do not fear people, fear only Me and do not sell Our verses at a cheap price. (And know that) whoever does not judge by the rules of Allah (that is, does not believe that those rules are revelation), they are the disbelievers.

Verse 45: And we wrote about the Jews in the Torah that; Life for life, eye for eye, nose for nose, ear for ear, tooth for tooth, and retaliation for injuries. Whoever forgives his rights, it is an atonement for his sins. So, whoever does not keep the commandments of Allah, they are the wrongdoers. 

Verse 46: We sent Jesus, son of Mary, after them, confirming the Torah in his hand. We gave him the Gospel, in which there is light and guidance, confirming the Torah before it, and a sermon and guidance for those who protect themselves.

Verse 47: Now let the people of the Bible judge by what Allah has revealed in the Bible. Whoever does not act on what He has revealed (in the Bible) and does not listen to its guidance, they are the sinners.

Verse 48: And We have sent down to you the Quran (the book), full of truth and truth, confirming and protecting the (celestial) books before you. So, judge between them by what Allah has revealed. Do not give up on the truth and truth that has come to you and follow their whims and desires. We have appointed a different law and path for each of you. If Allah wanted, He would make you a single nation. But (He created different nations) to test you in what He has given you. So, compete in goodness and good deeds. You will all return to Allah. He will inform you of the (truth) of the issues in which you differ.”

Verse 49: And judge between them by what Allah has revealed. Do not follow their desires and protect yourself from them lest they deter you from some of the rules that Allah has revealed to you. If they do not accept Allah’s commands and turn their backs, know that it is because Allah wants to inflict calamity on them because of their sins. Surely most of the people are sinners. (They do not obey divine laws.)

Verse 50: Or do they want the laws of Ignorance (and brutality)? However, who can make better decisions and laws than Allah for a people who search?

Verse 51: O believing Muslims! Do not take such Jews and Christians as friends. They are friends of each other. Whoever among you takes them as friends is also one of them. Surely, Allah does not guide a people who are unjust.

These nine verses and verses encourage Jews and Christians to act according to their books and condemn them for abandoning devout Muslims and collaborating with irreligious communists and polytheists. And it prohibits Muslims from cooperating and forming friendships with such people. You too can read the verses verbatim.

For now, let’s touch on the basic points between religions in order:

The First Stage is faith.

1- Faith in God

2- Belief in angels

3- Belief in revelation (holy books)

4- Belief in the afterlife

5- Belief in the necessity of following the prophets

6- Belief in destiny and submission

Second Stage Ten Commandments are all common values.

1- You will not have gods other than Allah.

2- You shall not make a carved idol for yourself.

3- You shall not mention the knowledge of Allah in vain.

4 - You will not do any work on Saturday.

5- You will respect your father and mother.

6- You will not kill people.

7- You shall not commit adultery.

8- You shall not steal.

9- You will not bear false witness.

10- You shall not covet anything of your neighbor.

Third Stage

1- All prophets experienced the ascension and became honored with Allah.

2- All religions are patriarchal. The savages who have no religion are matriarchal.

3- Creating divisions between religions is prohibited in all religions. There are many verses in the Bible and the Quran on this subject.

For the remaining points, I present to you an explanation of a saying of Muhammad, an article about verses related to Religious Concepts, and the introductions to the books I wrote about the Bible and the Torah. I think there will be enough explanation. There are sufficient answers to this issue to prevent conflict between Jews, Christians and Muslims.There is another point that I forgot: If the holy books are taken as basis, the differences between religions are no more than the differences between different sects of a religion. This brother of yours is ready to prove that all the details in the holy books and all the differences arising from the method in religions are miraculous information.


Some Religious Concepts

What pushes me to write about such a subject is the conceptual confusion in our society, perhaps in the world. This chaos is sometimes so harmful that it turns the ocean into a tiny lake. Sometimes it makes a boat of water a sea. Religious issues, in particular, are among the most misused concepts because they are based on literature from 1000-3000 years ago and because self-interest, worldliness and material lifestyle make everything a tool for themselves in this century.

Here, we will explain the correct meanings of these basic concepts used in various fields such as sociology and the inner world of humans, and the places where they are used incorrectly.

I always explained the positive aspects of the situation in my articles and conferences. If there was an article that I needed to criticize, it was the works and writings of my close circle of people who know my sincerity well. And it remained private.

1) Balance... In other words, justice. Yes, today it is understood more than ever that; religion, the physical world, and social and psychological fields are all cybernetics. Their existence and ability to exist is due to being mediocre and balanced, away from excess and deficiency.

This law has such a wide scope of application that other natural, religious and social laws must submit to it. If they do not submit, they will either become small and extinct or disappear from the stage of existence.

2) Religion... Etymologically and as a term, it means the order established based on a certain belief or right (truth). The word deyn, meaning debt, also comes from this root.

Because paying the debt requires principle and belief. And it maintains order. The day of judgment in the afterlife also has this meaning. In other words, it means the day when everyone’s rights are paid, and final order is established.

If asked, natural order is sufficient, why is another prophet sent and principles and laws are written?

The answer is as follows: Existence has 3 basic pillars. a) Energy (Power). b) Knowledge (The software and information that shapes it.) c) Will (The desire to expand and develop forever, that is, evolution.)

Nature, with its normal norms, creates these three pillars. But it cannot reach the abstract level. Or the desired quality cannot be achieved. For this second purpose, God creates a ruling queen for animals, especially bees and ants, and sends prophets to the human world.

As a matter of fact, in times when humanity had not yet learned abstract values, tribal and clan leaders were women. Because women were better at handling financial infrastructure, especially in those primitive times. Then, when the means of production and the power of men combine, the human being becomes Adam. He is learning abstract values and laws. This time, women’s main duties were to organize the domestic affairs of the house, to help their husbands in the fine economy, to give birth and to raise quality children. However, if men do not fulfill their livelihood and other responsibilities, women still become managers. Because indecision and anarchism do not exist in life.

If we define religion in ontological and sociological terms, we can say that: When religion comes, the system becomes more active, trials and examinations come into play, quality and many abstract values are gained.

The day I started this article (March 8, 2008) was celebrating International Women’s Day. And there was a movie on TRT about raising a child in a women’s ward in prison. I saw that women’s main production should be fine work and childcare. And instead of March 8, that day should be May 8. Yes, with the rose-like elegance of the women and the joy of that child, that ward had become a place of happiness, like a palace. Yes, women are roses, they should be celebrated in May, the month of roses; they should not be celebrated in March as slaves to sex and hard labor.

3) Book... This word etymologically and terminologically means law, wisdom, law and civilization. The reason why it means to be written is because in ancient times, only laws, legal texts and wisdom writings were recorded.

People of the Book mean people who adhere to these values and live legally. The concept of People of the Book has two opposites:

a) Polytheist... Because the polytheist is against the afterlife, revelation, halal and haram, that is, against living in an orderly manner. The People of the Book believe in these three truths, even if they are not Muslims. That’s why you marry them. And their food is eaten. So, it is religiously wrong for some Muslims to equate the People of the Book with the polytheists. We will return to this issue later.

b) The second opposite of People of the Book is the Unlettered. Unlettered people mean that although they do not have civilization opportunities and a written legal system, Like the People of the Book, it means those who adhere to a certain belief and tradition. So, traditions come to us as true in two ways:

Aa) As books, civilization and law...

Ab) As a sound and practical lifestyle...

Unlettered people, or in other words the Ummah, are in danger of degenerating after a certain period of time. In fact, due to this relationship, the word Ummah is used in the sense of duration in the Surahs Hud and Yusuf (12/45; 11/8).

And after Muhammad went to Medina, wrote the articles of a new civilization and law, and transcribed the Quran in a way that would never be forgotten, Muslims now left the Ummah and became the People of the Book.

As we clearly see in the 14th verse of the 61st Sura, the term Banu Israel, used in the sense of People of the Book and the elite, literally addresses Muslims. These signs continue in other similar verses. In the Torah itself, this basic concept is used for different nations.

Yes, the People of the Book have the chance to live longer in the concept and reality. However, since nothing other than the eternal God can protect itself against the erosion of time, the People of the Book also degenerated after a while. Just like later Muslims degenerated. Muhammad enacted this universal law in two important hadiths as follows:

a) Soon knowledge (understanding) will disappear from my ummah. Companions: O Messenger of Allah, how will knowledge be destroyed while the Quran is within us, and we teach it to our children? When asked, Hz. Muhammad, “the Torah and the Bible remain with Jews and Christians. Just as they have lost his knowledge” he replies.

b) Whatever mistakes the Jews and Christians made, my ummah will also make the same mistakes.

Later, we will identify these mistakes from the Quran and show that they happened exactly the same on both sides.

For now, we will try to list a few features of the concept of religion. Because humanity completely challenged religion in the 18th and 19th centuries. But after the half of the 20th century, he had to take refuge in religion. Unfortunately, even though 60-70 years have passed, it has not yet been able to find scientific and universal religious values and concepts and reconcile them.

4) Parable (kissa) and Parables... To find this concept etymologically, it is necessary to look at its sister pronunciations; as follows: Scissors (the tool that adapts the dress to the person), Qisas (applying the crime to the criminal), Kasas (The expression and text that is told as an example, documenting the historical law and the universal application of the law.)

Kassa against: Applying a historical and legal event to any prophet or society.

This unique term of religion, which expresses literature, sociology, legal and historical facts, is unfortunately translated as 4a dry story that has no basis, is legendary and superstitious. And religion has no other weapon left.

By comparison, know that thousands of similar values and concepts of religion have become superstitions. Although religion and belief are as necessary as bread and water for people, today people cannot say “I am religious”.

Moreover, when hypocrisy, deception, fraud and conspiracy theories are involved, non-believers, especially scientists, remain innocent.

And the miraculousness of religion is that, despite all these conspiracy theories, despite the loss of its values and concepts, and despite the evil desires of the human soul, religion acts as the engine-power for civilization, development and humanity.

Mevlana comes across a lying beggar. Because the beggar knows his devotion to Shams, he says: Sir, I found Shams. Mevlana also takes off his beautiful robe and donates it to that beggar. Disciples: Sir, he is a liar. Why did you give it? When he said, I gave the robe to his lie. If he had told the truth, I would have given myself, he says.

Here are some of those real and beautiful effects:

a) The whole world, with both its blocs, understood that people become anarchists when they lose their sacred values.

b) There may be certain beliefs and self-sacrificing societies and communities within the society that are the soul of the society, even if they have not achieved complete balance.

c) Family life is protected to a degree that it is considered the core of society.

d) Throughout history, although religions have not fully realized the value of the values they adhere to, they have triggered humanity towards development culturally, commercially and in the form of wars.

e) For example, even though Jesus condemns the Jewish rabbis in thousands of places, His eyes are always on their guidance. And he preached to them for 3 years. So much so that He gives permission for the Apostles to go to other nations when it becomes clear that they have completely rejected them.

f) Even though the Quran mentions the thousands of degenerations of the People of the Book that occurred over time, it does not generalize. Among them, he says, there is a group that lives balance, religion and belief (Maide, 66). Christians will be closer to Muslims because they are humble and sincere about the afterlife. (Maide, 82) he makes a comparison.

Among the Jewish People of Moses, there is an ummah (a large group) who show the truth and truth and practice justice with it. (Araf, 159)

The interesting point is that this verse means, O Muhammad, say: ‘I am the messenger of Allah sent to all you people.’ It comes right after the verse in the meaning.

This design tells us that denying one’s spirituality and religion by saying “I am a Muslim” in form and identity is absolute blasphemy or hypocrisy. But those who, after believing in his revelation, show the truth that is with them (in the Torah) and act, accordingly, are a nation like the Muslims. (Maide, 43-48; 66 and 68)

5) Although the Quran nowhere condemns the Torah and the Bible, that is, it does not say: These books are corrupt, it condemns the People of the Book in perhaps a hundred places for not living their religion fully. And indirectly, he also teaches Muslims a lesson.

Yes, the dialectical process, as the fundamental law of this universe, requires such a dual structure and dual results. Because in the world of possibilities, everything exists with its opposite. While the word independence means freedom and having more opportunities and freedom, it also means decrease and separation.

Yes, while religion and belief, on the one hand, save people from the captivity of all beings and bad events, on the other hand, they can also cause false beliefs, the blind mentality of alienation and hostility in people.

While on the one hand it contains endless miracles, on the other hand it can be a dead end that contains thousands of superstitions. In fact, one of our friends, who was very intelligent but was under the influence of orientalists, could not see these miraculous dimensions of religion, so he wrote the extremely logical book series he published as a Series of Superstition Books.

Yes, religion creates a spring season. Thousands of fruits, grains and flowers grow in it, as well as weeds and thorns. (Matthew, Chapter 13)

Here are some of the negative things that come out in the world of religious people (not religion):

A) Instead of choosing knowledge, understanding, interpretation and literature, religious people (in all three religions) chose ignorance, imitation, memorization and vulgarity. As the hadith in Tirmidhi shows us...

One day, a very religious friend of mine called me and said: “We thank you for explaining humanity, Moses and Jesus in an understandable and scientific way.” I was surprised and said, “Some religious groups are threatening me, and some are running away from me.” He said, “We know the secret of this business.” Me, what is that secret? I spoke. O: You broke the rules with your writings. Those groups you mentioned are memorizers. We are not like that. And he taught me a scientific principle that a person who breaks the rules is perceived as a devil, even if he is an angel.

And for example, Judaism came at a time when the nations of the world worshiped inanimate objects; although he brought a universal law, state and worship system, he later became so formalistic that they could not understand a purely spiritual prophet like Jesus.

They have turned the Saturday (Sabbath) ban, which was imposed for worship, rest, gratitude for blessings, and contemplation of creation, into such a superstition that people do not even turn on the electric lamp on that day.

Moses killed a man collecting wood on Saturday (Numbers, 15/32). But a comment is needed here.

- Collecting wood, in symbolic language, means collecting empty meaningless information. What is meant by Moses means law.

- It can be interpreted that the end of a person who does not know order, who ends his life with empty knowledge and goes against religion and sharia is empty, death. Otherwise, Moses would not have had to go to the forest because of the Saturday ban.

Yes, if Judaism had not lost its ability to interpret, scientific understanding, and fiqh, it could have made Rome, Babylon, and Egypt the Earth of the Promised Lands for that day. Arz-ı Mev’ut means the land where the law of Moses is implemented. Since this could only happen in Palestine at that time, only that place was considered the Promised Land. But the truth of the matter is that the land of peace, where religious rules are implemented, is called Dar al-Islam in Islam. In Christianity, it means every country where preaching can be done.

B) The Ahbar and the clergy took each of them as Lords.

What is intended to be explained and corrected here is the reactionary situation that believers have fallen into based on religious leaders who are disconnected from eternity and have a limited understanding. In other words, you bring dozens of religious, and scientific evidence. This is the meaning of this verse, you say. But religious fanatics, no, our scholars did not say so. You and your knowledge are not greater than them! As one might say... Unfortunately, Muslims have also fallen into this same handicap as the People of the Book.

Yes, Judaism came to save people from the material rigid thoughts of Pharaoh and Rome and lead them to freedom. Unfortunately, the same book and religion that brought freedom, after a while, tied people’s hands and left the Jewish nation captive to the world for 2000 years.

Then Jesus came. He wanted to break those ties. But he couldn’t break it. While Christianity was initially about believing in an eternal God, accepting the essence of religion, and being purified by the eternal spiritual breeze (with the Holy Spirit), it later became so corrupted by the catechisms and the Kalam beliefs of Aristotle and Thomas Aquinas that Christians began to lose knowledge in Europe. and they blocked the sciences for 500 years.

Although Islam saved itself from these troubles to some extent by following the Abrahamic middle path, it fell into today’s reactionary situation with the principle of abandoning everything that came from Europe. Sufism came in the middle and wanted to eliminate marginalization and limited, formalist thought. He said, “If you do not know everything from Allah, you will be committing shirk.” But then it took a soulless form consisting of dry rituals.

I always wondered. No one, neither Jews nor Christians nor Muslims, makes their scholars and sheikhs gods. What is the meaning of this verse? saying...

Then, when I saw that faith in God requires eternity and demands universality, and that religious people throw aside the principles of eternity, knowledge and universality in various religious and vital issues, and give holiness and infallibility to their leaders, I understood the verse.

This mistake is also a universal mistake; its scientific value is not even as much as saying that the greatest team is Besiktas.

C) I am just now understanding the verse in the 28th Verse of Tawbah: “Take jizya from those who are among the People of the Book but do not believe in Allah and the afterlife, who violate the prohibitions imposed by Allah and His Prophet, and who do not live the true religion (the religion of revelation).

I see that nearly 90% of people in all three religious identities are Jewish, Christian and Muslim. But they know neither Allah nor the afterlife nor the duties of religion. And if anyone knows, there is no commitment or practice in the style of belief. Here comes Jesus (pure religion, pure revelation message) in the End Times; It removes jizya, I now understand the hadith. Our Christian and Jewish compatriots should not be upset; We are no different from them in this regard.

Even if people have religious identities, those who do not know eternity, the abstract, spirituality and the afterlife do not like real religious knowledge that gives people endless enlightenment and the ability to interpret. And they always want to denigrate and extinguish that information. There are also some people who have no religious identity and want religion to remain a folklore. They hate religion dominating the world, religious people, and a holy order.

Here is the Surah as-Saff, 7-8, which describes these two classes of people. Verse: They want to extinguish the light of Allah with their mouths. However, Allah is not pleased with anything other than perfecting His light, even if the unbelievers do not want it. It is Allah who sent His messenger with the true belief and true religion (religion of law) to prevail over all religious people, even if the polytheists do not want it.

Even though these first-class people have a religious identity, they can form an alliance with anarchists and atheists. (Maide, 80) It is very sad that some people in the Islamic World prefer atheists to Christians and Jews.

D) Love (love of narrow points) closes the mind and eyes of a person. When people cannot see the state, eternity, and the holistic nature of God, they fall in love with a name, a ministry, a police station, and equate it with God. However, human beings, who are responsible for learning abstract and infinite values, should not commit such a crime, that is, confusing the limited with the Infinite.

While Judaism was about to disappear in the Babylonian Exile, it was resurrected with Uzeyir (Azra), while Christians were groaning under the financial oppression of Rome... For that day, the heads of state of Egypt and Rome were described as the sons of God. The religious, no, the true sons and lovers of God are the prophets. They rightly opposed Rome and Egypt, especially because Jesus was spiritual and miraculous, and his whole life was the revelation and product of God.

Then this metaphorical expression turned into a material boy, causing God to be imagined as a material and formal being.

In At-Tawbah 30, the Quran likens such a material belief to the anthropomorphism of the polytheists and says that it is blasphemy to limit Allah, who is infinite and encompasses all abstract and concrete existence. But this blasphemy is not equal to polytheism. As we said at the beginning, the People of the Book have three basic religious characteristics that save them from being polytheists.

In Islamic History, since the Mujassimah see Allah as a material king in the sky and the Mu’tazila restrict some of Allah’s powers, they deserve this title of blasphemy. This concept is expressed in Islamic History not as blasphemy but as heresy.

E) The same mistakes that the People of the Book made socially and economically are also common among some Muslims.

- They listen to lies (especially media lies). They eat haram. (Maide, 42)

- They do not want to be judged according to the justice of religion. (Maide, 43)
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
