We are John Simon, spiritual teacher, disciple of the Master Samael Aun Weor and guardian of sacred knowledge. Born in Haiti, a land of profound suffering and profound destiny. What we share in these pages is not opinion, nor speculation, but truth born of direct spiritual experience.

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​From Atlantis to Quisqueya: The Hidden Burden of Haiti

Long before our present continents took the shapes we know today, the Earth carried another face. Atlantis, a vast and luminous land, stretched across what is now the Atlantic Ocean. It was not just geography; it was a civilization of profound wisdom and astonishing achievements, a world where science and spirit walked hand in hand.

The Atlanteans were no mere primitives. They built great cities illuminated by energies drawn from the Sun, the stars, and the heart of the Earth itself. They developed sciences that allowed them to travel through air and across the sea, and even reach beyond the planet. ​Critias (Atlantis)

By Plato, written 360 B.C.E.

Critias spoke of a war that had taken place nine thousand years before, between those within the Pillars of Heracles and those beyond. On one side stood ancient Athens, guardian of wisdom and virtue, and on the other the mighty empire of Atlantis. Atlantis was said to be an island greater than Libya and Asia combined, rich in power and abundance, whose kings commanded vast armies and fleets.

But in those times, the gods had divided the earth peacefully among themselves. Hephaestus and Athene were given the land of Attica, where they planted a noble race devoted to wisdom, justice, and the pursuit of virtue. These Athenians became defenders of freedom, resisting the imperial ambition of Atlantis.

The priests of Egypt, as Solon had learned, preserved the memory of this war. They told how Athens, though modest in size, stood firm in righteousness and triumphed against the Atlantean kings who sought to enslave the world. Later, a great earthquake and flood struck Atlantis, and the island was swallowed by the sea, leaving only a barrier of mud where it once had flourished.

​Atlantis and the Flood as told in the Bible

It was Atlantis, we affirm. The great deluge remembered by all ancient peoples, in the Bible as the Flood of Noah and in Plato’s dialogues as the downfall of Atlantis, speaks of one and the same event. The earth was shaken, the seas rose, and a proud civilization was swallowed beneath the waters.

The priests of Egypt told Solon that Atlantis was a vast island, greater than Libya and Asia together, whose kings sought to enslave the nations. Corrupted by pride and greed, they violated the divine order. Then came fire and water, the trembling of the earth, and finally the sea, which covered their palaces and temples, leaving only silence and mud.

The Scriptures tell us the same truth in another tongue: humanity has grown violent and corrupt, forgetting its Creator. God, in His justice, opened the fountains of the deep and the windows of heaven. The flood came, and all flesh perished, save Noah and those preserved with him in the ark. After the waters receded, a covenant was sealed with the rainbow, a sign that divine law still governs creation.

Different names, different voices, yet one memory. Atlantis and Noah’s Flood are two witnesses of the same cosmic judgment. Humanity fell into arrogance, the waters cleansed the earth, and only a remnant was left to begin anew.

The Story of Manu and the Great Flood

Satapatha Brahmana (c. 800–500 BCE)

Manu, the ancient lawgiver and progenitor of humanity, was once performing his daily ablutions by the river. As he dipped water into his hands, he noticed a tiny fish struggling within his palms. The fish spoke to him, begging:

"Protect me, and I will one day save you."

Moved by compassion, Manu placed the fish in a jar. But the fish grew quickly, filling the jar. He then transferred it to a pond, then to a lake, then to a river, yet the fish kept growing, vaster and vaster, until Manu released it into the ocean. There the fish revealed its true nature: it was Vishnu himself, in his incarnation as Matsya, the divine Fish.

Matsya warned Manu:

"A great flood will soon engulf the world. All living beings will perish. But you must build a mighty boat. Take with you the seven sages, seeds of every plant, and pairs of all creatures, so that life may be preserved."

Obeying the command, Manu constructed the ark. When the flood came, the waters covered the earth, rising above the mountains. Manu and the sages entered the boat, bringing with them the seeds of creation. Matsya returned, vast and radiant, with a great horn upon his head. Manu fastened the boat to the horn with a serpent as a rope, and Matsya guided them safely through the raging waters.

When the flood finally subsided, Matsya revealed to Manu the sacred knowledge of the Vedas and the laws of the new age. From Manu’s descendants, humanity was reborn.

​Greek Mythology: Deucalion and Pyrrha

In the Greek tradition, humanity too had fallen into corruption. Zeus, angered by the wickedness of mortals, resolved to destroy the race with a flood. Yet Prometheus, the Titan who had given fire to humanity, warned his son Deucalion of the coming deluge.

Deucalion built an ark, and with his wife Pyrrha he endured nine days and nights upon the waters. At last, their vessel came to rest upon Mount Parnassus. Alone upon a silent and emptied world, they sought guidance from the gods on how to restore humankind.

The oracle of Themis instructed them: “Cover your heads, loosen your robes, and throw behind you the bones of your mother.” At first they were struck with fear, thinking it meant sacrilege. But then they understood: the “mother” was Mother Earth, and her “bones” were stones.

Obeying, they cast stones behind them as they walked. From the stones of Deucalion arose men; from the stones of Pyrrha arose women. Thus, humanity was reborn from the very body of the earth, purified by the flood and renewed by divine will.

​The Memory of Atlantis

Nature carries memory. Just as the body remembers every wound, so too the planet holds the story of its peoples. Through the Akashic records, the subtle library of creation, sages have witnessed the living memory of Atlantis. There, history is not written in ink but lives as a vast, unfolding vision, revealing that Atlantis was indeed real, and that its legacy is woven into many of the cultures we know today.

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​Roots and Ruins: How Politics and Culture Shape Haiti’s Destiny

​Roots of the Land: Before and After the Arrival of the Spanish

Prior to the island being called ‘Haiti,’ before the sails of conquest and slavery touched its shores, it was known as Quisqueya, ‘the mother of all lands.’ It was inhabited by the Taíno and Arawak peoples, who continued in their ancestral ways. Noble in origin, they were worshippers of the spiritual Sun, revering nature and the living forces that sustain life. Yet, as happens with every civilization, their spiritual vitality passed through a cycle: it rose, reached its summit, and then began to decline. By the time their era was closing, degeneration had already taken root, both morally and spiritually.

History teaches us that every civilization, like every tree, eventually gives its fruit and then dies. The Taíno and Arawak were no exception. At the close of their era, they had fallen into practices that distanced them from their original purity, including sacrifices to appease elemental forces. This degeneration carried karmic consequences for both the people and the land itself.



​The Spanish Arrival and the First Wave of Karma

The coming of the Spanish brought with it a cycle of oppression that would mark the island forever. First the native peoples collapsed under the weight of forced labor; then new chains were forged across the ocean, binding countless Africans to the plantations. With each generation, the land absorbed not only sweat and blood but also the unspoken cries of despair. These wounds are not forgotten: they remain impressed upon the very soul of the nation, forming part of its karmic inheritance.



​Revolution and Betrayal

History records the Haitian Revolution as a powerful uprising, defeating the French and ending colonial rule. Under Jean-Jacques Dessalines, Haiti gained independence, yet this moment of victory was soon marred by betrayal. Dessalines himself was slain by his own countrymen.

This act set in motion consequences that still shape the nation today. Unity fractured, and peace never truly settled on the land. Haiti became divided, and the seeds of distrust and betrayal continued to grow.



​A Nation Bound by Old Wounds

Even after slavery ended, Haitians never fully freed themselves from the inner chains of hatred, the betrayal, the lack of mutual appreciation. A deep wound remained in the collective psyche, shaping political and social life.

Many Haitians still value what comes from outside over the work or worth of their own people. This attitude has roots in the colonial period, when the foreigner’s authority was enforced and internal solidarity was broken. It is a memory that has not been healed, and so history repeats itself.

In the next section, we will explore the Vodou aspect, how this spiritual tradition, in both its pure and corrupted forms, has played a role in Haiti’s karmic path, and how political and social forces have intertwined with it.

​Political Instability in Haiti After Independence

Haiti was born through fire, blood, and divine will, yet the path after independence was not one of peace. The first Black republic in the modern world carried with it both glory and karmic debt. The struggles of its people did not end with the defeat of Napoleon’s armies; instead, a new trial began a battle within themselves, against betrayal, ambition, and the unfinished lessons of history.

​The Assassination of Dessalines (1806)

Jean-Jacques Dessalines, the founding emperor who declared Haiti’s independence in 1804, was dispatched only two years later. Ambushed and assassinated by his own officers in 1806, his death shattered the fragile unity of the young nation.

From this wound, Haiti split in two:


●  Henri Christophe established a kingdom in the north.




●  Alexandre Pétion ruled a republic in the south.






Thus, the seed of division was planted. Instead of maturing as one body; the nation fractured, and with it began a cycle of rivalries, coups, and betrayals that would echo through generations.

​A Century of Coups and Dictatorships

Between 1806 and 1915, Haiti was governed by more than twenty different presidents. Few came to power through the people’s free will; most seized authority through the sword. Assassinations, exiles, and coups became the rhythm of politics, while institutions remained weak.
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
