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KALAMA SHAHADAT
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اَشْهَدُ اَنْ لَا إِلَهَ إِلَّا اللهُ وَحْدَهُ لَا شَرِيكَ لَهُ وَاَشْهَدُ اَنَّ مُحَمَّدًا عَبْدُهُ وَرَسُولُه۔

“I bear witness that there is no god but Allah, He alone, He has no partner, and I bear witness that Hazrat Muhammad Mustafa, may God bless him and grant him peace, is the servant and messenger of Allah.”

Whatever Hazrat Muhammad Mustafa (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) said is true; it is obligatory to believe it. The unseen things that you have told, such as the coming of the Day of Resurrection, coming back to life after death, going to heaven or hell after being accounted for, punishment and reward in the grave, your ascension to the heavens, etc., are all right. It is obligatory to believe in the books of Allah, His angels, and all the prophets. This has been explained by Iman Mujamal and Iman Mufasal.

“I believe in Allah, His angels, His books, His messengers, and the Day of Resurrection, and that good and bad destiny are from God Almighty, and I believe in the resurrection after death.”
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INFIDELS
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Those who do not believe in Allah Almighty, do not accept Hazrat Muhammad Mustafa (peace be upon him) as a prophet and messenger, do not believe that he is the last prophet, or consider anyone else as a prophet after him, or those who do not believe in the Day of Judgment or Islamic beliefs. Those who deny or do not obey the duties of Islam or make fun of the words of Islam are infidels.
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POLYTHEISTS
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And those who worship someone other than Allah, such as the Hindus who worship idols, or those who believe children for Allah, such as the Christians who call Jesus the son of Allah, are polytheists.
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HYPOCRITES
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People who are not Muslims from the heart and only outwardly say that they are Muslims are called hypocrites.

The unbeliever, the polytheist, and the hypocrite will never be forgiven, and these people will always be in the torment of hell (may Allah protect us all).
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PURITY
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Islam places a high value on purity. According to what the Holy Quran says.
