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            By the quiet flame that stirs within,these Words reach the soul seeking home.

By the strength you have yet to know,this book calls you close — 

to find rest,to know truth,to walk the path you were meant to follow. 
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334.  First Word
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THERE WAS A TIME WE knew the voice.

We did not yet divide it into names,

did not carve it into languages,

did not protect it with flags or books or boundaries.

335.  We simply listened.

336.  But in time, we built altars to what was ours,

and not to what was true.

We took the Word and shaped it into religion —

and instead of worshipping the One who gave it,

we worshipped our version of Him.

We turned the infinite into a name,

the eternal into a rule,

and each other into enemies.

337.  We forgot.

338.  We forgot that God cannot be owned,

that truth does not wear uniforms,

that the voice of the Creator lives in all things

and speaks the same — even if the ears are different.

339.  This is not the failure of any one faith —

but of all who chose separation over love.

We did not leave God through disbelief.

We left Him by believing too narrowly.

We chose what made us right

instead of what made us true.

340.  And now, here we are.

341.  In a time when the soul itself

is being rewritten by machine,

where the human voice is no longer trusted

unless repeated by a screen,

where even the longing for God

has been replaced with data

and the fear of missing out.

342.  We are changing —

but not as we were meant to.

We are becoming more connected,

and yet more divided.

We are speaking more,

and hearing less.

We are growing faster,

and becoming emptier.

343.  There is war now —

but not the kind we were taught to fear.

It is not only between nations,

or races,

or beliefs.

It is the war within:

a silent, violent war

between the face we show

and the soul we buried.

344.  A war we were programmed to forget.

345.  But even now,

in this hour of forgetting —

there is hope.

346.  Because what is true

cannot be erased.

It does not depend on language or lineage.

It does not need approval,

and it cannot be owned.

347.  The true path —

the path before religion,

before division,

before fear —

still waits in silence.

Still speaks in stillness.

Still lives in the heart.

348.  This book is not a doctrine.

It is not a religion.

It is a return.

A return to what you knew before the world named you.

A return to what speaks to all without exception,

to what is found in every book,

and trapped in none.

349.  It is a path with no conditions.

A truth that changes no one,

but awakens all.

350.  That which demands fear to be followed

is not God.

That which teaches control

has itself been controlled.

351.  The Creator does not destroy.

We do.

352.  He only gives —

light, breath, choice, and love.

353.  This book is a breath.

Not to preach,

but to remember.

Not to lead,

but to uncover.

354.  The storm is already here.

But the voice is louder than the thunder —

if we would only turn inward again.

355.  So let us begin —

not with answers,

but with listening.

Not with fear,

but with the one thing that never fails:

the heart that remembers love. 
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356.  Truth is One
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357.  ALL TRUE PROPHETS begin from the same source. 

Call it God, Truth, the One, the Eternal, the Unseen — it does not matter. 

What matters is: it is singular, undivided, beyond all form, and it speaks through silence, clarity, and love.

358.  Each messenger receives from that silence a word that is true — shaped in the language, culture, and needs of their people. 

Whether it's Moses on the mountain, Jesus in the desert, Muhammad in the cave, or the unnamed seers of old — they come to awaken, not to divide.

359.  They do not preach religion. They speak truth.

They do not form tribes. We do.

360.  Then come the followers — and the fear.

361.  Over time, humans gather around the prophet. They listen — but often only half. They love — but also begin to possess. They write down his words, but do not always live them. And slowly, they build identity around what was once a pure transmission.

362.  From truth, they build doctrine.

From devotion, they build division.

From unity, they form religion — and with it, boundaries.

363.  And where there are boundaries, there is fear:

"Ours is right. Theirs is wrong."

"We are chosen. They are lost."

"God is with us. They are infidels."

364.  This is not the prophet speaking.

This is the ego of the crowd, dressed in holy words.

365.  And so conflict begins.

Not because the message was wrong — but because it was broken apart by time, interpreted through power, and used by men who loved authority more than truth.

366.  History shows it:

367.  Jews persecuted Christians.

368.  Christians waged crusades against Muslims.

369.  Muslims fought each other in the name of sects.

370.  Even Buddhists and Hindus have killed in the name of dharma.

371.  And all the while, the true messengers would have wept.

372.  Because none of them ever said:

“Fight in my name.”

“Hate those who call God by another word.”

“Divide the world with your belief.”

373.  They came to unite us with the Real, not to trap us in forms.

374.  So what can we do?

We return. Not to the surface, but to the heart of the message.

375.  We ask:

376.  What is truth, stripped of tribe and time?

377.  What is love, without condition or creed?

378.  What is guidance, if not a way to become more human — more whole — more free?

379.  And what is that which can be found in every book?

380.  And we honor the prophets not by defending their names — but by living what they lived: truth, mercy, courage, humility, and silence before the Mystery.

381.  Religions began as rivers flowing from the same mountain.

But we built dams, claimed ownership of the stream, and forgot the source.

382.  Still — the source flows.

And those who seek it sincerely will always find it — in the stillness beneath all names.
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
