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Chapter 1

Born into poverty and tough life
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In the year 2005 we meet Abolile Murhalele. Abolile was born in a polygamist and abusive family. He lives in site C, WC Province in South Africa with his father, his stepmother Tracey with her baby that is a year older. He has siblings from his stepmother, although her identity remains unknown. His fathers’ name is Lindo Murhalele. He was informed that the mother of his two older siblings had tragically passed away in a car accident a year ago. They reside in a single-family house, while behind their home, in a small shack, lives his uncle with his wife and their three children.  He prefers to reside in a modest, compact shack. He spends nearly half of his monthly salary on alcohol, yet claims to be saving money. He acknowledged that without support from his brother, his progress remains uncertain. While he may appear idle at times, he consistently provides for his family—evidence that his challenge lies not in laziness, but in financial and personal management. Unfortunately, the community offers little constructive support; instead, many choose to gossip about Lindo’s family, often gathering in the shadows of others’ homes to exchange rumors. For some, this has become a habitual routine, yet they fail to recognize that such behavior erodes their own sense of self-worth rather than adding any real value.

Lindo has few friends and often complies with community rules, although he prefers not to. His behavior, particularly his quiet demeanor, is not well-received by others. At times, Lindo can go a week without speaking to his friends. He has a short temper and can escalate minor issues quickly, although he refrains from actual violence. Despite his capacity for extreme violence due to past experiences, he generally remains humble and avoids conflict, as he detests violence.

Abolile does not know his biological mother; he believes that his stepmother is his biological mother. Her complexion differs from his, and he has mixed feelings towards her. Her treatment of him raises questions and doubts about his biological mother. Despite this, he remains hopeful of finding his biological mother. The family does not discuss anything about Abolile’s mother. They may fear his father due to his short temper. He mentioned that he will tell his son about his mother when he is ready to hear it. Lindo: “My son is still too young to understand about what happened between me and his mother. I don’t want my son to do the unthinkable. Let him grow first and he is my son, you do not have the right to say anything to him unless I allow you,”. He never even mentioned where Abolile was born. 

Although Abolile has a strong bond with his stepmother, he still yearns for motherly love. He senses that something is missing and understands that the specific type of motherly affection he needs cannot be provided by his stepmother. He sometimes feels very jealous when he sees the hugs and affection she gives to her baby. Since Abolile is not her biological child, he receives a different kind of love, often referred to as ‘tough love’. 

Lindo was born in Chiredzi, Zimbabwe. His mother, who was a sex worker, gave birth to him on the street and tragically passed away a few minutes after his birth. Both his father’s and mother’s identities are unknown. Those who knew his mother mentioned that she was Ndebele, originally from Bulawayo. Although she may have been Ndebele, this does not necessarily mean that Lindo is Ndebele, as this is a Shona area. She could not recall the father of her child, as she had relationships with multiple men. She previously earned her living through prostitution. “We failed to provide her with the life she wanted as a community, so that is why we stopped judging. We only know that she was from Bul

awayo, but we are not in contact with any of her family and we do not know them either.”

Thanks to a good samaritan who found her giving birth near a taxi rank, Lindo survived. He sometimes wonders, when alone, if he was meant to die instead of his mother. Reflecting on the possibility that no one might have found her during labor brings tears to his eyes. These moments of emotional breakdown are the only things that provide him with some semblance of calm. He finds solace in the fact that, at times, he does not have to direct his anger towards others. He often sits down, attempting to understand what truly happened, but the answers he seeks remain elusive. These thoughts surface most intensely when he feels lonely. Accepting his past is something he knows he cannot change; he must come to terms with it.

Abolile’s father had four wives throughout his life, including his current stepmother, who is of colored descent. She has lost her colored accent and can speak Xhosa fluently. She is married to a Ndebele man who pretends to be Zulu from KwaZulu-Natal. He speaks four languages: Xhosa, Zulu, English, and Afrikaans. However, he has likely forgotten his native Ndebele, as he makes many mistakes when speaking it and is hesitant to speak in front of someone who understands deep Ndebele.

When Lindo was a teenager, he had to travel to Bulawayo to make a living for himself. His adapted parents were worried that he would not come back. They were absolutely right; he chose to abandoned them for good. He hasn’t returned home since then.  They made a significant mistake by revealing the truth about his premature birth. 

They had taken him in as their only son, having three daughters of their own. They feared he would inquire about his early childhood. Everyone has a story to tell from their early years. Unbeknown to them, he had been planning to leave as soon as they permitted him to travel. Sadly, he chose to leave them for good. He likely cannot remember where he came from. Even if he did, he would not return, as they were not his biological parents. He always wished to be raised by his biological family, not by strangers. Unfortunately, things do not always work in our favor. He believes his struggles stem from the absence of his biological parents in his life. The real pain came from learning that his mother was a prostitute—a truth no one wants to hear. He has used this story to navigate his life. Could this be the reason he turned to drugs? He is more focused on other languages in order to travel, survive in certain areas and when he is in need of drugs. He is forced to speak Xhosa to fit in with the surroundings. Most of his so-called friends do make fun of him when he speaks English. They would say “we are not white people and this is not white area so please speak the language we speak or go somewhere else” He had never told them about where he was from but they suspected him of not being a South African. They say that he is either from Zimbabwe or being a Malawian etc. 

These accusations arise whenever he makes an error while speaking Xhosa and Zulu. His Xhosa often sounds like Zulu. When he forgets, he sometimes responds in Zulu, which occasionally leads to conflicts with his friends. Though their conflicts never escalates but he is always extra careful since, he thinks that any time could be a tea time. There is always a risk of losing his life at any moment. Involvement with drugs perpetually puts him in danger. Those he considers friends may actually be his worst enemies. In the event of any disagreements, they could be the ones taking your life. This risk exists whether you are a customer or a supplier.” 

Abolile’s stepmother is the only wife who seems to be faithful to his father. She feels shame for Abolile sometimes when he gets beaten by his father. Although his father sometimes fights with her, she still appears to be a loving person. She often feels depressed and remains quiet to avoid unnecessary conflicts. Lindo and his wife had a private marriage ceremony at the Home Affairs, and the community frequently mocks them for it.

Abolile’s father is not an alcoholic, but he is a drug addict and conceals this from his wife. He is apprehensive about her reporting him to the police. Despite his fear, he occasionally engages in altercations, attributing his behavior to intoxication. However, he has expressed reluctance to seek drug counseling and has not specified the nature of his intoxication. She generally understands him, recognizing that his behavior is influenced by substances rather than being natural.  She is familiar with such behavior, having observed it frequently in her previous community. She gets very confused since she is scared to ask some of his friends. An intriguing aspect of her personality is her reluctance to share her story, which raises questions about what she might be concealing. Lindo met her while working on a road construction project in Rocklands, Mitchell’s Plain. When he begins to shout, she often remarks, “Look, he’s just like my mense.”
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
