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Introduction

Accepting Satanism according to the Ecclesia Luciferi means returning the person to a state of original godlessness. Primordial godlessness is the natural state of every newborn person. No child will believe in any made-up god on its own until belief in theistic delusions is transferred to it by parents or religious teachers. A person who deeply understands the essence of the evil of theistic error and expresses the will to actively oppose it becomes an adversary of the theistic god in the image of Satan, becomes a Satanist. In such a person there is a godless restoration.

The state of original godlessness is not yet Satanism, it is atheism. Only the recognition of the essence of the theistic god and the will to oppose it leads to Satanism.

The Bible of Abrahamic and at the same time the largest and most representative theistic superstition proclaims:

"And every spirit, who does not recognize Jesus is not of God; and this is the spirit of Antichrist, who, as you have heard, is coming and is already in the world."

1 John 4:3

"Who is a liar, if not he who denies that Jesus is the Christ? He is the antichrist who casts doubt on the Father and the Son."                                           1 John 2:22

"For many deceivers have gone out into the world who refuse to recognize that Jesus Christ came in the flesh. Such a one is a deceiver and antichrist."        2 John 1:7

If, therefore, doubt and unbelief come from Antichrist's inspiration, Satanic godlessness is the fruit of this inspiration. Therefore, godlessness according to all delusional faiths is seen as the greatest depravity and evil.

Therefore, the Satanist must rid himself completely of any belief in theistic delusions. In doing so, the Satanist commits a mortal sin.

The natural indifference and lack of religious morality of the natural world is seen by theists as the fall of nature into sin due to Satan's rebellion. Therefore, living until death in a state of natural sin, devoid of theistic morality is proper to the Satanist.

The declaration of Satanic Restoration according to Ecclesia Luciferi is an understanding and acceptance of the claims of godless Satanism:

„There is no god but Satan, whose image arises and visualises itself in my own mind, every day more and more, who is the symbol of the eternal, unchanging and indifferent laws of fallen nature, who symbolises mortal life in flesh and blood and eternal death that gives eternal peace. There are no messiahs and prophets above myself, whose intelligence leads me to recognise the true nature of things. There are no gods. There is nothing there!”

By rejecting all theistic beliefs the Satanist becomes a theistic apostate.

A self-willed return to original godlessness - Satanic Restoration means sinning against the Holy Spirit. Satanic apostasy is therefore an unforgivable act in the light of theistic theologies. The Satanist, through the act of apostasy, therefore accepts death as the final end of the only life in flesh and blood. 

Satanic restoration means the death of faith in the hereafter and the hope of the unfounded promise of life after life.

Rebirth to a life of abundance, in flesh and blood, full of satanic pride, without fear or guilt and in accordance with the eternal laws of nature can be very attractive and rewarding.

Fear is an integral part of any theistic religion. It is one of the powers of theism that attracts so many followers to it. The Satanism of Ecclesia Luciferi is devoid of fear.

On how to become a Satanist of the Ecclesia Luciferi Sect, the following book teaches.

But first, let us introduce the main character of this book.


Lucifer

The name Lucifer, which in Latin means ‘light bearer’, causes at least unease and nervousness, and often fear and aversion in some of the more devout. For others, it is often a symbol of godless enlightenment, sinful pride and blasphemous exaltation, that is, the belief that man does not need God in his life at all. And such an attitude is a mortal sin against the divine need for totalitarian absolute power.

Let us begin by noting that the origins of the Luciferian archetype can be traced back to pre-Christian times.

In the Old Testament, in the Book of Isaiah, chapter 14, verse 12, there is the name Shining One, Son of the Morning, which Christians identify with Lucifer, more on which later.

„The shining one, son of the morning” (in the original Hebrew: Helel ben Shachar) is a reference to the god Shahar. The Hebrew name Shahar means „Dawn”. Shahar is a god in the Ugaritic and Canaanite religions, the twin of the god Shalim, mentioned in inscriptions found in Ugarit (Syria).

Shahar is the god of dawn, and Shalim is the god of dusk.

In ancient Arab mythology, the Luciferian figure is Azizos or Aziz, who is the Palmyrene Arab god of the morning star. He is depicted riding a camel with his twin brother Arsu.

Aziz was worshipped in Syria as the god of the morning star, Phosphoros, accompanied by the astral god Monimos, Hesperos.

The Roman emperor Julian the Apostate identifies Aziz with the Greek god Ares or the Roman Mars in his work „Hymn to King Helios”. He writes: „Now I know that Ares, called Azizos by the Syrians living in Emesa”.

The name Aziz or Azizos is associated with the biblical Azazel, the demon of the desert, to whom the Hebrews drove away the scapegoat carrying the sins of the people during Yom Kippur.

Lucifer, in the mythology of Ecclesia Luciferi a symbol of the saviour, is identified with Azazel in the book Biblia Satanae.

In ancient Rome, the name Lucifer was used to denote the planet Venus, or in more poetic terms, the god of the morning star, who was the commander of the stellar legions. The Latin poet Ovid, in his first century epic Metamorphoses, describes Lucifer as follows:

„Aurora, watchful in the reddening dawn, threw wide her crimson doors and rose-filled halls; the Stellae took flight, in marshaled order set by Lucifer who left his station last”.

However, with the advent of Christianity, traditionally, what preceded Christian religious fantasies had to be distorted and disgusted. What was natural had to be degenerated. And delusions had to be elevated to the status of revealed truth.

Christians, specialising in the manipulation and distortion of the old Hebrew scriptures in order to justify their made-up religion, promptly began to use various texts from the Hebrew scriptures out of context and present them as prophecies, for example.

At this point, I will quote once again the entire passage from the Book of Isaiah describing Lucifer:

„How that thou didst fall from the heavens,

Shining One, Son of the Dawn?

How didst thou fall to the earth,

thou who didst conquer the nations?

Thou who spake in thy heart:

I will ascend to the heavens;

above the stars of God

I will set my throne.

I will sit on the Mount of Meeting,

at the ends of the north.

I will ascend to the tops of the clouds,

I shall be like the Most High.

What do you mean?

You have been cast down to Sheol to the very bottom of the Abyss!" Is. 14:12-15

And this is how the text reads in Latin. It is a passage from the Vulgate, the first translation of the Bible into Latin, which was produced in the 4th century AD.

The author of the translation was Saint Jerome.

The Latin translation of this passage uses the name Lucifer explicitly.

Interestingly, Isaiah's text here parallels the words attributed to Jesus about Satan:

„Then he said to them: "I saw Satan falling from heaven like lightning”.                                       Luke 10:18

Another Old Testament text that Christians unequivocally identify with Lucifer is this one from the Book of Ezekiel:

"Thou hast been in Eden, the garden of God; thy garments were all manner of precious stones: carnelian, topaz and jasper, chrysolite, beryl and onyx, sapphire, ruby and emerald; of gold were thy tumblers made, and thy ornaments were made in the day that thou was created. Next to the cherub who defended the entrance, I have set thee; thou hast been on the holy mountain of God, thou hast strolled in the midst of stones of fire. Impeccable were you in your conduct from the day you were created, until wickedness was discovered in you. By your extensive trade you filled your innermost being with violence and sinned. Then I drove thee from the mountain of God, and the cherub that defended the entrance drove thee out from among the stones of fire. Your heart was haughty because of your beauty. Thou didst nullify thy wisdom by the effect of thy splendour. I have cast you down to the earth; I have set you before kings to mock you."                                                                                              Ezekiel 28:13-17

According to Christian theology, the above passages from the Old Testament have a double meaning. Although these passages are primarily addressed to the King of Babylon (Isaiah) and to the King of Tyre (Ezekiel), it is clear from them that they are not addressed to either man. According to theologians, Satan (Lucifer) often acts through someone.

In Genesis, he speaks through the serpent (about the serpent a little more below). In Isaiah, he reigns through the king of Babylon, and in Ezekiel he captures the king of Tyre.

Another biblical passage, this time from the apocalypse of John describes the rebellion of the angels in this way:

“And there was a battle in heaven: Michael and his angels were to fight against the Dragon. And the Dragon and his angels came up to fight, but he did not prevail, and there was no more room for them in heaven. And the great Dragon was cast down, the Ancient Serpent, who is called the Devil and Satan, who deceived the whole inhabited earth, was cast down to the earth, and with him his angels were cast down”.                                                                    Rev. 12. 7-9

Lucifer from the Isaiah passage, called Satan by Jesus, is here also called the Ancient Serpent.

The serpent, the perpetrator of the fall of the first humans already appears in the first book of the Bible, Genesis:

„And the serpent was more cunning than all the land animals which the Lord God had made. And he said to the woman, "Did God indeed say, Do not eat of the fruit of all the trees of the garden?"  The woman answered the serpent: "The fruit of the trees of this garden we may eat; only of the fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden, God said, You must not eat of it, nor even touch it, lest you die."  Then said the serpent to the woman, "Surely you shall not die!  But God knows that when you eat of the fruit of this tree, your eyes will be opened, and like God you will know good and evil".                                                                 Gen. 3:1-5

Yahweh required blind faith from the beginning.

The serpent argued that only knowledge would give understanding of the truth.

The Bible contains the threat that one day every knee will bend at the sound of the terrible name Jesus. Probably fear is supposed to be the default state of mind of believers. In view of this, it is perhaps surprising that it is the name Lucifer that causes a negative connotation in the beleaguered people. After all, no knee will bend at the name Lucifer, because this name has the power to raise from the knees.

The Christian saviour from reality, Jesus also said this about Lucifer:

„I will no longer speak much with you, for the ruler of this world is coming. Yet he has nothing of his own in me”.                                                                          John 14:30

Delusional believers who have trouble coming to terms with reality recognise that the one true natural world that exists for sure is ruled by Lucifer.

The real world is therefore Luciferian. The delusional heavens, on the other hand, are a divine reality.

Jesus saying: "Yet he has nothing of his own in me" as if to affirm that there is nothing real in himself.

But also a Christian could write interestingly about Lucifer. This is what St Ambrose of Milan wrote about him in the 4th century in a work entitled:

"Carmen Aurorae"

"Praeco diei iam sonat,

Noctis profundae pervigil,

Nocturna lux viantibus,

A nocte noctem segregans.

Hoc excitatus lucifer,

Solvit polum caligine,"

John A. McGuckin translates this as:

"The herald of the day now sounds,

Watchful in the depth of night,

Telling travellers that first light has come,

Cutting off each night from night.

Thereby the Bringer of Light is roused,

And frees the skies of darkness."

Lucifer frees the skies of darkness.

Satan or Lucifer are not real entities. So are God (Yahweh or any other), Christ, angels and demons. They are creations of the human mind, sometimes taking the form of delusions. Satan and Lucifer are seen by Christian theology unequivocally as one and the same being, which for them is synonymous with the enemy of their delusional god, who was the first to lose faith in god. Ecclesia Luciferi proclaims the glory of a name that has become a symbol of godlessness.

After introducing Lucifer, it is time to present what the immaterial assembly, which took its name from him, is.


Ecclesia Luciferi

„For the devil's word is alive and has sinful power, sharper than the nails of golgoth, it penetrates deep, separates flesh from spirit, bone from soul, recognises the instincts and intentions of the unconscious. There is no being hidden from its truth”. Biblia Satanae Etd. 4:12

The term Ecclesia comes from the Greek (ἐκκλησία ekklēsía) and means assembly. Ecclesia Luciferi is an immaterial assembly or satanic gathering, which anyone who believes they have free will and assumes that they understand and accept its ambiguous teachings as their own can belong to.


In theory, therefore, anyone can claim to belong to Ecclesia Luciferi, just as anyone baptized as a child can consider themselves a member of the Christian church, but in practice, the individual will decide for themselves whether there is intellectual integrity between the philosophy of Ecclesia Luciferi and their beliefs. In other words, the person will know for themselves whether they really fit into this satanic sect. (For more, see the book Come Evil Spirit ).


The definition of a sect should be understood here as a statement that a sect, unlike an institutionalized church, questions a specific social order and strives to realize its own religious and ethical ideals, and that the path to perfection is not through sacraments, but through personal experience.

Ecclesia Luciferi can therefore be described as an immaterial Satanic sect.

Humans are evolutionarily herd animals, which is why for many, including various types of Satanists, it is important to belong to a visible organization, group, church, or visible gathering of like-minded people.

People of different religions and denominations, including Satanists, often define the church mainly or exclusively through their active participation in its visible structures. And while this human need to be part of a herd is understandable, Ecclesia Luciferi, understanding the characteristics of the human race as a social species, symbolizes natural selfish individualism, which attaches the greatest importance to one's own interests and those of one's family and offspring, relying largely on oneself and taking full individual responsibility for one's actions.

Ecclesia Luciferi also promotes individualistic elitism, which recognizes that what distinguishes members of the elite from the rest of society is the desire to establish their position as separate and unique individuals.

Such a person responsibly sets their own standards of behavior, rather than adopting them from the crowd, which they perceive as inferior and mindless.


The philosophy and teachings of Ecclesia Luciferi are contained in its satanic, godless theology, Satanic Triadology.



The Satanic Triadology of Ecclesia Luciferi is an impious doctrine (impia doctrina) that rejects any belief in a personal, transcendent god and consists of three satanic phenomena that form the unity of the doctrine of Satanism of Ecclesia Luciferi. It is divided into three sections, which have been given satanic names:



Section One: Pater Satanicus (Satanic Father) is a section devoted to ungodly/satanic knowledge or science (Satanica Scientia) - it deals with recognizing the true nature of things, that is, teaching the truth about the omnipotence of satanic laws and forces ruling the cosmos.


Pater Satanicus - Cosmos - the almighty, eternal Satanic Being


Section Two: Filius Satanicus (Satanic Son) is a section devoted to satanic/luciferian enlightenment (Satanica Illuminatio) - it deals with internal godless enlightenment and luciferian transformation of consciousness.



Filius Satanicus - Lucifer - Man as a species endowed with a skeptical, rebellious Luciferian mind, whose collective genius has the power to lead him to divinity.



Section Three: Spiritus Satanicus (Satanic Spirit) is a section devoted to the satanic inspiration (Satanica Inspiratione) resulting from the sense of unbelief (sensus infidelitatis) - it deals with the action of satanic inspiration leading to unbelief and original impiety.



Spiritus Satanicus - Godless Instinct - the intuition of sinful nature calling for natural godlessness.



The topics covered in the first section – Pater Satanicus – Satanica Scientia – are dealt with in the book Biblia Pan-Satanica.



The topics covered in the second section – Filius Satanicus – Satanica Illuminatio – are dealt with in the book Biblia Luciferi.



The issues of the third section - Spiritus Satanicus - Satanica Inspiratione are dealt with in the book Biblia Satanae.



The books Missale Satanae and Extrema Unctio can also be classified as part of the satanic liturgy of Ecclesia Luciferi.



The book Godless Satanism Doctrine addresses all of the above issues related to the Satanic Triadology of Ecclesia Luciferi. It is, as it were, an introduction to the Satanism of Ecclesia Luciferi.


There are, of course, many other issues addressed in the books and writings by Ecclesia Luciferi. However, the three sections mentioned above are the most important for the satanic theology of Ecclesia Luciferi.

Ecclesia Luciferi views theism (belief in a transcendent, personal, invisible god) as a false and harmful belief. Theism is and always has been at odds with scientific knowledge and critical reasoning. Due to its barbaric nature, theism in the Abrahamic religions gave rise to religions that have committed mass crimes throughout history and continue to do so.

Theistic indoctrination, often applied to children, wreaks irreversible havoc on their minds, ingraining guilt, fear, and a sense of duty to unconditionally submit to external authority in the subconscious of innocent victims. The greatest virtue and duty of a theist is blind faith.

Fear is an integral part of every theistic religion. It is one of the forces of theism that attracts so many followers to it. Ecclesia Luciferi Satanism is devoid of fear.

Ecclesia Luciferi recognizes that the greatest threat to theism is unbelief, and that godlessness is the most dangerous weapon capable of killing the theistic imaginary god.

The Satanic System of Godlessness, mainly in the third section of his satanic Triadology, Spiritus Satanicus, focuses primarily on the theism of the Abrahamic religions due to its global reach and its particularly harmful influence on the world.

According to Judeo-Christian theology, Satan is the greatest enemy of the god Yahweh.

Based on Yahwist religious writings, it can be proven that the true essence of original Satanism is godlessness, i.e., opposition to theistic claims and their complete rejection. Therefore, it is godlessness that has been and continues to be the cause of the greatest stigma and the most brutal violence on the part of theists.

Christian writings proclaim:

"And every spirit who does not recognise Jesus is not of God; and this is the spirit of Antichrist, who, as you have heard, is coming and is already in the world".

1 John 4:3

"Who is a liar, if not he who denies that Jesus is the Christ? He is the antichrist who casts doubt on the Father and the Son."                                           1 John 2:22

"For many deceivers have gone out into the world who refuse to acknowledge that Jesus Christ came in the flesh. Such a one is a deceiver and antichrist."

2 John 1:7

If doubts and disbelief stem from the inspiration of the Antichrist, then satanic godlessness is the fruit of that inspiration. Therefore, godlessness, according to all delusional beliefs, is seen as the greatest depravity and evil.

Original Satanism, as a system opposed to the Abrahamic religions, is an anti-theistic system. Belief in imaginary beings may be a sign of delusional disorders. A Satanist should not succumb to mental disorders.

Ecclesia Luciferi is the fruit of the work of the spirit of the Antichrist. It is a godless, truly satanic system or path leading to complete godlessness, the only weapon with the power to kill gods.

According to "progressive" theologians, hell is a state that lacks God's presence. It is at the same time the goal and desired state of Ecclesia Luciferi. The philosophy of Ecclesia Luciferi can thus be called

the infernal philosophy.

More broadly, Satanism of Ecclesia Luciferi is, from a psychological point of view, a very positive worldview or proposition. It is not a negative worldview that has nothing to offer but negation. It is not a simple, primitive reversal of Christianity, but in part it draws attention to the fact that what is considered a virtue in theistic religions, especially Abrahamic ones (i.e. blind faith in religious authorities, with an imaginary anthropomorphic dictator god from outside time and space at the helm, slavish obedience to fabricated religious dogmas and fear of the wrath of the deity) is in fact evil and an emotional and mental defect. The ability to recognise the evil that lies at the heart of Abrahamic religions (‘by their fruits ye shall know them’; hundreds of thousands of victims of fanaticism and intolerance of Abrahamic religions are among the fruits of theism) is one of the characteristics of Ecclesia Luciferi Satanism. But there are others.


From a philosophical point of view, Satanism of Ecclesia Luciferi contains a properly understood nihilism, according to which the meaning of life should not be sought in illusions and false hope, but in life itself.



From a psychological point of view, this philosophy is characterised by an almost religious worship of ‘sinful’ nature and the life that comes from it. Because nature is all that exists, because nature created us and nourishes us, and because it is completely godless and amoral in the light of the theistic theology of the Abrahamic religions. And because science knows of no transcendent beings existing outside the natural world.



From a theological point of view, Satanism of Ecclesia Luciferi offers recognition and provides tools to deal with the evil and error of biblical theism. This last aspect is very important because there is a clearly visible growing trend in the world of theistic, religious rhetoric being used by leaders who are either religious lunatics themselves or have been installed as rulers by a mob stupefied by religious rhetoric and propaganda.


Theists who believe in life after death will not hesitate to bring about the destruction of the world because, as they believe, only after death will they finally be freed from suffering in this evil and sinful world, which is supposedly ruled by Satan.

Satanists who believe in life before death and worship Mother Nature will do everything to make this only real world a godless paradise, and knowing that we only live once, they will consider life a priceless gift and will respect themselves and other living beings.

In view of the above, Satanism as understood by the Ecclesia Luciferi system is considered light, and the theism of the Abrahamic religions is considered darkness. Only in this way can Satanism be considered a reversal of theism.


The basic tenets of the satanic system of godlessness, Ecclesia Luciferi, are contained in the Articles of Disbelief.


Non Credo in Deum

I reject the unfounded belief in a god, another of the many dead gods,

Father of all impotence,

Creator of an delusional heaven and enemy of the earth,

the opposite of the visible things and equal to the invisible ones.

I reject the belief in a human son of the invisible god,

who is born of human fantasies.

God from Man,

Madness from Madness,

God delusional from the real man.

Created, not born,

Co-substantial with the human Father,

and through Him many evils have happened.

It was through man's ignorance and for his enslavement that He descended from a non-existent heaven.

And according to the delusion
