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For the Liberation of the Free Western World from Terror and Destruction

Why Such a Book?

This little handbook that I have published with this title is actually much more than just this. It is a bundle of roses that I have compiled from my 100,000 e-mail messages, 500 articles and 38 books for the establishment of Sulh-u Umuminin (universal and all-round peace) in the world. I mean to say that there are Six Basic Reasons for publishing this handbook with this name.

1) The overwhelming majority of the world’s eight billion people recognize that our world is a beautiful planet and that the human species that lives in it and interferes with all other species is a superior being. And they believe that for this superiority to be realized, humans must be at peace with each other and with the environment. But no one knows exactly why this peace cannot be established. Mevlana Jalaluddin Rumi, the Symbol of Peace in the World, says that the main reason for this is that they do not know each other’s language and the language of their religions. Otherwise, what everyone, every religion seeks and emphasizes is the same, a happy clean life.

Yes, all economists say that the fights in the world are not because of lack of resources and not sharing them. If there is a fair distribution.

2) The first step towards true peace in the world took place in Mesopotamia, where languages were developed and peace and security were established in the city-states. It started with Sumerians and strengthened with Akkadians. Then this situation spread to the Greek city-states. Then came the Abbasid civilization and then the European civilization. This situation tells us: For the happiness of humanity, a well-developed literary and philosophical language as well as an environment of complete freedom and prosperity is necessary. Yes, the problems in these civilizations, which lasted an average of eight thousand years, were language deficiencies and misunderstandings of languages, especially those of beliefs. In our books, ten thousand of these misunderstandings have been explained and interpreted in detail. As an example, this book will be an important benchmark for you.

3) Jews were the first civilized and religious nation. But due to the inadequacy of time and place, they could not establish the order they wanted. They always left what they wanted for the future through the Messiah (Extraordinary Savior). Then Jesus came. He truly became the Messiah for them and for religions. But they misunderstood him due to lack of language; they hanged him. This lack of understanding is the main reason why there are all genocides in the world instead of universal peace. Our books explain Jesus, who means absolute peace and brotherhood, in a very clear and understandable language.

4) What is understood from humanity’s 12 thousand years of civilization is that humanity needs to understand the Free Western world well. Because the only miracle of Adam (civilized and abstract thinking humanity) -language, religion (Logos) and science- is in the West. But the West does not fully understand the value of the material it has. Just as it cannot reconcile the rich and the poor, it does not fully understand the Logos (i.e. the peace between religion and science). Our books solve this problem too.

5) Because of these two shortcomings, the Western World fought two Great World Wars with 90 million casualties. The Church and the Islamic world also learned a good lesson from these wars. But because they did not know the solution to the ten thousand issues in their Holy Books, which contradict the sciences, their calls for Peace and Dialogue have always remained political and rigged. 

Among those who call for dialogue and peace, there is Bediuzzaman Said Nursi who really believes in this. But due to lack of knowledge and lack of language, his community has been the most hostile to the West and has vilified Christianity. This book in your hand explores this problem as well.

6) In the 7th millennium AD, when the Qur’an was written, the Prophet Muhammad and the Qur’an were not fully understood because bedouinism and savagery were relatively dominant. All the rhetoric against idolatry was applied to those who believed in the Holy Books. Muhammad knew this inadequacy. He said that only Jesus will save my Ummah. And the belief in the Messiah became important among Muslims, just like among Jews. But instead of understanding Jesus and Messiahship, they were motivated by terrorism and jihadism. In fact, Bediuzzaman wrote two thousand pages to understand this issue. But without sciences as a human infrastructure, Muslims could not get rid of sentimentality. It is very sad that the Western world does not know what to do about this.

Messages First:

Nur Leader: Those who are born and those who give birth cannot be God.

Bahaeddin Sağlam: I did not say such a thing. I wrote in my article 19 Ontological Truth that Metaphysics, Physics and all the beings in the middle of the two are the beings of God, and the Bible expresses this triadic structure as Father-Son-Holy Spirit.

Nur Leader: Dear Hodja, I have not examined the article in its entirety.

However, I saw the expression “Father, Son and Holy Spirit” and wrote the message. I watch the Christian world whenever I have the opportunity... I wonder if there are those who have come to TEVHID (belief in One God), if Jesus (pbuh) has descended... Thousands of Greetings...

It is narrated with a certain narration that the Prophet Muhammad said to Imam Ali: You, like Jesus (pbuh), have two parts of people going to destruction. One is through excessive love, and the other is through excessive enmity. The Nazarenes (Christians) called Jesus “Ibnullah” (Son of Allah) out of their love for him. The Jews, on the other hand, encroached too much out of their enmity (they attacked too much out of their enmity).

Bahaeddin Sağlam: I know that like ten thousand issues of religions were superstituted while they were miracles, you will make an ill-intention to my article by referring to the superstituted meaning of the word Son. Therefore, I have to defend myself with these short notes:

Pay Attention to This! Matthew, 5:48-Because of this, as your heavenly Father is perfect, be perfect also.

(Father, in the biblical language, means the Creator who has compassion and mercy and who created man in an abstract perceptive way. In other words, God is the father of everyone who knows abstract spiritual and religious values.) (Genesis, 6/8) 

An Important Difference: The word Son is repeated in the Gospels. It was also mentioned in the copies of the Qur’an authenticated by the Qur’an. As Imam Razi has stated, it is a fact that the Gospels have not changed from Asr-Saadat to the present day. Because the Qur’an does not prohibit this word. Yes, son, as it is repeatedly stated in the Torah, when a man learns abstract values, languages and laws, he receives this status. (Genesis, 6 and others) So the word son means something like the friend in the verse “Allah made Abraham a friend” (Nisa, 125). Yes, it is not the word son that the Qur’an forbids, but the word walad (a child born materially). Because this word declares that Allah is a material, limited being. This would be an ontological, exorbitant mistake. In fact, this prohibition of walad was mostly aimed at polytheists. Bediuzzaman Said Nursi, on the other hand, does not take into account this difference between a son and a walad, and says that Christians have the belief in concept walad in Letter 29.

As a matter of fact, the verse Tawbah 30 explains this Ontological exorbitant error of the Jews, especially the common people, and the Christians, especially the common people, and the polytheists who used the word “son” as “child” as follows:

“The Jews said, ‘Uzeyir is the Son of Allah. The Christians said, ‘Jesus is the Son of Allah. How similar is their saying to that of the polytheists. May Allah damn them. How they deviate!”

Second Important Reminder: Said Nursi, who represents the faith movement of our age, is based on the archetype of Allah in the subconscious instead of this holistic and monotheistic perception of Allah. He does not care about the universe and the concrete scientific point of view. He recommends giving everything to that archetype. Yes, the dichotomy of the mana-i harfi1 and the mana-i ismi2 cuts the scientific point of view at the root in the Nur Community. Because causality can only be known through mana-i ismi. Yes, this one-sided point of view has left ninety per cent of the universities in the world and in Turkey to agnostics.

I wrote about Bediuzzaman Said Nursi’s archetypal perception of Allah six months ago as follows:

[The ultimate aim of the latifah (deep, subtle feeling) called the heart, which is Rabbani (divine), that is, indispensable for human development, is to see and observe Allah. Yes, the existence of Allah is infinite and abstract; it is invisible incomprehensible and invisible. However, it is concretised as the universe and sometimes appears in our subconscious as the Sun and sometimes as the Head of State. In book of Risale-i Nur, this subconscious image is referred to as Shams-i Ezeli and Sultan-i Ezeli. This is what is meant by seeing Allah. Otherwise, as mentioned in Quran verse al-An’am: The eyes cannot see Him, but He sees the eyes and what the eyes see. Here, this discovery does not mean that Allah’s original existence is in the form of the Sun and the Sultan. They are just two figures that Bediuzzaman attached great importance to. Therefore, in his dream and discovery, he saw Allah in those two forms. However, he wrote in the 18th Letter3 that discoveries should be corrected and interpreted according to religious texts. And in every prayer he used to say the tasbihat Ya Aliyyü (O Exalted One) Ya Allah Ya Ghaniyyü (O Generous One) Ya Allah Ya Latifu (O Gentle One) Ya Allah Ya Azimu (O Mighty One) Ya Allah. But he did not know the dialectical meanings in these. Because he (may Allah bless him and grant him peace) knew the names of Allah as abstract words attached to pure abstract meanings] (21.04.2023)

Nur Leader: I believe that our problems with the Western world can never be solved until Jesus Christ comes down from heaven.

Bahaeddin Sağlam: No, my dear brother. Bediuzzaman, whom you take as a basis in all matters, thinks like the ulema al zahir (i.e. superficially) in many matters. He does not value the fact of metaphor, which is very important for Islam, at all for Christendom. He never uses those metaphors. Perhaps he writes only strategically against the British policy of Protestantising the Islamic world. Please read the paragraphs I have pasted here carefully.

My brother Zekeriya will be waiting forever for Christendom to become Muslim and for Jesus Christ to come down from the heavens materially. For this, I have explained the essence of the matter in five points. 1) I have shown how Christianity should be lived spiritually. I have shown that in this century, which is the End Times, we should not live as Muslims, but as Christians, as the Sufis of Islam did. As a matter of fact, the New Said, whom you take as a basis, lived like that. 2) I have shown that 10,000 issues in the Qur’an, which seemingly contradict the sciences, do not contradict when they are explained and interpreted rationally and scientifically. This contradiction has been a problem that has plagued the Western world for three hundred years. 3) I have shown from the Qur’an that the People of the Book (non-Muslim religions) have the same rights as Muslims in this world and in the Hereafter, and that they can remain in their own religion if they do not hate Islam. 4) I have interpreted the Qur’an and the Prophet Muhammad in such a way that they too can believe. 

Unfortunately, this door was closed to them by many scholars, especially Bediüzzaman, because of religious nationalism. 5) I have shown that the appearance of the Mahdi and Jesus is not in such a personal way, but that the Christian and Muslim Nations of both Ummahs will embrace the sciences and open the front against irreligion and materialism like the period after World War II. Let my brother analyse these two articles: Muhammad in the Bible and If You Don’t Like Muhammad, You Can Believe Like Jesus.

A Nur Follower Master Architect: Those who claim that the books presented today as the Bible and the Torah in their present form are the original revelation are Christians and Jews who are beyond conservatism. Their number is decreasing day by day.

In not one but many places in the Risale-i Nur corpus, which you also regard as an authoritative source, it is clearly stated that these heavenly books have been altered (tampered with).

Bahaeddin Sağlam: Bediuzzaman is wrong. The Qur’an confirms those books in every aspect. (5/44-51) I have written five volumes of books; Muslims’ religion is not religion, it is a dry and ignorant nationalism. Yes, the Qur’an was right. Because those books are unseen archetypes, they are not history so that Bediuzzaman can be right. Please let us not become Wahhabis.

Dear Ismail Hakki, I sent you the mentioned books.

Master Architect: I am not going to convince you on this issue. I think it is absurd to talk about definite and not general assumptions... Whatever labelling (including Wahhabism) you apply to those who defend this, it will mean nothing to me. In fact, it will not mean anything according to your approach either. If you were asked whether classifying people in a disparaging manner (by refuting them) is not an acceptable attitude in general, you would also have an answer...

Moreover, addressing atheists as “Brother” and using Wahhabism in a negative sense is another contradiction. Anyway, in all three of the items you listed, we clearly differ with you both intellectually and in terms of the overwhelming majority of the sources.

Bahaeddin Sağlam: Because you prefer the national perception to the Qur’an

Master Architect: “These (what you say about me) are just perceptions (your perception), brother”...

Of course I have a national understanding. It is the understanding of People of Abraham...

You “convey” this understanding very differently and (in my opinion) quite wrongly.

In this regard, my master and the guide I follow are the truths set forth in the Risale-i Nur, which I strongly believe to be an important successor of the Prophethood of Rasulullah, the Eminent Messenger of the Holy Qur’an, in this century.

The three items you wrote to me yesterday are related to your perception of the Qur’an and the Sunnah, bind only you and, according to my belief, are contrary to the approaches of the the majority of the scholars and the consensus of the community, including Bediuzzaman Hazretleri. While the word “Cumhur” defines the majority, the word “Ulema” expresses arbitrariness. Although I am not a scholar, I see that your ideas are contrary to the views of the arbitrary majority and I am subject to the ijma-i ummah (consensus of the community). I see this as one of the important principles of Sunnah-i Seniyye.

As I wrote yesterday, I think it is a matter of great “courage” to describe the adherents of disbelief, that is, those who identify themselves as atheists and do not hesitate to publicise it, and who are of the mentality of acceptance-u adem (not accepting), as “brothers” (no matter for what “innocent” purpose). I prefer to stop my comments on this subject at this limit. If I did not respect your knowledge, I would also say “dare”.

Based on your previous posts, let me put forward a few more different views:

1) In the book Flashes, under the heading “A mustaid can be a mujtahid; a musharri’ cannot”: (A capable person can become a mujtahid, but cannot become a legislator)

“Every person who fulfils the conditions of ijtihad, performs ijtihad for his own sake, in the absence of nass. It is necessary for him, he cannot blame others. He cannot make a diagnosis by inviting the Ummah. His knowledge is from the Shari’ah, but it cannot be Shari’ah. He can be a mujtahid, but he cannot be a musharri’. 

With ijma’, it is republic, it sees the coin of Sharia. To invite to an idea, the presumption of acceptance is the first condition. Otherwise the invitation is bid’ah, it is rejected. It is put in your mouth, it cannot come out again...” 

His statements, in my opinion, determine the judgement on this very subject; they are clear enough not to lead to any other words, interpretations or interpretations...

2) The terminology that defines the scope of an idea or belief system is derived from the source and context of that idea or belief system.

Let me use an example given by Uğur Tanyeli (a socialist academic) in one of his articles:

When the Turks were introduced to seafaring and shipbuilding techniques, the Venetians and Genoese dominated the sea trade and called the places where they built their ships “Darzana”. When the Turks also started shipbuilding activities, they called these places “Tershane”. However, the rulers of those seas before the Genoese were the Arabs, and the Genoese had learnt a lot about shipping from the Arabs, and the Arabs called the shipbuilding places “Dar-üz Zanaa”.

What I mean is this: whoever has a good command of what he/she does, produces his/her own terminology. Not someone else...

I know what archétype means, but what does it mean to explain one’s own system of ideas/beliefs in terms of a language (French) foreign to the source of that system? That is to say, “I also know international philosophical terminology”? But you do not know the language from which the term, which is the subject of your article that you advised me to read, originated, and you are alien to the cultural contexts of the society that created that term. I wrote to you in French as a humour. 

I advise you to express your religious and philosophical views in your own terms.

3) As far as I can see with my limited observation, I have seen that most of those who put forward interpretations that are quite “contrary” to the accepted consensus with great claims, have an excessive self-confidence towards themselves, and some of them think that they are a special representative of a historical mission. As a brother, I humbly advise you not to ignore this risk and even to avoid it. Greetings...

Bahaeddin Sağlam: Instead of teaching me principles, I recommend you to read my five books, which are based entirely on sciences and analyses of sacred texts. Archetype is a scientific concept that is accepted by all international academic circles. The fact that you do not know it does not make it closed. In addition, there is no Ijma (unanimity of scholars) on this falsification.

Master Architect: I will buy your books, but I cannot agree with your thesis on this matter. Some verses or translations of the Gospels may be authentic.

Bahaeddin Sağlam: The claim of Muharref arises when these books are historical texts. However, they are sacred and beautiful metaphysical archetypes that the Qur’an confirms. For now, study this article well!

 

What is Archetype?

 

“Those dreams that have become a trap for the saints.

They are the reflection of the moon-faced (abstract) realities of Allah’s orchard.” Mevlana

 

A respected friend, who has been a sincere and devoted friend of mine for more than thirty years, said to me, “You always talk about archetypes in your writings. The public would not understand this, he said. At first I said that the public does not understand abstract and universal things; we cannot explain them, but then I thought at night; I realised that my friend’s proposal was right. Therefore, it was necessary to write the following long explanation. It is as follows:

Arche in Greek means the thing at the bottom, at the top. Tip means the type and model we know and use in Turkish. Together they mean the model at the very beginning, at the bottom. Some people call it prototype. The scientific explanation of this dictionary meaning is as follows: 

There are abstract and concrete veins in existence and especially in life. These are complementary and sometimes intertwined realities. Every abstract has one or even countless concretes. Every concrete also has abstract laws that encompass everything. Therefore, all physical and biological laws are found in the subconscious of man and the universe as concrete types. Because even if the universe is very big, it also has a kind of vitality and personality. It too has a mind and subconscious. The philosophers and wise people, whose subconscious sense has been opened, have called the physical laws in the universe the White Pearl. They have also named the biological and ecological realm as Khidr which is an immortal personality and which means green in the dictionary. Sufis have called the subconsciousness of the universe the Alem-i Misal (realm of analogy), and the subconsciousness of the human being the imagination (muhayyile). The archetypes in them were called Ideas by Plato and Ayan-ı Sabite (unchanging models) by Ibn Arabi. These subconscious concrete images and formations are sometimes called angels and sometimes souls. For example, all agriculture on earth is reflected as a concrete ox. All the fishing in the world appears as a huge whale. These subconscious personalities and realities come to the rescue of people in difficult times. Corporal Seyid places a bullet weighing 250 kilos into the cannon. Yes, all great works and extraordinary arts are the results of the subconscious realm. This is where the popular saying “Khidr came to the rescue” comes from.

Now let us come to the issue of Adam, which we call the main archetype... Here, humanity has been created with an intertwined software by developing for 9 million years and evolving a little more every million years. For the last 150 thousand years, it has completed its biological development and then has undergone countless psychological and cultural developments. Finally, it has become capable of abstract perception. When mankind reached this state, as mentioned in the Book of Genesis: Allah and the angels said, “Adam (man) has become like one of us in knowing good and evil” (3/22). Because Allah and angels are beings of abstract perception. In other words, this archetype and prototype has a concrete model in the human subconscious, beardless, knowing all kinds of languages, perceiving all abstract values. This Archetype is the image of a law called humanity, in which 50 billion sample human beings are hung like a rope. Sometimes he is a Prophet (according to tradition...) and sometimes he is a polytheist (according to the verse in Araf, 189.). 

Because, Adamism is a law; fifty billion human specimens are hung on it. Half of these people are believers and half are idolaters. The name of each of these samples in grammar books is masadak. Masadak means the specimen that makes those infinite abstract laws of humanity true. Yes, all the examples I have shown in my textual analyses of the Torah, the Bible and the Qur’an are not the whole meaning. They are only samples of very long laws.

Yes, all prophets and heroic personalities are concrete archetypes of such universal laws. But their examples may not be fifty billion, but fifty thousand, for instance. Yes, all the heroes of sacred texts, especially the Prophets, are laws and missions. We need to look for them not only in history but also in our own society and subconscious. Unfortunately, some leaders with strong clairvoyance, for example, when they saw this Adam archetype, they thought that he was really a biological being at the beginning of history. Like Bediuzzaman and Ibn Arabi. Although they knew very well the difference between the law and the specimens hung on the law, they explained the matter as if it were real because they had full confidence in their discoveries. Their successors, on the other hand, deny facts such as evolution, which have been discovered and observed by tens of scientific disciplines, and thus cause great harm to the peace between religion and science.

There are two Important Scientific Points arising from this explanation. Namely:

A) In ancient mythological language, both God and angels were called immortal. In fact, most of them were not polytheists. But due to lack of language, they used the same word for immortal souls, angels and God. Unfortunately, the translators of the archaeological tablets failed to see this point. The first chapters of the Torah, the religious accumulation of the mythological period, recognised this difference. It has come down to us in a clear way. For example, contemporary archaeologists translate the verse “Angels descended upon the sacrifices of Noah” (8/21) as “Gods descended upon the sacrifices”. We can see this clearly in the Gilgamesh epic.

B) Since both abstract laws and their concrete archetypes in the subconscious are immortal, and since the Torah is a book of archetypes with thousands of heroes, Allah says in the Qur’an, “We have revealed the Torah so that you may believe in meeting Allah, that is, in immortality” (6/154): We sent down the Torah so that you may believe in meeting with Allah, that is, in immortality. (6/154) On 5 March 2023, I wrote the following lines for the explanation of this issue. I hope that with this introductory information, the issue will be fully understood. It is as follows:

1) The Torah, in the words of the Qur’an (Qur’an, 6/154) “We have sent down the Torah as spirituality and intangible values (benediction), and as an explanation of everything (tafsil, because it is law), and as a means to eternity and success (guidance and mercy), so you are expected to believe firmly in the resurrection: the meeting with Allah, the immortal.” Yes, when we interpret the heroes of the Torah as archetypes and collective personalities, laws and concepts, the clear truth of this judgement of the Qur’an emerges. Yes, archetypes are the most scientific data explaining immortality and meeting with Allah.

2) So no parable is history in this Bible. They are universal laws, archetypes and truths which the ancient Prophets saw with clairvoyance (metaphysical discovery) and described in the language of their time, the Mythological style. Most of them look to the future rather than the past. Unfortunately, mistaking them for History has confused humanity for a long time. And it has made some of the Jewish people racist. Yes, they are not history. Because there is no historical, archaeological or paleontological data on such subjects. However, mankind has scoured the whole earth. Besides, if they are history, many contradictions would appear in those holy books. However, these holy books seem to be sublime, universal knowledge and laws rather than contradictions. To see the contradictions that arise if they are history, you can refer to Rahmatullah-i Hindi’s book Izhar’ul-Haq. 

However, the Qur’an unequivocally rejects any contradiction and falsification in that Holy Book. It insists that mankind, especially the Jews, should work with it. (Ma’idah 44-48) It presents it as the memory and software of the universe. (Qur’an, Book Article.)

3) When we look at this Holy Book from a metaphysical and archetypal point of view; when we evaluate this very valuable heritage of humanity, it becomes clear that it should not be the texts that Westerners since the age of Enlightenment have distanced them from religion because they see them as superstition. 

Yes, if the West, in this century of science, would once again embrace the Torah and the Bible, which is the explanation of the spiritual dimension of the Torah, religion-science peace would be achieved; the Messiah would have truly come, and humanity would enter a golden age.

4) However, both these old understandings and excuses of the West and the Jewish scholars who did not recognise them as abstract and metaphysical realities and embraced the Kabbalah, which depicts the universe and existence as a realm of evil and demons in contradiction to the absolute Divine sovereignty, have made Humanity miserable for 300 years. Kabbalah emphasises more on the archetype of Satan.

5) The Torah’s use of the term Beni Israel (Sons of Israel) with different subjects is because the term is not exclusive to the Jews in the sense of a religious civilised nation, but is applied to every religious civilised nation. As it is understood from the texts, these are sometimes Jews, sometimes Arabs, sometimes Ottomans, and sometimes Europeans. As a matter of fact, it is also a fact that sometimes they have indulged in idolatry, abandoning religion and civilisation. The word Israel means the one who overcame all the natural laws of Allah, especially hunger and disease, and dominated the universe. It is the adjective name of Jacob. As an archetype, it means all civilised, ascetic humanity who have Adamism.


A Universal Truth of the Bible

1- This is a fact that has been forgotten since 250 AD. Therefore, it has caused a lot of confusion. Because it has been forgotten... There are many facts that have been forgotten and misunderstood over time in our Islamic religion.

2- As you know, in all religions there are two basic and three secondary sources of information to understand revelation.


	a) We understand the revelation through 5 internal and 5 external senses.

	b) Reliable NEWS conveyed by 10 and 12 religious and truthful people. This is called tawatur in Arabic. In other words, the unbreakable handle; it means support.

	c) Secondary source: Discovery and dreams.



3- The Catholic Church has brought the Christian heritage to this day as a tradition, passed down from generation to generation. The historical existence of Jesus is also confirmed by this rumor. So, no one should have any doubts. This is scientifically stable. This is how the GOSPELS came to us.

This is how the Quran came to us in Islam. But some of the hadiths are like the gospels that were spread among the people before 325 AD. When Constantine became religious, he banned them. And he based it on the Bibles the church had.

In Islamic History, Hadiths were accepted as material specific to mujtahids and were not left to the common people. But in this age of Antichrist, everyone has become a mujtahid. Things got complicated. For example, a person who does not know the language and is unaware of metaphysical issues can come out and call their books, which come with rumors, impure, even though he earns a million dollars every year from Christians. However, the Quran confirms and congratulates those books with its hundred verses.

Yes, unfortunately, the scourge of vulgarization has befallen humanity since the emergence of Protestantism. Be careful, don’t be a commoner!

4- Catholics have taken universal meaning, tradition, metaphysics and spirituality as their basis so much that; they forgot the text. Then some Protestants came. “You do not follow the book of Allah,” he said. They said, without comment, that Joseph married Mary and from her, Jesus had four brothers. (See! Matthew, 13, last verses) Just like some Wahhabis accuse devout Muslims of polytheism...

My brother Yusuf, who is religious, proficient in language, knows Arabic, and knows the tradition, touched upon this difference at least a little during a conversation. According to them, that is, according to the Catholic church, even though the Bible mentions the brothers of Jesus, we know that; she had no siblings and Mary remained a virgin. Today I understood what they said and I’m sending it to you.

5- You know that the Acts of the Messengers and the Surahs of Maide and Yasin consider the Apostles as prophets. Just as the prophets received revelation from Gabriel (the angel of knowledge and communication), they also received revelation from Jesus and the Holy Spirit (the angel of guidance and spirituality). 

6- This means that their writing of the Gospels was based on unseen, metaphysical realities. Not in terms of Jesus’ humanity, but in terms of him being the word of God (the son). And it is universal. It is timeless, it looks especially at this age.

7- It is established with hundreds of verses of the Bible and the Quran that Jesus; revelation means religious and spiritual life. His mother (those around him and those who raised him) is Mary. This supreme and divine value of his has four siblings who are not prophets or revelations.

Moreover, there is no difference between professors and common people when it comes to religion in the world. Here’s an example of spiritual apocalypse for you. Be careful not to fall into idleness.

Dajjal means deception. While the concrete data of this century have improved 10 thousand times in technology, spirituality and literature have declined 10 thousand times. French scientist Rene Guenon draws much attention to this popularization. Yes, if more than one in a thousand people in our country of 70 million cannot write a letter, what good is it even if the literacy rate is 100%? Even if there are 50 channels on TV, what good will it do other than harm if 97% of the broadcasts are televised?

His Holiness Mevlana was born in an age similar to ours. That great person says: “If you are well-intentioned and chaste and struggle, you too will give birth to a Jesus.” That person gave birth to a Jesus according to his time.

Be entrusted forever! Don’t think small, because Being is infinite. Don’t let concrete data scare us...

A Final Note: I usually give examples from Matthew. Because I have not yet figured out the miraculousness of the other Bibles. But I can tell you that every verse of Matthew is a miracle. As a matter of fact, I interpreted half of the Quran by showing 30 thousand miracles. This does not mean that the others are not miracles.

The date of writing this article coincided with Jesus’ birthday and Sunday. Hopefully it helps to understand Jesus. It is understood to be Living Revelation and the Word. And cooperation is achieved with its other abstract brothers, Islamic culture (Joseph), European Civilization (Peter), Jewish knowledge (Yehuda) and human knowledge (Jacob).


Ten Reminder and Presentation for The Torah

1) The Torah, in the words of the Quran (6/154), is “Spirituality (Ihsan) and explanation (tafsir) of everything and eternity and success (Guidance and Mercy). From now on, you are expected to have firm faith in the resurrection and meeting with Allah.” Yes, when we interpret the narratives of the Torah metaphysically, as archetypes and collective personalities and concepts, it becomes clear that the Quran’s judgment is accurate. Indeed, archetypes are the most scientific data that explain immortality and meeting with Allah.

2) Thus, no story in this Sacred Book is merely historical.
