Of course, you are reading this because you don't really believe them.

And that is a good thing. Because you are expected to question and test everything you read, hear, or experience during this course. The acid test is that it has to work for you to be useful.

We've also included practical steps for you to apply, as well as the transcripts and additional downloads for each lesson. If you want, it's also being published as an ebook, so you can study on your smartphone or other device any time you want.

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1. Get Published
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THE FIRST LIE FED TO Authors: It Takes Lots Of Time And Money To Get Your Writing Published.

The truth is: a minimum viable book can be published in a single day or just a morning or an afternoon.

And it costs you nothing but your time.

Most people think writing and publishing is incredibly hard and difficult and expensive.

Writing is simple – and free.

You sit down and write until you're done, or do it over several days.

Publishing is also simple – and free:


	You need 2500 words.

	You need a cover.

	You need 50 characters of a description.



​Writing

FIND SOMETHING YOU'VE written that's at least 2500 words long. That's about 8-9 pages of single-spaced text (more or less.)

The minimum for publishing on Amazon KDP is 2500 words. So that's your target.

​A Cover

THIS IS SIMPLY TWO things: Big Text and Big Image.

Hold your thumb up at arms length. You should be able to read and understand the cover on your thumb at that size. That's why they call those images “thumbnails.” When they shrink down to that size it still should be readable. Go on Amazon and look up some books and see what is “also recommended” lower on the page.

See what you find there? Small covers you can still read and understand.

The simplest approach to make covers is to use Canva.com online – they've got a lot of book cover templates there, designed specifically for Amazon KDP. Download the finished product to your computer. Or you could use any of the other free online book cover creators out there as well.

​Description

WHEN YOU GET TO THIS point, just type in a sentence that describes your book. As much or as little as you want.

​Why this simple?

BECAUSE ONCE YOU'VE done these steps, you'll have your first book up there and you'll only get better from here on out.

One study says that most people (about 80%) have a book they want to write. But only about 10% ever do write it. And only about 10% of them actually get it published.

The whole point of this lesson is to simply get you over this learning curve of publishing your own book.

Look, if you don't like any part of it, Amazon and all ebook outlets will let you change what you put up there. At any time you want, today, tomorrow, or years from now. 

The key point is to do it now and get it done.

Yes, it's that simple.

And just that free.

In just a half an hour, you proved to yourself that you can publish any time you feel like it.

Yes, the next books you write and publish will be better.

You just accomplished more than most. You're now in that elite group called published authors. Time to update your business card and online profiles.

So, take a break, go get your favorite beverage and celebrate!
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2. Get Your Basics In
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First, Get Set Up for Business

YOU'RE GOING TO HAVE to have four points covered to succeed:

1. A Blog. This is not always used, but you'll find that it will enable you to communicate to your audience and give you a place where you can post various things for your fans and followers. This is a central place where people can find more about you. They can comment on your books and then you can reply to them. What you need to find is something that costs you little and maintains their own backend for you. Blogger is one. Gumroad is another, which has enabled posting there, as well as email to your customers. Yes, they sell stuff for you. There are many good references on how to set up a blog. See my own site at https://store.livingsensical.com for an example.

2. An Email Provider. This is an email service. The secret to the successful writers is that they all have an email list that their readers go onto. In this way, they have a personal line to communicate with readers and tell them when new releases are coming out, special offers, and so on. I use Mailerlite myself. It's free to start with, but scales with your list.

3. Publishing accounts. These are KDP (which you already have) and also ebook aggregators that post your books for you: Smashwords, Direct2Digital, StreetLib, and PublishDrive. Those will get you pretty much to every major and minor ebook outlet these days. Print: Draft2Digital.com or Barnes & Noble Press. Amazon has recently expanded into print editions as well. B&N and Amazon do not to out to other POD services. It doesn't have to cost you anything to put a book up there or do your revisions. You may want to buy a copy as proof. D2D distributes to Amazon and Ingrams directly, which saves you the hassle that Amazon sometimes gives you.

Draft2Digital also has a direct link to Findaway for audiobooks.

Get your publishing accounts set up now. Now.

4. BookBub They maintain an email list for prolific readers. Prolific readers drive the ebook market. They are known to read as many as two full-length novels a day, while the average reader finishes 12 books a year. From experience, social media accounts don’t get books sold. They just suck your time that you should be writing. Bookbub is also the first (and maybe only) place you want to advertise.

There are other book-lovers newsletters where you can advertise your book as well.

Second, Read and Write Daily

TWO HABITS YOU HAVE to develop as an author in order to succeed come from studying successful authors and what their recommendations are over and over and over. You'll find successful authors recommend and are caught doing these two things daily.


	They read daily, and

	They write daily.



You have to get into reading other people's works, the works that you like, that you most enjoy. This also counts for non-fiction. You read what you most like and you study it. If you like to read it, then you'll like to write it.

The additional part of this is to write every day. You need to write every day. Writers write. You read every day and you write every day. Through that you absorb other successful writer's plots, characters, sentence choice, descriptions, summaries, backgrounds, worldviews, etc. So you're constantly have this flowing in your system like oxygen and blood.

A simple way to start this habit is to journal. Write down what you experience and all you see and feel in your daily life. It's cathartic for you, but also starts to develop you own voice as an author.

I've seen authors that appear to suddenly come out of nowhere and within several months they're actually having bestseller books up there, good selling books. You check just prior to that to find what they were doing.  One author was watching movies as a film critic for a living. Another said he was a that he was an avid reader and he would just go through books like a hot knife through butter. You check these back and all of them have a love of books and read constantly, and they will write constantly. Of course there's exceptions this, but I'm telling you what I found for the vast majority of them. Chase them back and you'll find they love to read and then they learned how to love to write. You really have to enjoy what you're doing every day.
