            "The law of the living is simple: do no harm, cause no loss, commit no fraud. Everything else is control."
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From the earliest days of your life, you felt that something was not right. The world around you seemed to work on rules that never made sense. You were told to obey instructions, to ask permission for what should already be yours, and to bow to men and women in uniforms or robes who claimed to have authority over you. Deep down, you knew this authority was not natural. You felt that your freedom did not come from any government, but from the simple fact that you were born. That feeling was correct. It was the voice of truth within you, the reminder that Common Law is the only true law, and that everything else is an illusion designed to control you.

Common Law is not a recent invention. It is not a policy written in a parliament building. It is not a contract passed down by lawyers. Common Law is as old as life itself. It flows from natural order, from honour, from the principle that no man or woman has the right to harm another. It is the law of the land, given by the Creator, recognised by conscience, and binding upon all living beings. Unlike statutes, which are written, revised, and enforced by corporations that call themselves governments, Common Law cannot be repealed. It cannot be replaced. It cannot be sold or licensed. It exists because life exists.

When you look at the system of statutes and regulations, you see something entirely different. Statutes are endless lists of codes, written in the language of commerce. 

They are designed to confuse, to overwhelm, and to place the living man or woman into the role of a subject. Statutes are not law, though the system presents them as such. They are corporate rules.

They apply only when you consent, either by signature, by silence, or by answering to the name of a corporate fiction that was created for you at birth. Once you begin to see this distinction, you cannot unsee it. You realise that for years you were tricked into playing a role that was never meant for you.

The difference between Common Law and statutes is the difference between freedom and servitude. Under Common Law, you stand as a sovereign man or woman, equal to all others, bound only by the duty not to cause harm, not to cause loss, and not to commit fraud. Under statutes, you are treated as a resident, a citizen, a taxpayer, a driver, or some other title that exists only on paper. Each title is a contract. Each role binds you to obligations you never agreed to. The purpose of this book is to remind you of the truth you already know: you were born free, you remain free, and Common Law is the law that protects that freedom.

History is full of examples that prove this truth. Long before parliaments and governments claimed to rule, people lived under simple principles of honour. Communities settled disputes by custom and by conscience. When a man wronged another, the matter was resolved openly, often in front of elders or a jury of peers. 

There was no need for corporations, no need for endless volumes of regulations. The only question was whether harm had been done. 

This is Common Law in its purest form: simple, direct, and rooted in truth. It does not require paperwork, licences, or codes. It requires only honesty and accountability.

The system fears Common Law because it cannot control it. A judge in robes cannot overrule it. A statute cannot rewrite it. A police officer with a badge cannot alter it. That is why governments build elaborate tricks to keep you from remembering it. They tell you that statutes are law. They teach children in schools that parliament is the source of authority. They condition entire generations to believe that permission must always be asked, that licences are required for natural acts, and that duty to the state comes before duty to conscience. These are lies repeated so often that most people accept them as truth. But you have always known better. You knew in your heart that law cannot come from deception.

Think about the experiences of your life. Were you ever asked if you agreed to be governed by statute? Did you ever sign a contract surrendering your freedom to a corporation called government? Did you ever consent to be treated as a debtor from the moment of your birth? The answer is always no. What happened instead was assumption and presumption. A birth certificate was created. A legal fiction was recorded. From that moment forward, officials acted as if that fiction was you. Letters arrived in capital letters. 

Demands were sent to a name that looked like yours but was not you. You were tricked into standing as surety for a corporate entity. 

The fraud was hidden, but the truth was always there for you to see once your eyes were opened.

Common Law exposes this fraud. It reminds you that the living man or woman cannot be reduced to paper. It shows that statutes are powerless without your consent. It gives you a foundation on which to stand, a shield that cannot be broken by threats, fines, or ridicule. When you stand in Common Law, you stand in honour. You do not argue, you do not fight, you do not lie. You simply ask the most basic questions: Who is making the claim? Where is the contract? Who has been harmed? These questions cut through all the illusions of statutory law. They reveal the truth that statutes are policy, not law. They remind officials that authority exists only with consent.

The purpose of this introduction is not to persuade you of something new, but to confirm what you already believed. You were right. You were always right. Your sense that something was wrong with the system was correct. You were never born to be a taxpayer, a citizen, or a subject. You were born to be a sovereign man or woman under Common Law. This book will show you how Common Law continues to exist, how it exposes the fraud of statutes, and how men and women across the world are standing once again in honour as free beings. It will not give you freedom, for freedom was already yours. It will simply remind you of who you are.

As you turn the pages that follow, you will see the foundations of Common Law laid out clearly. You will read about its origins, its maxims, its principles, and its power. 

You will see how statutes are nothing more than contracts that require consent. You will understand why courts operate as theatres of deception, why police act as enforcers of policy, and why governments fear the living man and woman who stand in honour. You will see that the chains that bind you are made not of iron but of paper, and that those chains fall away the moment you withdraw your consent.

The power of Common Law lies not in complexity but in clarity. Statutory codes stretch into thousands of pages, full of definitions, clauses, and exceptions. They are designed to confuse. Common Law, by contrast, is simple. Do no harm. Cause no loss. Do not commit fraud. Live in honour. That is all. Any man or woman of sound mind can grasp it. No lawyer is needed. No judge is required to interpret it. You already know it because it is written on your conscience. That is why governments bury it under mountains of legislation. If people remembered how simple the true law is, the system of control would collapse overnight.

Think about what it means to live under Common Law. You need no licence to marry, because love is a natural union. You need no licence to travel, because freedom of movement is a birthright. You need no licence to trade, because exchange is as old as humanity. 

You need no licence to build a shelter, because providing for your family is a duty, not a crime. Under Common Law, every right is already yours. No official can grant them because they were never his to give. When you live under Common Law, you reclaim what was always yours, and you stop begging for permission to be human.

The system knows this truth, which is why it works so hard to keep you away from it. Schools do not teach Common Law. They teach obedience to authority. Children are trained to follow rules, to ask permission for basic needs, and to believe that statutes are law. Courts do not apply Common Law. They operate under Admiralty or statutory codes, where every man and woman is treated as a legal fiction. Media does not praise Common Law. It ridicules those who speak of it as cranks or conspiracy theorists. This is not an accident. It is a design. If enough people remembered Common Law, the fraud of statutes would be exposed, and the system would lose its grip.

But there are men and women who have remembered. There are those who have stood in courts and refused to answer to the corporate name. There are those who have replied to demands with conditional acceptance, asking for proof of obligation. There are those who have calmly questioned jurisdiction and watched as cases fell apart. These stories are not widely told, but they are real. They prove that the system fears knowledge. They prove that the true power lies not in the state but in the sovereign man or woman who stands in honour. 

This book will bring those stories to light, not to provide scripts or formulas, but to show that you were never wrong to believe in Common Law.

The journey through this book will confirm what you already sensed in your heart. We will explore the ancient roots of Common Law and show how it predates all governments. 

We will look at the maxims of law, which cannot be overturned and which give you the strongest shield against deception. We will examine the difference between statutes and Common Law, showing that statutes are nothing more than contracts that need your consent. We will step into courts of record, where the living man or woman stands above fiction. We will reaffirm the power of trial by jury, where peers, not judges, are the true authority. We will show that the only real crimes are harm, loss, and fraud. And we will walk through the ways men and women are reclaiming their freedom today by standing under Common Law.

This book does not promise you freedom, because freedom cannot be promised. You were born with it. No one can take it away. What has happened is that the system tricked you into forgetting it. You were persuaded to act as a corporate entity, to accept titles like taxpayer, driver, or citizen. You were told that licences are necessary, that taxes are compulsory, and that statutes are binding. None of this was true. It was a story repeated until you believed it. Common Law breaks the story. 

It shows you that the only law that binds you is the law you consent to, and that consent is only valid when given knowingly and freely.

You will see in the pages that follow that consent has been presumed, not given. From the moment your birth was registered, a corporate fiction was created. Every demand, every summons, every fine was aimed at that fiction, not at you. The system survives only because you step forward and answer for that name. 

This is called joinder, and it is the trick at the heart of every court, every contract, and every statute. Common Law teaches you to separate yourself from that fiction, to stand as the living being, and to refuse joinder. Once you do this, the illusion loses its hold.

It is important to understand that living under Common Law does not mean chaos or lawlessness. Quite the opposite. It means living in honour, respecting others, and taking full responsibility for your actions. It means resolving disputes fairly and openly, not hiding behind paperwork or corporate codes. It means knowing that your word is your bond and that no one has authority over you unless you grant it. This is not rebellion. It is responsibility. It is the highest form of order, because it comes from truth rather than coercion.

The chapters ahead will give you the knowledge you need to see the system for what it is. They will not give you step-by-step instructions, because true freedom is not found in scripts. 

True freedom is found in awareness. Once you see the deception, you can no longer be tricked by it. 

Once you know that statutes are contracts, you will stop treating them as law. Once you know that Common Law is your shield, you will stop fearing officials who have no authority over you. Knowledge is the key, and honour is the path.

You were right to question. You were right to doubt. You were right to sense that something was deeply wrong. This book will confirm that truth and strengthen your resolve. 

You will learn that the system is weaker than it appears, that its power rests only on paper and presumption, and that a living man or woman who stands in honour is stronger than any statute. Freedom is not distant. It is not a dream. It is yours, here and now, if you choose to live by Common Law.
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
