Authentic Maldivian Recipes Made Easy for Any Kitchen
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	Garudhiya (Maldivian Fish Soup)
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Preparation Time: 10 minutes

Cooking Time: 20 minutes

Total Time: 30 minutes

Servings: 4
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Ingredients

500g fresh tuna steaks, 6 cups water, 1 medium onion (thinly sliced), 3 garlic cloves (smashed), 2 green chilies (sliced), 1 tsp black peppercorns, 1 tsp salt (or to taste), fresh lime wedges (for serving), steamed rice (to serve), grated coconut (optional garnish).
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Instructions

In a large pot, combine water, tuna steaks, onion, garlic, green chilies, black peppercorns, and salt. Bring the mixture to a boil, then reduce to a simmer. Cook uncovered for 15-20 minutes, skimming off any foam that forms on the surface. Once the fish is tender and cooked through, remove it from the broth. Flake the fish into smaller pieces and return to the pot. Taste the soup and adjust salt as needed. Serve hot with steamed rice, lime wedges, and optional grated coconut for garnish.



	Bondibaiy (Maldivian Sweetened Rice)
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Preparation Time: 10 minutes

Cooking Time: 30 minutes

Total Time: 40 minutes

Servings: 4
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Ingredients

1 cup short-grain rice, 2 cups coconut milk, 1 cup water, 1/2 cup sugar (or to taste), 2-3 cardamom pods, 1/2 tsp rose water (optional), a pinch of salt, chopped nuts and raisins (for garnish).
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Instructions

Rinse the rice thoroughly and drain. In a large saucepan, combine rice, coconut milk, water, cardamom pods, and salt. Bring to a boil. Reduce heat to low, cover, and simmer for 20-25 minutes, stirring occasionally to prevent sticking. Once the rice is tender, stir in sugar and rose water (if using). Cook for an additional 5 minutes until the sugar dissolves and the mixture thickens. Remove from heat and let cool slightly. Serve warm or chilled, garnished with chopped nuts and raisins.



	Fihunu Mas (Grilled Maldivian Fish)
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Preparation Time: 15 minutes

Cooking Time: 20 minutes

Total Time: 35 minutes

Servings: 4
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Ingredients

4 medium whole fish (snapper, grouper, or mackerel) cleaned and gutted, 2 tbsp coconut oil, 1 tbsp chili powder, 1 tsp turmeric powder, 1 tsp ground cumin, 2 garlic cloves (minced), 1-inch piece of ginger (grated), 2 tsp fresh lime juice, 1 tsp salt (or to taste), fresh banana leaves or aluminum foil for grilling.
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Instructions

In a small bowl, mix chili powder, turmeric, cumin, garlic, ginger, lime juice, coconut oil, and salt to form a paste. Score the fish with shallow diagonal cuts on both sides. Rub the spice paste generously over the fish, ensuring it coats the inside and outside. Preheat a grill or oven to medium heat (about 375°F or 190°C). Wrap each fish in a banana leaf or aluminum foil for grilling. Grill for 15-20 minutes, turning occasionally, until the fish is cooked through and flakes easily. Serve hot with a side of fresh salad, rice, or flatbread.



	Mas Riha (Maldivian Tuna Curry)
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Preparation Time: 15 minutes

Cooking Time: 25 minutes

Total Time: 40 minutes

Servings: 4
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Ingredients

500g fresh tuna (cut into cubes), 2 medium onions (finely chopped), 3 garlic cloves (minced), 1-inch piece of ginger (grated), 2 green chilies (sliced), 2 medium tomatoes (chopped), 1 tsp turmeric powder, 1 tsp ground cumin, 2 tsp ground coriander, 1 tsp chili powder (adjust to taste), 1 cup coconut milk, 1 cup water, 2 tbsp coconut oil (or vegetable oil), salt to taste, fresh curry leaves or pandan leaves (optional), fresh cilantro (for garnish).
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Instructions

Heat coconut oil in a large pan over medium heat. Add chopped onions and sauté until golden. Stir in garlic, ginger, and green chilies. Cook for 2-3 minutes until fragrant. Add chopped tomatoes and cook until they soften and blend into a paste. Mix in the turmeric, cumin, coriander, and chili powder. Stir well to coat the mixture. Add tuna cubes, cooking for 2-3 minutes until lightly seared. Pour in coconut milk and water, stirring gently. Bring to a simmer. Add salt and curry or pandan leaves if using. Cover and simmer for 15-20 minutes, until the tuna is tender and the flavors meld. Taste and adjust seasoning if needed. Garnish with fresh cilantro and serve hot with steamed rice or flatbread.
