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The Will of God and the Call to Holiness

Understanding Divine Purpose in the End Times

The will of God is not a mystery to be solved but a person to be known. When the disciples approached Jesus with the request, "Lord, teach us to pray," He responded with words that have echoed through the centuries: "When you pray, say: Our Father in heaven, hallowed be Your name. Your kingdom come. Your will be done on earth as it is in heaven."

In this simple yet profound prayer, Jesus encapsulated the very essence of divine purpose. The will of God is not fragmented into multiple competing priorities. It is singular, unified, and perfect. The apostle Paul would later write, "This is the will of God, your sanctification" (1 Thessalonians 4:3). Here we discover that at the heart of God's will is our holiness.

The prophetic voice in this hour is calling the church back to this foundational truth. We have become preoccupied with the blessings of God while neglecting the God of blessings. We have pursued His hands while ignoring His face. We have sought what He can give while overlooking who He is.

But the Holy Spirit is not satisfied with such superficial relationships. He who is holy requires that those who carry His presence also be holy. This is not divine harshness but divine consistency. Light cannot fellowship with darkness. Righteousness cannot commune with unrighteousness. The temple of God cannot agree with idols.

In the ancient tabernacle, there was a place called the Holy of Holies. It was separated from the rest of the sanctuary by a thick veil. Only the high priest could enter, and only once a year, and only with blood. Why such restrictions? Because the presence of God dwelling between the cherubim was so holy that anything common or unclean would be consumed.

When Jesus died on the cross, that veil was torn in two from top to bottom. The way into the Holy of Holies was opened for all who would come through His blood. But hear this prophetic word: the tearing of the veil did not change God's nature. He is still holy. His presence still requires purity. The difference is that now, through the blood of Jesus, we can be made holy. We can approach boldly, but we must approach holy.

The prophet Isaiah encountered this reality in a dramatic vision. He saw the Lord seated on a throne, high and lifted up. The seraphim cried to one another, "Holy, holy, holy is the Lord of hosts; the whole earth is full of His glory!" The foundations of the threshold shook at the voice of him who cried, and the house was filled with smoke.

Isaiah's immediate response was not worship but confession: "Woe is me, for I am undone! Because I am a man of unclean lips, and I dwell in the midst of a people of unclean lips; for my eyes have seen the King, the Lord of hosts."

Notice carefully: Isaiah did not see his uncleanness until he saw God's holiness. It was the revelation of who God is that exposed who Isaiah was. This is the work of the Holy Spirit—to reveal the holiness of God and, in that revelation, expose the unholiness of man.

But the vision did not end with exposure. One of the seraphim flew to Isaiah with a live coal taken from the altar. He touched Isaiah's mouth and said, "Behold, this has touched your lips; your iniquity is taken away, and your sin purged."

Then, and only then, did Isaiah hear the voice of the Lord: "Whom shall I send, and who will go for Us?" And Isaiah could respond, "Here am I! Send me."

This is the divine order: revelation of holiness, conviction of unholiness, purification, then commission. We have reversed this order in the modern church. We want commission without purification. We want to be sent without being sanctified. We want to speak for God without being touched by His fire.

The Holy Spirit is restoring the divine order in this hour. He is looking for holy people—not perfect people, but people who have been touched by the coal from the altar. People whose lips have been purified. People whose iniquity has been taken away.

The Prayer of Alignment: "Your Will Be Done"

When Jesus taught His disciples to pray, "Your will be done on earth as it is in heaven," He was inviting them into a dimension of alignment that transcends human understanding. In heaven, the will of God is done perfectly, instantly, and joyfully. The angels who excel in strength heed the voice of His word. The cherubim and seraphim ceaselessly cry, "Holy, holy, holy." There is no rebellion in heaven, no delay, no compromise.
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
