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Objective of the Game

Spades is a trick-taking card game typically played by four players in partnerships of two. The main goal is for each team to accurately predict how many tricks (individual rounds of play) they can win during a hand. Players make bids at the beginning of each round and try to meet (but not exceed too often) those bids by playing skillfully.

Each trick consists of one card played by each player, and the highest card of the suit led wins the trick—unless a spade is played, because spades are always the trump suit and beat any other suit. Teams earn points for meeting their bid and lose points for failing. The game continues until one team reaches the target score, usually 500 points.

Spades is about balance: making bold but realistic bids, working with your partner, and knowing when to play high or low. It’s not just about winning tricks—it’s about winning the right amount.

History and Origins of Spades

Spades is believed to have been created in the United States in the 1930s or 1940s, possibly as a simpler alternative to other trick-taking games like Bridge or Whist. It gained popularity among college students and later spread widely through military service members, especially during World War II.
