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Muckrakers were reform-minded journalists, writers, and photographers during the Progressive Era in the United States (1890s–1920s). They aimed to expose corruption and wrongdoing in established institutions, often using sensationalist publications. Today, the term generally refers to investigative or watchdog journalism, with investigative journalists in the US sometimes being informally called "muckrakers."

The muckrakers played a significant role during the Progressive Era. Muckraking magazines took on corporate monopolies and political machines while trying to raise public awareness and anger at urban poverty, unsafe working conditions, prostitution, and child labor. Today, instead of magazines, this essential civic duty is performed by newspapers like the New York Times and the Washington Post. The main difference is that the Muckraker magazines were highly profitable, while modern-day newspapers bleed of red ink, which has led to a revolving door of Executive Editors at the Washington Post and others.

In contemporary American usage, the term can refer to journalists or others who dig deep for the facts or those who seek to cause scandal. The term originates from a character in John Bunyan's classic Pilgrim's Progress, "the Man with the Muck-rake," who, like Elon Musk, has rejected salvation to focus on filth.
