Maggie Kennedy was just your average everyday earth woman—a college student with a part-time job, a boyfriend and too much homework. That all changed on the day she woke up in a strange, alien room, naked and tied to a soft bed. There she met the Amazons—a race of aliens who look like beautiful human women of all ethnicities and races, between six and eight feet tall, dressed in skimpy attire that appeared to be a mixture of futuristic and ancient Greek styles.  Besides their height, there was one more important difference from humans—rather than female sexual anatomy, the Amazons, to Maggie’s surprise, had the genitalia of a man, except far, far more impressive than that of any human man...

For a time Maggie lived in the beautiful, seaside Amazon city, meeting several other slaves-in-training: Cassidy, Laci, and Amanda, all becoming friends of hers. They were all being trained as doulas, or Amazon sex slaves... this changed her body chemistry, indeed her very internal composition... no human woman would be able to take an Amazon cock inside her, but her body changed so that she could do so comfortably.
