      Purpose is never pursued in isolation; it unfolds in community. We discover more of who we are by walking and serving alongside others. Scripture is filled with men and women who stepped into purpose not by chasing personal fulfillment, but through service. No gift should be buried. Ignoring it is not humility, it is disobedience.

      You were made on purpose and for a purpose. God didn’t make a mistake in your wiring. If He gifted you to write, write. If He placed music in your spirit, sing or play. If leadership is your gift, lead. This is the journey of purpose: discovery, growth, obedience.

      And yet, countless people die never using what God gave them, paralyzed by fear — fear of failure, rejection, or what others might say. That is why Scripture repeats the charge “fear not” nearly 365 times. Fear is a constant threat to purpose.

      David’s story proves this. He didn’t defeat Goliath because he had better weapons; he had greater faith. Armed with five smooth stones and a slingshot, he stepped onto the battlefield with no guarantee of victory, only the conviction that the fight was worth it.       Vision is a clear, Spirit-breathed picture of what God wants you to build— in your life, work, or ministry. It often begins as a stirring in your spirit, a glimpse of what could be. It’s supernatural instruction—a blueprint that guides you toward its fulfillment. God is both the Architect who designs it and the Builder who walks beside you to see it completed.

      The psalmist reminds us, “Except the Lord build the house, they labour in vain that build it” (Psalm 127:1).

      In other words, if God is not the Master Carpenter over the vision, every effort, no matter how sincere, will ultimately fall short.

      Throughout Scripture, we see what happens when God authors the plan and we build through His lens: Noah received a supernatural vision to build the ark. Solomon received a supernatural vision to build the temple.

      Each one began with God’s blueprint and was completed by God’s strength. Without vision, we wander. With it, we walk with direction.

      Proverbs 29:18 says, “Where there is no vision, the people perish.” Vision anchors you, keeps you focused, and moves you forward even when the path is difficult.

      Sometimes God will give you a vision so bold it has no precedent. There’s no mold for it. No blueprint. People might even call you crazy. But when God lets you see what others can’t, you have to dig deep in your spirit and partner with Him to bring it to life.

      Pursuing a God-given vision often means paying a price others aren’t willing to pay. The fruit is worth it, especially when you stay anchored to why you’re doing it and who will be blessed because you obeyed.

      Nearly every great visionary looked like a fool in the beginning. The critics were loud, but they kept plowing. And when the harvest came, not only were the doubters silenced, but something was birthed in the earth that brought monumental change.

      The voice of the Lord is the only “green light” you need to move forward with a vision. But expect opposition. There is an adversary who will fight vision on every front, sometimes through strangers, sometimes through friends, and yes, sometimes even through family. Their end game is simple: stop you.

      Build anyway. Keep going. If God is for you, who can be against you?

      I still remember the first time I stepped through the gates of Disneyland. They call it “the happiest place on Earth,” and for good reason. But for me, it wasn’t just the rides, the colors, or the thrill of the experience that lit me up inside. As I looked around at the wonder of it all, one thought kept running through my mind: What kind of visionary does it take to imagine something like this—and then actually bring it to life?

      The feeling was almost magical. I stood in awe of a man named Walt Disney, whose determination and relentless work turned a dream into a place that has inspired millions.       In the film industry, I am surrounded by visionaries, people who dare to see what isn’t there yet and have the courage to build it anyway. And for me, there are few things that light a fire in my soul more than that. Vision is a powerful thing. It can change a life. It can change the world.

      Nehemiah saw the walls of Jerusalem restored long before he picked up a brick. Paul received clarity for his missionary journeys before setting sail. God planted vision, then empowered them to carry it out step by step.

      Developing vision starts with seeking God’s heart — listening more than asking — and discerning how your gifts align with His greater plan. This process is rooted in prayer, Scripture, and intimacy with Him. As you walk with God, the Holy Spirit confirms, corrects, and expands the vision over time.

      Jeremiah 29:11 captures God’s heart for vision: “For I know the plans I have for you… plans to prosper you and not to harm you, plans to give you hope and a future.” Even when the present feels uncertain, vision rooted in His character carries you forward.

      Vision doesn’t require knowing every detail — just enough light for the next step. It’s less about controlling the future and more about trusting the One who holds it. And when vision is surrendered to Him, it becomes more than a personal goal; it becomes a Kingdom assignment.

      One thing is certain — God never gives a calling without also giving grace. His grace is His supernatural enablement. We don’t fulfill our calling by strength alone, but by His Spirit.

      And when you embrace that truth, you’re ready for the journey ahead — one that will challenge you, stretch you, and transform you.

      As we journey into the life of Joseph, my favorite Bible story, in Genesis 37–50, I’ll weave biblical insights, historical context, and personal reflections together. Some chapters take a narrative, story-driven approach, almost like a novel, to draw you deeper into Joseph’s world.

      But at every step, the goal is the same: to help you see yourself in the story. To remind you that your life is not random, your pain is not wasted, and your calling is far more beautiful, and far more necessary, than you may have imagined.

      The life of Joseph offers us a roadmap for navigating calling, character, and destiny. Through his journey, twelve foundational principles emerge, truths that will help you discover, endure, and fulfill the assignment God has placed on your life.

      These are not just lessons pulled from ancient history. They are living invitations. They call you to walk closer with God, to trust His process, and to respond faithfully in every season, whether you are in a pit, a palace, or somewhere in between.

      The story opens in Canaan, a land shaped by centuries of struggle, faith, and promise. Here, Jacob, son of Isaac and Rebekah, settled after a lifetime of wrestling with men and with God. His wandering feet finally paused, and in the stillness of this promised soil, another chapter in God’s unfolding narrative began.

      It was here, amid the layered dynamics of a blended household, that Joseph came of age. Born to Jacob in his later years, the son of his beloved Rachel, Joseph was more than a favored child; he was a child of promise. Though young, God was already shaping him in ways unseen, preparing him for a destiny no one yet imagined.

      These were not merely the first years of his life; they were the bedrock of his destiny. That truth applies to us all, our early years leave deep impressions, whether we grow up in the stability of a healthy home or the fractures of a troubled one. Those years press fingerprints into our souls, imprinting values, molding responses, and shaping our sense of self.

      Like clay on a potter’s wheel, our environment spins us into form, often before we realize it, preparing us for a future only God can see.

      For me, that shaping came through my grandmother, Martha, a woman of unshakable prayer and unwavering faith. She raised me during the first nine years of my life, a season that became a spiritual anchor I would return to again and again. Her voice taught me the Scriptures, her hands folded mine in prayer, and she led me into the life of the church, planting in me a familiarity with God’s Word that would never leave.

      Proverbs 22:6 says, “Train up a child in the way he should go, and when he is old he will not depart from it.”

      The truths planted in childhood may lie dormant for a season, but they are not lost. They remain, waiting for the heart to turn home. I am living proof. Even in my rebellious teenage years, I could not outrun the values she gave me. In moments of temptation, her teachings whispered to my spirit and pulled me back from crossing certain lines. Eventually, those seeds bore fruit. What I once resisted became the foundation I stood on.

      Joseph, too, had roots planted early — the faith of his fathers, the covenant stories of Abraham and Isaac, and the worship of Yahweh woven into daily life.

      He was born into a Hebrew family led by Jacob, a semi-nomadic shepherd whose days followed the rhythm of herding livestock, living off the land, and trusting the God of Abraham. But the real complexity was in the family itself. Jacob had two wives, Leah and Rachel, and two concubines, Bilhah and Zilpah. From them came twelve sons and one daughter. Joseph, Rachel’s firstborn and Jacob’s true love’s child, held a place in his father’s heart no one else did.

      Worship of Yahweh was not abstract; it was life. Around campfires beneath the stars, Joseph absorbed stories of covenant promises and divine encounters — the bedrock of his belief in God’s sovereignty.

      But the family tent was also where he learned the cost of being set apart. His father’s favoritism put a target on his back, and the jealousy was impossible to miss.

      Maybe you know that feeling. Maybe your home was marked by favoritism, rivalry, or wounds that never healed. That is what makes Joseph’s story more than history. It is a mirror.

      At seventeen, Joseph wasn’t just disliked — he was HATED. To his brothers, he was an arrogant brat wrapped in privileges they’d never touch. And nothing fueled it more than the robe.

      Jacob had given him a “coat of many colors,” an extravagant garment reserved for royalty in the ancient Near East, the kind of status symbol today you’d compare to Burberry, Louis Vuitton, or Louboutin. It was a wearable proclamation: Joseph was different.

      I remember visiting Rodeo Drive back in 2006. A friend and I stepped into a luxury store to browse, only to be told, “You need an appointment to shop here.” In that moment, I understood. Some spaces, and the status they represent, are not for everyone. Joseph’s robe carried that same message.

      Traditionally, the firstborn held the highest honor, but Joseph was not the firstborn. Jacob’s gift may have signaled an intent to elevate him above the others, and they saw it. Each time he wore it, they felt pushed aside. The robe became more than clothing; it was a dividing line.

      That jealousy ran deeper than fabric. It was rooted in their mothers’ rivalry. Leah bore many sons but never won Jacob’s heart. Rachel, barren for years, remained his beloved, and when she finally bore Joseph, he became the living emblem of that love. Favoritism for Rachel now extended to her son, and Leah’s children felt it like an open wound.

      Joseph’s story warns of jealousy’s corrosive power. From Cain and Abel onward, Scripture shows how envy twists into destruction when left unchecked. Jealousy rarely comes from another’s success, but from what that success exposes in us. Cain eliminated what revealed his inadequacy.

      Emotion isn’t sin, but what we do with it matters. The antidote is redirection: turning comparison into gratitude and envy into inspiration.

      I make it a priority to celebrate the wins of others, often by sharing their accomplishments on social media. It keeps my heart anchored in God’s call for my life, guarding me from the envy and jealousy that so easily lead into the trap of comparison.

      Jealousy begins quietly, but if fed, it shapes choices that can alter lives.

      The story of Saul and David is a sobering portrait of jealousy left unchecked. What began as admiration turned into animosity after one public comparison:

      It was meant as celebration, but to Saul it sounded like the erosion of his authority and the fading of his glory. The applause for David pierced deeper than any sword, striking at the fragile core of his identity.

      As king, Saul’s self-worth was tied to military success and public image. David’s rising fame wasn’t just an insult, it was an existential threat. The qualities that had once made Saul great, such as leadership, courage, and God-given anointing, were now obscured by his fixation on another man’s applause.

      Instead of championing David’s victories as his own, Saul saw a rival. Jealousy distorted his vision, turning a national hero into a personal enemy.

      His unraveling shows the cost of letting jealousy fester: it blinds, isolates, and destroys. And in this case, it began with a song. Stories like Saul’s aren’t confined to the pages of Scripture. We see them echoed in history, in headlines, and even in film.

      In Gladiator’s opening, Commodus rides beside his father, Emperor Marcus Aurelius, eyes full of expectation and hunger for validation. But the emperor’s praise goes to Maximus, the courageous, loyal general—not his son.

      Commodus’s face flickers: envy, humiliation, longing. His father exalts Maximus’s integrity and valor, traits Commodus longs to claim. In that quiet, devastating moment, jealousy takes root.

      It’s more than compelling drama; it’s a study in social comparison—measuring worth against others. Commodus doesn’t just see his father’s approval; he internalizes it as denial of his own worth. The accolades magnify insecurity, fueling resentment into obsession. His fragile identity becomes tethered to one desperate goal: surpass or destroy the man who outshines him.

      Both Saul and Commodus feared being replaced. For Saul, David’s success was prophecy of his decline. For Commodus, Maximus’s honor proved his inadequacy. In both cases, envy didn’t stay private—it spilled into the public sphere, destabilizing empires and unraveling relationships. Jealousy, unchecked, becomes tyranny.

      Saul’s spiral came through violent attempts to kill David, hurling spears, setting ambushes, weaponizing authority, all to protect himself. Yet when David had chances to retaliate, he chose mercy, revealing a sharp contrast between godly character and human insecurity. His restraint became one of the clearest testaments to faith and integrity.

      Commodus followed a darker path. Learning his father planned to name Maximus heir, his insecurity turned lethal. In the night, he smothered Marcus Aurelius and seized the throne. But power gained by betrayal is never secure. Restless, he ordered the execution of Maximus and the slaughter of his family. Maximus escaped, but the blood spilled began a reckoning. Like David to Saul, Maximus embodied what the insecure heart fears most: strength wrapped in humility.

      The parallels are chilling—both Saul and Commodus saw loyalty as threat, alienated allies, and died isolated: Saul on the battlefield, Commodus in the arena, stripped of the glory they fought to keep.

      David and Joseph both, however, model leadership born not from ambition but obedience. David’s victories were moral and spiritual as much as military, springing from a heart aligned with God. Saul’s downfall was more than poor leadership—it was the slow unraveling of a man who lost his anchor, tumbling headlong into the trap of comparison. The people’s song didn’t just anger him; it exposed the void left by God’s absent favor.

      Saul’s story warns of the cost of disobedience and the fragility of power without God’s presence. His paranoia, tormented spirit, and obsession with David reflect a soul in freefall. David’s rise, by contrast, was marked by restraint, integrity, and a refusal to seize what God hadn’t yet released.

      This moment in Israel’s history is a meditation on true leadership: it’s not public approval that sustains a leader, but alignment with God’s will. Applause fades, but divine favor rests on those who walk humbly. In an age of likes, votes, and viral moments, Saul and David’s story still reminds us—God’s endorsement outweighs any crown man can offer.

      My favorite actor, Denzel Washington, once said his mother told him: “Man gives the award. God gives the reward.”

      Ephesians 5:1 exhorts us to “be imitators of God.” The Greek word mimētēs means more than mimicry—it’s about embodying His character. To imitate God is to mirror His love, reflect His grace, and walk in His righteousness until His nature shapes the framework of our lives.

      Today, “image” is often reduced to something curated and filtered. Social media and personal branding can shift focus from inner worth to outward perception. The danger? Building identity on the fragile foundation of public opinion.

      Returning to tselem reveals the truth: our value is already stamped by God. We don’t create identity; we reflect it. When we know our worth comes from Him, we’re freed from manufacturing personas and can focus less on being seen and more on being transformed.

      I’m not condemning all personas—many are simply creative expressions. The point is deeper: our identity must be rooted in Him. This isn’t surface-level behavior but an inward work the Holy Spirit shapes through His Word.

      Opening chapter 1 by exposing the devastating effects of comparison was intentional. When we are secure in who we are, before titles, roles, or recognition, it shapes how we think, act, and respond to what God has called us to do. Envying someone else’s dream never ends well.

      This truth reframes the stories we have explored: Cain and Abel, Saul and David, Commodus and Maximus. In each, misplaced identity and unmanaged emotion exploded into jealousy, comparison, and destruction. These are not just cautionary tales; they are mirrors reflecting humanity’s struggle with self-worth.

      Cain couldn’t bear Abel’s favor with God. Saul unraveled when David’s victories outshone his own. Commodus collapsed under the weight of his father’s admiration for Maximus. In each case, envy grew from a heart unanchored in true identity.
