Additionally, shorter videos tend to have higher completion rates due to their brevity. By considering these factors, creators can tailor their content to maximize watch time and replayability, which the algorithm favors.

TikTok is a trend-driven platform where trending sounds, effects, and hashtags can dramatically increase a video’s visibility. The algorithm often promotes videos that align with current trends, as they tend to have higher engagement rates.
