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Chordates are well represented in marine, freshwater and terrestrial habitats from the Equator to the high northern and southern latitudes.


-  Adaptation: It is a feature produced by natural selection for its current function.



- Coadaptation: In order to live in symbiotic or parasitic relationship, species must be adapted to each other.

-  A phylogenetic tree: It is a tree showing the evolutionary  relationships among   various

biological species.


-  Analogy: study the different structures with the similarity in their function.

E.g. the wings similarity of insects and birds.




-  Homology: study the similarity in structures with the difference in their function.

E.g. middle ear bones in mammals are homologous to some of the jaw bones in fish.




-  Comparative anatomy: study of similar morphological features across different species.




-  Diversity: a measure of the variety of the Earth's animal, plant, and microbial lineages.
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
