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This book is dedicated to those who live and lead in faithful stewardship of their God-given talents.
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Every builder faces a choice long before results appear. The choice is not whether to build, because building is unavoidable for those who lead. The choice is whether the work will be governed by God’s authority or directed by the builder’s own priorities once pressure enters. That decision is often made quietly, through patterns rather than declarations, and its consequences accumulate over time.

This book is written for leaders who have already discovered that success does not resolve that choice. Growth can intensify it. Responsibility can complicate it. Opportunity can disguise it. Many Christian entrepreneurs reach a point where the work looks fruitful, the systems function, and the outcomes impress others, yet something underneath feels increasingly constrained.
