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INT. SPACE – SPACETIME
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We look in awe at the infinite universe around us. Countless stars flicker in the distance while the occasional meteor passes by in great haste. Other than that, nothing besides the strange peace that fills the empty void between the stars takes up the screen. Suddenly, out of nowhere, a large cigar-shaped craft appears. As it approaches, its spiked, almost cactus-like appearance is revealed to us. It bears a striking resemblance to the type of ship that The Draconian Diplomat, Nanna, operated. However, this one appears to be many times larger. A SLIMY VOICE through radio static erupts from the silence of space.
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SLIMY VOICE (O.S.)

We have successfully

penetrated hostile

territory undetected,

sire, steadily closing

in on Saturn...
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We follow the huge starship as it moves out of frame, revealing the planet Saturn in the distance. The mighty Saturn City, which circles the planet like a ring, emits a strange, darkened glow as a sign of foreshadowing.
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INT. STARSHIP BRIDGE (DRACONIAN FLAGSHIP) – SPACETIME
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The bridge inside the cigar-shaped starship is laid out in almost complete darkness. Only a few light sources from various blinking buttons make it possible for us to see the conjectures of many reptilian-looking beings dressed only in loincloths, monitoring the various computer screens and keeping the starship on a steady course. A sliding door glides open, casting a blinding light from the well-lit hallway behind it. Onto the bridge steps a tall demon associating creature. Its tall and muscular body is covered with thick white scales and a head almost resembling that of a T-rex, the most vicious of the prehistoric dinosaurs. Despite only being dressed in a loosely hanging leather loincloth, the floor temples as he steps forward, sending a RUMBLING echo through the bridge and revealing the creature many times bigger than the rest of the reptilian crewman. A much shorter and skinnier reptilian approaches him from within the darkness of the Starships bridge. His Slimy voice appears to be the same we heard over the radio.
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SLIMY VOICE

Lord VALAC, sire!

I am honored to be

graced by your presence

on the bridge.
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The deep, growling voice of the tall white reptile fills the room with a cold chill.
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VALAC

Spare me your

flattering UGTUK.

I have come to

witness our

approach firsthand.
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UGTUK

Of course, sire!

We are entering

orbit as we speak.

Cannons are

already locked

on target.
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VALAC

Good...
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EXT. THE TEMPLE OF ONE (THE CITY OF SATURN) – DAY

Through the artificial atmosphere of the city of Saturn, the cigar-shaped starship is seen gliding in with an ominous presence, completely darkening the sky above the tall stone temple of the One. Panic strikes the worshippers on top of the temple, who struggle and push one another to get down from the tall step pyramid. In the midst of the crowd, a birdlike figure desperately tries to calm down the followers.  As we zoom in closer, it is revealed to us that the birdlike figure is a BLUE AVIAN.
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BLUE AVIAN

Be calm, my brothers

and sisters.

The law of one

is strong.

Do not be frightened,

as that is the law

of lesser beings!
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As the starship reaches the middle of the temple, a bright beam of light suddenly shoots out from it, directly hitting the small piece of surface on which the Blue Avian rests, creating a cone shape of light, blinding everyone in his presence, and with an invisible force, the beam begins to drag the birdlike figure upwards, up into the ship. As the Blue Avian is abducted, the panic down below races on, now in an even greater intensity.
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INT. THRONE ROOM (DRACONIAN FLAGSHIP) – SPACETIME
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The Blue Avian hits the floor with a BANG as the two reptilian crewmen who brought him there throw him down in front of a mighty throne.  As the scared Blue Avian looks up, he is met with an evil pair of dark yellow eyes. It is the eyes of Valac. Valac stares down the Blue Avian with an almost indifferent expression on his scaly face.
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BLUE AVIAN

Your war is pointless!

I beg of you,

turn your armies

around and leave

in peace.

You too can learn

the great powers

of One!
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Valac rises from his throne. The room rumbles like thunder as he moves around the bird-like creature in a circle.
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BLUE AVIAN

The great mysteries

of the universe are

yet to be discovered!

Peace is the way

to uncover it!

The law of One

commands it!

The deep voice of Valac interrupts the Blue Avian.
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VALAC

I obey only

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For a brief moment, the two creatures lock eyes—the Blue Avian’s, scared and flickering, Valac’s cold and malicious.
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VALAC

And with a brutal display of power, he rips the poor creature in half, sending guts and blood flying and splattering in every direction of the throne room. Pieces of the Blue Avian land on the floor, forming a pile of torn flesh and ripped bones.
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VALAC

If this puny creature

is the true philosophy

behind the federation,

then victory

will be swift and brutal.

Such is the law

of the Draconian Empire.
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EXT. THE TEMPLE OF ONE (THE CITY OF SATURN) – DAY
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Above the temple of One, the cigar-shaped starship unleashes an inferno of flames and destruction as its cannons open fire on the defenseless city of Saturn, burning the temple to the ground. As we zoom out, we see how an enormous armada of starships appears in the sky out of the black emptiness of space. The Draconian fleet has arrived.
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INT. PRIVATE QUARTERS (VENUS STATION) – SPACETIME
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Bright stars embedded in a reddish glow shine through the small windows inside the private quarters of the three thieves of Ur, MALAH (27), HAZI (21), UTEN (18), and their loyal companion, the female Neanderthal warrior, BOO. As we enter the room, the sound of CHEERING and PHYSICAL EXHAUSTION can be heard. It is soon revealed that the sound stems from Hazi and Boo, who sit across each other at a small metal table built into the floor in the midst of an arm-wrestling competition, while Uten, the youngest brother, cheers on in good spirit. The two combatants appear to be quite similar in strength.
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UTEN

Come on, brother!

You almost got her!

Just a little bit more.
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Hazi replies to his brother in an exhausted and desperate tone.
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HAZI

Be quiet!

I almost got her!
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Hazi’s arm lands on the table with a BANG! Boo looks upon the strongest of the three brothers with a confident smile, not even a drop of sweat on her face.
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UTEN

That's three times

in a row that she's

beaten you, brother!

And look,

not even a trace

of sweat on her face.
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Hazi answers with an angry voice, his pride clearly wounded.
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HAZI

Yah, Yah...

I let her win!
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UTEN

(Teasing)

Of course you did,

brother.
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BOO

Boo Stuu!

searching the hallways

in pursuit of that lady,

COMMANDER YAH.

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UTEN

But she is so serious?
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HAZI

Exactly the boring

type that Malah

would fall for.

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UTEN

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INT. HALLWAY (VENUS STATION) – SPACETIME
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Down the hallway, which makes out the rounded corridor that spans all around the Venus Station as a kind of main road through the complex, we meet Malah, walking in a slow tempo while gazing out into space through the large panorama windows that make up the sides of the hallway. His facial expression seems restless. While he stares out the window, his eyes catch a glimpse of a shooting star, but just as fast as it appears, it disappears again, lost in the endless ocean of space. Suddenly, from the side, Commander Yah, an alien of the Nordic species and one of the commanding officers from Ashtar Command, steps into the frame.
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COMMANDER YAH

It's beautiful,

isn't it?

Still no news on when

we are allowed to leave.
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COMMANDER YAH

And you are eager

to get back to your planet?

Back to Earth?
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MALAH

That's the question:

do I really want to go back?
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The commander starts laughing.
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COMMANDER YAH

(Laughing teasingly)

Malah, the brave

thief of Ur,

the Man who destroyed

the Draconian diplomat

and laid waste

to his evil plans.

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MALAH

(Smiling)

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Her sentence gets cut short as the voice of the VENUS STATION ANNOUNCER echoes through the hallway through a loudspeaker in the ceiling.
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VENUS STATION ANNOUNCER (O.S.)

Malah, Hazi, Uten,

and Boo,

please present yourself

before the station

commander.
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Surprised, Malah looks at the commander.
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COMMANDER YAH

We better go;

Orthon does not

like waiting.
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INT. TOWER (VENUS STATION) – SPACETIME
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As Malah and Commander Yah enter the tower of the Venus Station, they are greeted by Hazi, Uten, and Boo, who are already standing in the middle of the room.
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
