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THE PUSH—PULL PLAYBOOK

Introduction: The Power of the In-Between

Think about the last romance novel that actually kept you up until three in the morning. It probably wasn’t the big, flashy scenes that did it. It wasn’t the five-alarm fire sex scenes or the dramatic airport chases. It was the quiet stuff. It was that specific moment that doesn’t make a sound but changes everything. 

It’s that split second right before a kiss. It’s the way two people look at each other across a crowded room and suddenly realize they aren’t just strangers anymore. It isn’t a confession. It isn’t a promise. It’s just... a shift. 

That’s the “almost” moment. It’s where something is about to happen, but hasn’t yet. The air gets heavy. The silence gets loud. You know the feeling—when you’re reading and you suddenly realize you’ve forgotten to breathe? That’s what we’re talking about here. 

Most people think romance is about the “get.” They think it’s about the two characters finally realizing they’re soulmates and living happily ever after. But if you’re a writer, you know the truth: the magic isn’t in the ending. It’s in the holding back. It’s in the hesitation. It’s in everything the characters don’t say.

Tension lives in that space. It’s not about giving the reader what they want; it’s about making them wait for it until they’re practically begging. That’s what makes a story stick with someone. When you resolve things too fast, the story is over. But when you play with that tension, you create something the reader can’t put down.

Push–pull is how we build that tension. It’s a rhythmic dance between wanting someone and being afraid to have them. It’s the movement toward each other and the sudden step back. It gives the story its heartbeat. Without it, your book is just a list of things that happen. With it, your book becomes an experience.

This playbook is about mastering that rhythm. We’re going to talk about how to make your characters want each other so bad it hurts, but also why they stay apart. We’re going to dive into the “almosts” and the “not yet” moments that make readers fall in love with your writing. This isn’t just an accessory for your plot. It’s the foundation of everything we do as romance authors.

Chapter One: Defining Push–Pull

At its simplest level, push–pull is just two feelings working against each other at the same time. It’s the internal tug-of-war your characters are going through. If you want to write a story that feels deep and real, you have to understand these two forces.

First, you have Desire. This is the “pull.” It’s that basic, human need to be close to someone else. It starts as curiosity—“Who is this person?”—and then it sharpens into attraction. It’s that feeling when you realize someone else is different from everyone you’ve ever met. They matter. You want to know what they’re thinking, how they smell, what they’re like when they’re alone. It’s the magnetic force that draws your characters together even when they’re trying to stay apart.

Second, you have Resistance. This is the “push.” Resistance is the voice in your character’s head that says, “Stop. This is a bad idea.” It’s the wall they build to keep themselves safe. Resistance isn’t just a random obstacle like a flat tire or a busy schedule. True resistance is personal. It’s rooted in who the character is. Maybe they’ve been hurt before. Maybe they have a secret they can’t share. Maybe they think they don’t deserve love. Whatever it is, it makes the idea of getting close feel dangerous.

When you put desire and resistance in the same room, you get tension. 

One of the biggest mistakes writers make is thinking that tension is just about keeping characters apart for as long as possible. They’ll use “miscommunication” or some silly external problem to drag things out. But readers can smell that from a mile away. It feels fake. It feels like the author is just messing with them. 
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
