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The Pivot Points indicator is a widely used tool in technical analysis, particularly among day traders, that helps determine potential intraday support and resistance levels.

Pivot points are mathematically derived price levels based on the market's performance from the previous trading period (usually the previous day).

Key Concepts

●  Pivot Point (PP): This is the main, central level. It's typically calculated as the average of the previous period's High (H), Low (L), and Close (C) prices:

PP = (H+L+C​) / 3

●  Support and Resistance Levels: Using the Pivot Point as a base, several pairs of support (S) and resistance (R) levels (commonly S1,S2,S3 and R1,R2,R3) are calculated.


○  Resistance levels (R) are price ceilings where a rising price may pause or reverse.

○  Support levels (S) are price floors where a falling price may pause or reverse.



Interpretation and Use

1.  Market Sentiment: The Pivot Point acts as a benchmark for the current trading period:


○  If the price is above the Pivot Point, it suggests a bullish (upward) market sentiment.

○  If the price is below the Pivot Point, it suggests a bearish (downward) market sentiment.



2.  Trading Signals: Traders use the calculated levels to guide their decisions:


○  Reversals: Traders might look to buy near the support levels (S1,S2,S3) and sell or short near the resistance levels (R1,R2,R3), expecting the price to bounce off these barriers.

○  Breakouts: If the price breaks significantly above a resistance level or below a support level, it can signal a continuation of the trend or a breakout, leading to further movement in that direction.



Pivot points are considered a leading indicator because they provide pre-determined price levels at the start of the trading period, offering an objective framework for decision-making. They are often combined with other technical indicators for confirmation.

The position of the current price relative to the Central Pivot Point (PP) dictates the session's overall bias:

●  Bearish Bias: The market opens or trades below PP and is expected to test support levels (S1,S2,S3).

●  Range-Bound Bias: The market trades tightly between S1 and R1, indicating indecision or consolidation.

2. Strategic Timeframe Use

Pivot points aren't just for daily charts. Advanced traders adjust the calculation period to match their holding time:
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A key technique is to look for confluence, where a daily pivot level (e.g., S1) aligns closely with a major weekly or monthly pivot level. This confluence zone is a high-probability area for a strong reversal or breakout.

3. Integrating Price Action and Volume

The true power of pivot points is unlocked when they are used to confirm price action, not just act as standalone signals.
