Contra is a platform made for people who want to build their freelance brand. It’s clean, it’s client-focused, and they don’t take any fees from your payments. Yes, you keep 100% of your money.

Workello is built for writers, editors, and QA testers. That’s all they do. No logo design. No web dev. Just content-related jobs. If that’s your thing, you’re already one step ahead.

And these are just three of the many we’ll talk about in this book.

Why These Platforms Work Better for Beginners

Let’s say you just learned how to write blog posts, or maybe you’re good at editing videos, or setting up Notion dashboards for people. You jump on Fiverr or Upwork and try to find work. But guess what?

You’re one of 20,000 people offering the exact same service.

You don’t have reviews yet, so clients don’t trust you.

You don’t know how to write the perfect proposal, so your messages get ignored.

You don’t want to work for peanuts, but every other seller is charging $5.

What happens?

You get frustrated. You give up. You tell yourself freelancing doesn’t work.

But it does work. You were just in the wrong place.

Now imagine going to a smaller website that only has a few hundred people offering your service.

Also, smaller platforms often don’t take a huge cut from your payments. Fiverr takes 20%. Upwork takes up to 20% too, depending on how much you’ve earned with a client. But platforms like Contra? They don’t take anything. Zero. You keep what you earn.
