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      How can we know the truth hidden in the Tabernacle?’

      The Tabernacle system that God spoke of in the Old Testament has been a subject of great interest to all who seek to explore the Word of the Bible.

      However, just like the peak of Mount Sinai that was hidden by clouds, the revelation of God that He intended to show through the Tabernacle had been hidden, so even seekers within Christianity could not discover the clear spiritual lessons through the Tabernacle.

      

      This was the will of God. ‘And He said, “Go, and tell this people: ‘Keep on hearing, but do not understand; Keep on seeing, but do not perceive’” (Isaiah 6:9).

      All of God’s words are words of revelation that can never be understood or realized—unless one listens with a heart that fears God, truly acknowledges one’s own sinfulness with humility, and listens with a heart that believes and gives thanks for how God has perfectly saved such a one destined for hell.

      In other words, they are words of revelation that can only be seen if God opens them up and shows them.

      

      In this way, all the words of the Bible are rightly interpreted and become living and active only in the light of the gospel of the water and the Spirit.

      Only after I was born again through the gospel of the water and the Spirit did I come to correctly understand and realize, one by one, the Word of God concerning the Tabernacle system.

      Previously, even to me, the Tabernacle was nothing more than a fossilized historical relic that once appeared and then disappeared within the national history of Israel.

      But now, it is established at the center of my life of faith as the place of grace where the living God meets me.

      It was like the wonder experienced by one who was born blind and then met the Lord and came to see.

      How precisely and meticulously the words about the Tabernacle reveal our Savior Jesus Christ and His work of salvation!

      And how vividly the Lord is speaking to me in the present tense through the systems of the Tabernacle!

      

      With an earnest heart, desiring that you, the readers, would also pass through the gate of the Tabernacle courtyard with true faith and enter into this world of wonder and fully enter the golden house that the Lord has given, I came to write this book.

      I am confident that this Tabernacle, which is the delicate portrait of Jesus Christ, will be clearly engraved in the hearts of all who read this book.

      And I am assured that they will meet the perfect work of salvation accomplished by Jesus when He came to this earth, through the gospel of the water and the Spirit.

      

      People sometimes distort history. Therefore, there must also be those who correct distorted history.

      Today, many believers within Christianity also believe in a distorted way concerning the gospel of the water and the Spirit. Therefore, we must correct the truth of the distorted gospel.

      

      Today, people neither properly understand nor believe the fact that the Son of God came to this earth, took on all the sins of all sinners through the baptism He received from John, and saved them from all sins through the blood He shed on the cross.

      Therefore, we must correct this distorted truth of salvation and establish it rightly again.

      Now we must reveal what the gospel of the removal of sins accomplished through the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and the fine twisted linen shown at the gate of the Tabernacle truly is.

      The truth of this gospel that we preach will become a great gift of joy to you who live in the last days.

      

      In science, above all, the foundation is important. Just as foundational knowledge is necessary in science, it is the same principle that we must properly understand and believe in the gospel of the water and the Spirit.

      Even regarding the Tabernacle, it is generally the case that many people do not know the basic truth of the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and the fine twisted linen revealed in the Tabernacle. This is the reality of Christians today.

      Therefore, we see that there are many problems in their souls because of sin.

      Thus, true knowledge of the removal of sins can only be obtained by properly knowing the gospel of salvation revealed in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and the fine twisted linen shown in the Tabernacle.

      

      However, it is truly heartbreaking to see that most Christians today do not have proper knowledge of the gospel of the water and the Spirit.

      Therefore, through the words of the Old and New Testaments, I would like to speak about the gospel of the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and the fine twisted linen revealed in the Tabernacle, and what the true truth of the removal of sins is.

      

      Today, what do people who are not born again say about what the blue thread used in the tabernacle means?

      Some say about the blue thread, “Because the sky is blue, it means that Jesus becomes God”—and say no more than that.

      But the correct interpretation of the blue thread is that Jesus received baptism from John, took on the sin of the world, shed His blood on the cross, died, and rose again from the dead to become our perfect Savior.

      Therefore, now we must properly know and believe in the truth of the gospel revealed in the blue thread.

      Knowing the truth about the blue thread is closely related to knowing salvation from sin.

      The gospel of the removal of sins completed through the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and the fine twisted linen revealed in the Tabernacle gives great assurance in the faith that believes in the Lord as the Savior and clearly makes known what the truth of the removal of sins was.

      • WHAT IS THE SECRET OF THE BLUE THREAD SHOWN AT THE GATE OF THE TABERNACLE?

      In the Old Testament, the secret of the blue thread used at the gate of the Tabernacle is the truth in the New Testament that ‘Jesus took on the sin of the world through the baptism He received from John.’

      (Exodus 27:16: “For the gate of the court there shall be a screen twenty cubits long, woven of blue, purple, and scarlet thread, and fine woven linen, made by a weaver. It shall have four pillars and four sockets.”

      Matthew 3:15: ‘But Jesus answered and said to him, “Permit it to be so now, for thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.”’

      That is, the truth revealed in the blue thread tells us that Jesus, according to the will of God the Father, received baptism from John and took on the sins of mankind.

      The truth revealed in the blue thread also appears in 1 Peter 3:21, which says, “There is also an antitype which now saves us—baptism (not the removal of the filth of the flesh, but the answer of a good conscience toward God), through the resurrection of Jesus Christ.”

      Therefore, the truth spoken of by the blue thread used in the Tabernacle of the Old Testament is the baptism Jesus received from John (Matthew 3:15-16).

      

      If you rightly understand the word of truth revealed in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and the fine twisted linen used in the gate of the Tabernacle, it will be a great help in knowing the truth of salvation.

      Do you know that the baptism Jesus received from John is the absolute truth for the washing away of sins?

      Even if you believe in Jesus as your Savior, you must not be without the faith that correctly knows and believes the reason Jesus was baptized by John.

      If you believe in Jesus without knowing this truth, Jesus will bring no benefit to your soul.

      The Lord completely saved us from sin through the four ministries revealed in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and the fine twisted linen.

      Now, we must become those who truly know and believe in the removal of sins accomplished through the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and the fine twisted linen testified in the Tabernacle.

      • BUT WHAT ABOUT YOUR FAITH?

      If you think that the faith you have is correct, then you will not desire to know the truth of the blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      But if you are not certain that your current faith is correct, you must come before God with the faith that believes in the gospel of the removal of sins accomplished through the blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      The work of Jesus Christ revealed in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread used at the gate of the Tabernacle will correct your incorrect faith and wrong knowledge and lead you to the faith that believes in the true gospel.

      

      Are you perhaps holding to an assurance of salvation that you created yourself?

      Is your faith abiding in the faith that believes in the gospel of the water and the Spirit?

      If not, you are trapped in the framework of your own thoughts and, in believing in Jesus, you are loving Him one-sidedly from your own side.

      So, among Christians today, there are many who still have sin in their hearts yet are trapped in the frame of their own thoughts and believe themselves to be righteous.

      I am saying that right now, many people are believing and are assured of Jesus as the Savior while still inside the frame of their own thoughts.

      You must know that if you have sin in your own heart, even if you have thought of Jesus as your Savior and had your own kind of assurance within the frame of your fleshly thoughts, you are ultimately a sinner who must receive the punishment for sin.

      

      When one believes in Jesus as the Savior but does not realize the gospel truth that came through the blue, purple, and scarlet thread, yet thinks that they believe in Jesus well, it is an incorrect and vain faith.

      To have true faith, we must receive true salvation by believing in the gospel of water and the Spirit that came through the blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      If we stubbornly insist that we believe in Jesus well without realizing this true gospel truth, such people will not be able to escape the fearful wrath of God in the future.

      • THOSE WHO HAVE THE WRONG FAITH TODAY ARE THESE KINDS OF PEOPLE

      Among those who believe in Jesus as their Savior today, there are many who misunderstand and wrongly believe in Jesus.

      The faith of such people is the faith of those who do not believe in the fact that Jesus took on the sins of the world through the baptism He received from John.

      They believe that even if they do not believe the truth that Jesus took on the sins of the world by being baptized by John, they can be saved from all sins if they only believe in the shedding of Jesus’ blood.

      This kind of faith is very different from the gospel of water and the Spirit revealed in the Bible.

      There are many people in this world who have such wrong faith.

      They believe only in the blood that Jesus shed when He was nailed to the Cross as salvation, and think that they have been saved from all sins, but in reality, there is still sin in their hearts.

      They insist on their own thoughts, saying that even if Jesus did not come to this earth and receive baptism from John to take on the sins of the world, they can still be saved from all sins.

      So, they are convinced that only the blood Jesus shed on the Cross can save all the people of the world from sin, but in reality, they are in a state where they cannot escape from their own sins.

      However, God says that one must realize the truth of the gospel revealed in the gate of the Tabernacle court, made of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen, and be saved by faith.

      

      Some people, even though there is sin in their hearts, deceive their own hearts. But because there is sin in their hearts, they cannot deceive God.

      Those who deceive their own hearts actually have sin in their hearts, so God truly cannot dwell within them.

      Because we must turn away from wrong faith and believe in the true gospel, we must know and believe in the Word of God made with the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen shown in the gate of the Tabernacle, and thus be saved from all sins by faith.

      • WHY IS ABRAHAM’S FAITH RIGHT?

      In Genesis 17, God established the promise of blessing with Abraham through circumcision.

      On the other hand, in the sacrificial law of the Tabernacle, the sinner would lay hands on the sacrificial offering to transfer his sins to the sacrifice, causing the sacrifice to shed blood (Leviticus 1:4).

      God intended to give His people the removal of sins through the sacrificial offering, and He gave the sacrificial law in order to be with them forever.

      

      The promise of God that Abraham believed was as follows: “I will make you exceedingly fruitful; and I will make nations of you, and kings shall come from you” (Genesis 17:6). The covenant that God established with Abraham and his descendants was the blessing of salvation that came through circumcision (Genesis 17:5-10).

      By receiving circumcision, which was the sign of the covenant God commanded, Abraham and his descendants, the people of Israel, received the blessing of becoming God’s people.

      The circumcision of the Old Testament was fulfilled in the New Testament era through the baptism Jesus received from John.

      This speaks of the spiritual circumcision in which, by faith in the baptism Jesus received, one transfers all his sins to Jesus and the sins are cut off from his heart.

      In this spiritual circumcision, the salvation that comes not by human righteousness but by the righteousness of God is revealed.

      

      The covenant that God established with Abraham is fulfilled for us, who are now living in the New Testament era, only through true faith that believes in the spiritual circumcision accomplished through the baptism of Jesus.

      The people of Israel, in order to receive the forgiveness of their sins, laid hands on the head of the sacrificial offering to transfer their sins and wash them away.

      Because the sacrificial offering received the sins of the people of Israel through the laying on of hands, it shed the blood of sacrifice.

      Therefore, the people of Israel were able to remove all their sins by faith in the laying on of hands and the blood.

      That is, in the Old Testament, all sins were passed onto the sacrificial offering through the laying on of hands, and in the New Testament, all sins are removed by faith in the baptism Jesus received from John and the blood He shed on the cross.

      

      The truth of the removal of sins given by God is closely related to circumcision.

      Therefore, in order to believe in the love of God, one must know the truth of salvation that came through the gospel of the water and the Spirit, which is the reality of circumcision.

      God spoke about the Tabernacle beginning in Exodus chapter 25, and the purpose for which God gave the Tabernacle to the people of Israel was to remove their sins through the faith that believes in circumcision.

      Circumcision was an eternal and unchanging truth that brought the removal of sins and was planned by God before the foundation of the world.

      

      God acknowledged the faith of Abraham, who believed in the word of God, as righteousness.

      Noah also offered sacrificial offerings to God before the sacrificial law of the Tabernacle existed.

      Also, along with the sacrificial law of the Tabernacle, God has given to us, who are living in the New Testament era, the gospel of the water and the Spirit, which is the substance of the covenant promised to Abraham.

      Therefore, we must know that the faith of Abraham, the sacrificial law of the Tabernacle, and the gospel of the water and the Spirit given to us by Jesus in the New Testament era are closely and intimately paired together.

      Through this book, we must examine how the Tabernacle is related to Abraham’s faith and the gospel of the water and the Spirit, and receive and believe in the truth of salvation revealed in the Tabernacle in our hearts.

      • TABERNACLE

      The Tabernacle was the place where God dwelled. Also, the Tabernacle is the shadow of Jesus Christ, who is God that came in the flesh of man.

      

      The courtyard of the Tabernacle had a total of 60 pillars, all set on bronze bases.

      The main structure of the Tabernacle itself was a small tent built with 48 pillars.

      The fence of the Tabernacle courtyard was made of fine white linen and was supported by the 60 pillars.

      The gate of the courtyard was woven with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen. It was 2.5 meters high and 10 meters wide.

      This gate was located on the east side of the Tabernacle courtyard.

      

      When you enter through the eastern gate of the Tabernacle courtyard, woven with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen, you will see the altar of burnt offering.

      Past the altar of burnt offering, before entering the Holy Place, there is the laver.

      After passing the laver and entering the Holy Place, the lampstand is on the left, the table of showbread is on the right, and the altar of incense is in the center.

      Beyond the altar of incense, when you enter the Most Holy Place, the mercy seat (atonement cover) is placed over the Ark of the Covenant.

      

      The Tabernacle was the shadow of Jesus Christ who removed the sins of the people of Israel and all those who believe in Jesus.

      The Lord was the owner of the Tabernacle. And He is the Savior of our humanity who became the sacrificial offering to remove all people’s sins once and for all.

      

      The people of Israel sinned daily, but inside the Tabernacle courtyard, according to the prescribed sacrificial system, they could remove their sins by offering a flawless sacrifice.

      Therefore, anyone who believed in the sacrificial offering given according to the priest’s ministry and the law of sacrifice could receive the removal of sin as white as snow.

      Just like that, both the people of Israel and we, who are Gentiles, received the blessing of having all our sins cleansed and removed by believing in the baptism and the sacrificial blood of Jesus, who is the substance of the Tabernacle, and we came to live eternally together with the Lord.

      

      Not only the people of Israel but also all Gentiles can be freed from all sins only by believing in Jesus, who is the Lord of the Tabernacle.

      The Tabernacle teaches us what the gift of the removal of sins, which God gave to all people, is.

      Therefore, the Tabernacle was the substance of Jesus Christ.

      • WHEN THE TABERNACLE OF GOD IS SEEN FROM A DISTANCE

      Only the white fine linen curtain and the 60 pillars can be seen.

      The height of the pillars of the Tabernacle courtyard and the white fine linen is 2.25 meters, and the overall length of the courtyard is 45 meters (100 cubits), with a width of 22.5 meters (50 cubits).

      Also, even from afar, only the gate of the Tabernacle courtyard is clearly visible.

      The gate of the Tabernacle courtyard, woven with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen, is 2.25 meters high and 9 meters wide.

      When seen from a distance, the courtyard gate of the Tabernacle appears extremely clear and distinct.

      

      Inside the white fence of the Tabernacle courtyard, there is the Tabernacle itself, which is divided into the Holy Place and the Most Holy Place.

      Since the inside of the Tabernacle is not open, when seen from outside, only the covering made of badger skins can be seen.

      For this reason, ordinary people cannot see the mercy seat, the altar of incense, the table of showbread, the lampstand, or the gold-covered boards inside the Tabernacle.

      

      The Most Holy Place and the Holy Place are covered with a covering woven with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen.

      This represents the holiness within the Most Holy Place and the Holy Place of God.

      God’s holiness is not something anyone can easily obtain.

      To those who have not entered the Holy Place, only the laver, the altar of burnt offering, the courtyard gate, the white fine linen curtain, the priests, and the sacrificial offerings outside the Holy Place are visible.

      Therefore, only those who have entered the Holy Place can see the gold-covered walls, the lampstand made of beaten gold, the golden altar of incense, and the golden table of showbread.

      This means that only those who have entered God’s Holy Place can see His glorious church.

      God has blessed everyone who enters the Holy Place to see and enjoy His glory.

      • THE WHITE FENCE OF THE WHITE CURTAIN SURROUNDING THE TABERNACLE OF GOD

      The white fence of the curtain speaks of the holiness of God.

      “For this is the will of God, your sanctification” (1 Thessalonians 4:3).

      “For God did not call us to uncleanness, but in holiness. (1 Thessalonians 4:7).

      “Our Father in heaven, Hallowed be Your name” (Matthew 6:9).

      As is clearly stated in the teaching of the Lord’s Prayer, the white curtain of the Tabernacle represents the holiness of God.

      

      Then, what must a sinner who is not holy do to become one with the holy God?

      To become one family with God, one must first believe in the gospel of the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and receive the removal of sins.

      The blue, purple, and scarlet thread and the fine twisted linen used in the Tabernacle declare that only those who know and believe in the gospel of the removal of sins can be saved from sin, become holy children of God, and become one family with the holy God.

      

      The white fine linen curtain hung on the 60 pillars of the Tabernacle urges sinners to receive the removal of sins.

      • THE GATE OF THE TABERNACLE COURTYARD

      The gate of the Tabernacle courtyard is a beautiful gate woven with four kinds of thread.

      In this gate is hidden the method of salvation that the Lord Himself made to save sinners.

      

      Man has sin. The wages of that sin is death.

      However, to save man from sin, God did four works and saved all people from their sins.

      To reveal this truth, God had the gate of the Tabernacle courtyard woven in a beautiful pattern using four kinds of thread: blue, purple, scarlet thread, and fine twisted linen.

      The four distinct kinds of thread used in the gate of the Tabernacle show the method of the Lord’s work of salvation when He saved sinners.

      • THE WORK OF THE THREADS IS AS FOLLOWS

      [image: black small square] What is the blue thread?

      It refers to the baptism of Jesus.

      In Matthew 3:15, the Lord said to John, who was baptizing, “Permit it to be so now, for thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.”

      This means that the Lord took upon Himself all the sins of all sinners in the world through water baptism (the blue thread).

      The reason the blue thread was used as a material in making the gate of the Tabernacle courtyard was to show that Jesus, having come to this earth, received baptism from John and thereby took upon Himself the sins of the world.

      

      The blue thread in the Old Testament referred to the laying on of hands by which a sinner transferred his sin to the sacrificial offering during the burnt offering or sin offering (Leviticus 4:27).

      Therefore, God used the blue thread as one of the materials in making the gate of the Tabernacle courtyard.

      Every sinner who wished to receive the removal of all sins had to believe in the baptism that Jesus, who is the substance of the blue thread, received from John—Jesus, who is the reality of the blue thread.

      

      [image: black small square] The purple thread represents that “Jesus is God.”

      In other words, the purple thread signifies that Jesus, who is God, is the Messiah and Savior who saved sinners from all sin.

      Before Jesus was crucified, He wore a scarlet robe.

      Jesus, who is essentially God, came to this earth to save His people, who were made in the image of God, from all the sins of the world.

      (Matthew 27:28, “And they stripped Him and put a scarlet robe on Him.” Philippians 2:6, “Who, being in the form of God, did not consider it robbery to be equal with God.”

      Jesus, as King and God, became the sacrificial offering to save His people, and He saved us sinners from all our sins (1 John 1:1-3).

      

      The method by which all sinners were saved from sin was through the blue thread of Jesus (Jesus’ water baptism: to fulfill all righteousness (Matthew 3:15), the scarlet thread (Jesus being crucified on the cross and giving us life), and the purple thread (Jesus is God).

      Jesus is the King of kings, and as God, in order to save His people from sin, curse, and judgment, He Himself, who is God, became a man.

      Jesus, who came in the flesh, saved all the sinners of the world through the blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      Therefore, Jesus became the door of salvation for sinners (John 10).

      

      [image: black small square] What is the scarlet thread?

      It refers to the death of Jesus on the cross, who was judged in place of sinners, and to the blood He shed that gave life to sinners.

      Regarding the door of the Tabernacle, the scarlet thread speaks of Jesus’ death—who, after taking all sins upon Himself through His water baptism, paid the price of death on the cross because of those sins—and it means that Jesus gave us life.

      In Leviticus 17:11 it says, “For the life of the flesh is in the blood, and I have given it to you upon the altar to make atonement for your souls; for it is the blood that makes atonement for the soul,” and in Deuteronomy 21:23, “For he who is hanged is accursed of God.”

      So Jesus shed His blood and died on the cross.

      

      The reason Jesus died on the cross was because He had received all the sins of the sinners of the world through baptism, and it was to be cursed in their place for their sins.

      That Jesus shed His blood and bore all the curses is what the scarlet thread signifies.

      What the scarlet thread signifies is that Jesus gave His own life to people and delivered them from sin and judgment.

      • THE EVIDENCE THAT THE BLUE, PURPLE, AND SCARLET THREAD BECAME THE CONDITIONS OF SALVATION!

      That evidence is revealed in 1 John 5:5-8.

      1 John 5:5-8 says, “Who is he who overcomes the world, but he who believes that Jesus is the Son of God? (This is He that came by water and blood, even Jesus Christ; not with the water only, but with the water and with the blood. And it is the Spirit that beareth witness, because the Spirit is the truth. For there are three who bear witness, the Spirit, and the water, and the blood: and the three agree in one. —ASV)”

      

      Jesus, as the Savior of us humans, was the Son of God who came to this earth, and He became the door for sinners to enter the Kingdom of Heaven.

      The Lord surely saved sinners through the blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      And He clearly gave salvation through Jesus’ birth, water baptism, and the blood of the cross so that all people may know.

      He saved all sinners from sin through a clear truth (the water, the blood, and the Spirit) so that all sinners could see and believe.

      

      Since the gate of the Tabernacle courtyard was embroidered with blue, scarlet, and purple thread, anyone could easily find the courtyard gate.

      Therefore, the salvation made of the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and the fine twisted linen is by no means difficult to find.

      The removal of a person’s sin is not accomplished by works.

      Salvation is given only by faith in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread embroidered on the courtyard gate of the Tabernacle. This is consistent with God’s Word in 1 John 5:5-8 that salvation is given through water, blood, and the Spirit.

      

      Jesus became the Savior of sinners. Any sinner, if they acknowledge that they deserve to go to hell and only believe in ‘the baptism of Jesus, the blood of the cross, and that Jesus is God,’ will have their sins removed.

      It is through faith in Jesus’ baptism, the blood of the cross, and that Jesus is God, that we are freed from the judgment of our sins.

      Jesus is the door to the Kingdom of Heaven.

      

      “Nor is there salvation in any other, for there is no other name under heaven given among men by which we must be saved” (Acts 4:12).

      No one other than Jesus can save all people from their sins.

      There is no other mediator besides Jesus.

      John 10:9, “I am the door. If anyone enters by Me, he will be saved, and will go in and out and find pasture.”

      1 Timothy 2:5, “For there is one God and one Mediator between God and men, the Man Christ Jesus.”

      Matthew 3:15, ‘But Jesus answered and said to him, “Permit it to be so now, for thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.” Then he allowed Him.’

      All these words testify to this.

      

      Jesus came to this earth in the flesh and saved sinners through receiving baptism (blue thread) and shedding blood (scarlet thread).

      Therefore, Jesus became the door of salvation for all sinners.

      Just as the courtyard gate of the Tabernacle was woven with blue, purple, and scarlet thread, Jesus came to this earth and:

      First, through the baptism He received from John the Baptist, He took upon Himself all sin (became the atoning sacrifice).

      Second, after bearing the sins of sinners through His baptism, Jesus died in place of sinners and gave new life to those who believe.

      Third, this Jesus was fundamentally God.

      “In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth” (Genesis 1:1).

      “Then God said, “Let there be light”; and there was light” (Genesis 1:3).

      Jesus is the Logos God who created the heavens and all creation by His word.

      

      God commanded Moses to make the gate of the Tabernacle courtyard with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen.

      Jesus, being God, came in the flesh and, through the baptism He received and the death on the cross, completed the work of saving His people from all sin and making sinners into the righteous.

      These three ministries are the method and evidence by which sinners were saved from sin.

      

      The Apostle Paul says in Ephesians 4:5-6, “One Lord, one faith, one baptism; one God and Father of all, who is above all, and through all, and in you all.”

      This word points to the salvation from sin made with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen.

      

      We must know the true truth through the Tabernacle, and therefore we must receive the blessing of the removal of all our sins.

      May the holiness of God be upon you.
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The laver of bronze: The laver of bronze manifests that Jesus
Christ, who came to this earth in the flesh of a man, took upon
all the sins of mankind and washed them all away by being
baptized by John the Baptist.

The altar of burnt offering: The altar of burnt offering shows
us that Jesus Christ, taking upon all the sins of mankind onto His
body, shed His blood and died on the Cross to be condemned
vicariously for these sins.
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The Tabernacle: To dwell among the people of Israel, Jehovah
told Moses to build the Tabernacle. The people of Israel could
then meet God by receiving the remission of their sins by giving

their offerings according to the requirements of the sacrificial
system that He had given them.This Tabernacle was a detailed
portrait of Jesus Christ who would come to us in the New
Testament's time as our Messiah.
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
