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Why Pan-Satanism?

To describe reality, humans have created systems of symbols such as language and mathematics. Everything that exists and has been discovered by humans has been named using these symbols.

Language is a system of symbols used for communication, but it is also a symbolic carrier of human knowledge, expression of emotions, thoughts, and ideologies.

Mathematics is nothing more than another system of symbols used to describe reality. Mathematics is also a language that allows us to understand how the laws governing the universe work symbolically.

Religion expresses its values and ideas mainly through symbols. As Lindbeck writes:

“Nevertheless, regardless of their differences, all thinkers in this tradition ultimately locate meaningful contact with what is ultimately important to religion in the pre-reflective experiential depths of the self and regard the public and external features of religion as expressive and suggestive objectifications (i.e., non-discursive symbols) of inner experience.”

Therefore, Ecclesia Luciferi, starting from these definitions to describe reality as it perceives it, used its own system of symbols, which derives from its godless theology. Pan-Satanism is a metaphysical description of reality, using satanic symbolism as best reflecting the true nature of things according to Ecclesia Luciferi.

This description is based on philosophy, science, and theology, three fields that allow us to understand reality from a metaphysical and ontological point of view.

This text aims to present intellectually satisfying arguments in favor of the rationality of perceiving reality in the light of Ecclesia Luciferi's Satanism. It contains logical arguments explaining why it is justified to use the terms satanic and divine, among others, to describe the omnipotence of the godless nature in accordance with the godless theology of the Satanic System  Ecclesia Luciferi.

To conclude this introduction, a word of explanation about the symbols on the cover of this book.

The cover of the book Pan-Satanism features an image of a vulture against a black sun. What does this mean?

Well, the vulture is a master of survival in the realm of death.

Its survival essentially depends on its daily encounter with death. What is associated with disease, decay, and the end of existence, the vulture has made its abundant life. Living in a kind of symbiosis with death, the vulture contributes to the elimination of factors from nature that are harmful or even deadly to other living beings. That is why the ancient Egyptians considered vultures to be a symbol of the eternal cycle of death and rebirth because of their ability to transform the death they feed on into life.

For centuries, solar eclipses were considered in many religions to be a sign of the wrath of the gods, a bad omen, and a harbinger of disasters and misfortunes. Solar eclipses were also used by priests to control superstitious societies and force them to obey their authority. A solar eclipse is therefore a symbol of religions using fear of the unknown to control the faithful.

In fact, both of these phenomena are beautiful and natural in a godless system of things.

Therefore, the symbol of the vulture inscribed in the black sun belongs to the system of symbols of Ecclesia Luciferi and represents Pan-Satanism.
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The Pan-Satanist is an individualist. Therefore, in perceiving the Satanic Being—the Cosmos—as a divine entity, he may differ from, for example, an atheist in the specific, subjective emotions that this entity evokes in the Satanist.

The existence of the universe can be considered a brutal fact and one can be completely indifferent to it, or one can see the power and omnipotence of this self-organizing, eternal, and godless entity, understand one's relationship with it, and feel religious emotions towards it, in accordance with the definitions of what religious emotions are contained in this book.

A Satantic individualist of Ecclesia Luciferi, who is sensitive to classical music or other works of art, may differ from a person who is indifferent to them and who may perceive them completely differently, without emotion.

Pan-Satanism has the potential to give meaning to human life by showing man his rightful place in a coherent, amoral (beyond human definitions of good and evil) cosmos, in accordance with the natural, godless order of the world.

The eternal laws, physical forces, and chemical reactions that govern this self-organizing and ever-evolving omnipotent entity and occur within it have resulted in the necessity of the emergence of life and man.

Life is not a coincidence, but a necessity that results from the evolutionary laws of godless nature. Pan-Satanism Ecclesia Luciferi perceives man as a being who was born in the cosmos not by chance, but as a work of its satanic (in the theological sense, more on this later in the book) and godless natural laws.

Ecclesia Luciferi does not perceive the image of the world as it naturally is as a manifestation of its fall into the power of sin committed against a transcendent, invisible, anthropomorphic deity by a woman in a magical garden, consisting in eating a magical fruit, as a result of her being persuaded to do so by a talking snake.

Ecclesia Luciferi considers the universe to be metaphysically perfect and necessarily existing in the form in which it exists, which results from the action of perfectly just, ruthless, amoral laws governing nature.

The above characteristics, which bear the marks of divinity, are inherent to the satanic entity - the Cosmos.

If we consider the lack of deterministic characteristics to be one of the mysteries of the universe's existence, we will attribute another divine feature to it - inexpressibility.

The universe is greater and more mysterious than anything we know, and perhaps than anything we will ever know.

In amoral nature, in ecosystems, nothing happens by chance, and there are no unnecessary factors or organisms. All organisms and objects interact with each other. Everything develops according to the evolutionary laws of nature.

Nature shows signs of being guided by an unconscious intelligence.

It is the laws of nature and the forces governing the universe that possess these characteristics attributed to personality.

The universe is governed by the unconscious intelligence of its godless and impersonal laws. Paradoxically, intelligence and directionality are attributed to personality, another characteristic of divinity.

The cosmos is also omniscient in the sense that all knowledge is contained within it. All human knowledge comes from discovering the successive mysteries of this satanic entity.

Ecclesia Luciferi perceives the perfectly godless cosmos, that is, everything that exists: energy, matter, physical, chemical, and biological laws, all organisms, and humans as one entity.

Humans are subject to and completely dependent on the laws of nature, thanks to which they came into existence in the first place.

One could say that his father is the sun in the heart from which he was born, and his mother is the earth that feeds him.

More broadly, these bodies were created from other bodies and even larger cosmic systems.

Everything that exists interacts with each other and is subject to the godless eternal laws of the universe.

Ecclesia Luciferi sees in this unity perfection and ultimate good, further divine attributes.

This perfection stems from the harmony of the whole of this truly satanic being, in which life would not have come into being at all if its brutal, amoral, and godless laws were devoid of those characteristics proper to the theistic definition of sin.

This divine and satanic being is the ultimate good because it is our home and the home of our father, and it would never have given birth to us if it did not possess its satanic properties.

The power of the godless gospel - the mystery of godlessness lies in its simplicity.

Truth is only that which exists. Truth cannot be created, truth can only be discovered. All worlds and supernatural entities, by their very definition, lie outside the real. What is derived from the world of speculation and fantasy belongs to the world of speculation and fantasy. What is discovered belongs to reality. To describe the world, man created language. What he saw - he named, what he discovered he gave names to. When man recognized certain regularities governing the world, he called them laws. In this way man created science; mathematics, physics, chemistry, etc. Man did not create what exists in the world and the regularities that govern it, man named and described them in his own way. The nomenclature that has been given to everything that is already known is a product of man. In fact, it is secondary to what exists. Without these names given by man, things would not cease to exist.

Truth can be discovered, fantasies can be created and tried to make others believe that they are truth. Therefore, it does not matter whether we call something divine or satanic, good or evil, moral or amoral. Reality is indifferent to our definitions. However, in order to present specific views, one must use language invented by man. Therefore, the non-speculative truth, based on what has been discovered and named, and for the presentation of which I will use scientific and theological terminology, looks as follows:

The godless world is governed by fundamental, powerful and inviolable laws that guide its behavior and evolution, and by the real powers to which everything in existence is subject. Gravitational and electromagnetic forces are real forces, but there are still apparent forces such as the force of inertia. However, in the minds of some beings spawned by an ungodly nature, other forces have been created, which can be called imaginary forces, which have been called gods by these beings.

These forces, according to the most advanced theistic theological systems, are beyond time and space, beyond the possibility of actually knowing them, are unspeakable and incomprehensible, that is, they are actually beyond what is real and existing.

The real world governed by perfectly amoral and brutally just laws and forces, along with the laws of evolution and natural selection, is seen by theologians as something opposed to the theistic god. The world and the powers that govern it are therefore satanic.

Theologians driven by an existential fear of an unforgiving and inexorable reality have thus created an alternative reality in which belief in their fantasies gives them the narcotic joy of salvation from satanic reality. Indeed, reaching for drugs sometimes gives a sense of euphoric liberation from reality, but it cannot change the objective truth about the true nature of things.
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
