Chapter 1: General Framework of Business Taxation
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Taxes follow businesses like shadows follow people - always present, changing shape with the light, sometimes longer, sometimes shorter, but never completely disappearing. For anyone running a business, big or small, understanding taxation isn't about becoming an accountant. It's about survival.
