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Part I – The Clouded Mirror
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The heart, Al-Ghazali tells us, is not a lump of flesh beating in the chest.

It is the subtle centre of awareness — the place where understanding lives, where light can fall, and where truth can be reflected. It is the mirror by which we see ourselves and our Lord.

But like any mirror, it can grow clouded. The rust that settles upon it is not made of iron, but of heedlessness, pride, and noise. A mirror cannot show the sun if it is coated with dust; neither can a heart reflect the truth if it is covered in the soot of desire and distraction.

In the beginning, every soul is clear. The newborn does not yet know envy, arrogance, or deceit. The heart is polished by innocence, open to every light. Then the world begins its work — attachments, fears, ambitions, comparisons — and soon the surface is no longer clean. We start to see only ourselves, or worse, the distorted shapes of what we chase.

Al-Ghazali says the purpose of religion is to restore that clarity: not through argument or appearance, but through polishing. A person may read a thousand verses and never see the truth if the mirror remains unclean. Another may hear only a whisper of guidance and yet be transformed, because their heart was ready to receive it.

Every age has its own kind of dust. In the markets of Ghazali’s world, it was wealth and status, the fear of rulers, the chatter of scholars seeking praise. In ours, it is the endless noise of screens, the thirst for recognition, the illusion that speed is meaning. The surface of the heart is thin, and it catches every particle that drifts by.
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
