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Chapter 1

Introduction to John’s Gospel
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Prayer

Heavenly Father, we commit our study on the Gospel of John into Your hands. We pray for soft, receptive, teachable, and obedient hearts, in Jesus’ name, Amen. 

Authorship

Apostle John is the author of the Gospel of John according to the early church fathers and other evidences. John, the apostle that Jesus loved, was part of the inner circle of apostles Peter, James, and John. John, a cousin of Jesus, was a reliable eyewitness to the life of Jesus. John’s mother Salome and Jesus’ mother Mary were sisters. At the foot of the cross, Jesus entrusted His mother Mary to John’s care. John was the first apostle to believe in the resurrection of Jesus.

John and his brother James were the sons of Zebedee. James and John were fishermen from Galilee and so were Peter and Andrew. John wrote his Gospel for Jews and Gentiles. He presents Jesus as the incarnate Son of God who pre-existed and self-existed in eternity past. In this book, there are seven signs, and seven I AM statements to be discovered.

Date

John was the last Gospel to be written. Most scholars believed that Apostle John wrote it between AD 90-100 at Ephesus. 

Purpose

Apostle John wrote the Gospel of John for an evangelistic purpose, John 20:31, “But these are written that you may believe that Jesus is the Messiah, the Son of God, and that by believing you may have life in his name.”

Outline

John 1:1-18, prologue.

John 1:19-11:57,  book of signs, covering the first 3 years of Jesus’ ministry, beginning from His baptism in the Jordan River by John the Baptist until 6 days before the 3rd Passover feast. 

John 12:1-20:31, book of glory, covering the passion week, culminating in Good Friday and Easter Sunday, and His resurrection appearances to His disciples. 

John 21:1-21: 25, epilogue.

John 1:1, The WORD

In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.

Reflection

In the beginning

Greek for “in the beginning was the word” is ‘’Ein Arche Ho logos.’’ “In the beginning” is the same as Genesis 1: 1, “In the beginning” God created the Heavens and the earth. Jesus pre-existed and self-existed before creation, before time, before space, and before matter. He is eternal.

was the Word

John used Word as a title for Jesus. Greek for WORD is ’‘Logos’’ which means speech, reason, or message. Jesus is the message of God to us.

Zechariah 4:6, “this is the word of the LORD to Zerubbabel, “not by might nor by power, but by my Spirit,” says the LORD Almighty”. 

Revelation 19:13, “He is dressed in a robe dipped in blood, and his name is the Word of God.” 

the Word was with God, and the Word was God

Jesus was in a face-to-face relationship with Father God. Jesus and Father God shared one Godhead, co-existent, co-equal, co-divine, identical in essence and substance. This alludes to the Holy Trinity. Three distinct personalities, Father, Jesus, and Holy Spirit shared one Godhead.

Application

Jesus is fully God and fully human. He is the pre-existing, self-existing, and eternal God. Apostle John is telling you about Jesus so that you may know and believe in Him. Apostle John wrote the Gospel of John in order that you may believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, and by believing you will have eternal life.

Prayer

Heavenly Father, we acknowledged that Your Word is alive, active, and sharper than any double-edged sword to teach, convict and correct the attitudes of the heart and mind. We acknowledged that You are the only true God and there is no other God apart from You, in Jesus’ name, Amen.
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Chapter 2

God’s Agent in Creation
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Prayer

Heavenly Father, your word is a lamp to our feet and a light to our path. Your word is truth, sanctify us by the truth of Your word, in Jesus’ name, Amen.

John 1:3

All things were made through him. Without him, nothing was made that has been made. 

Reflection

All things were made through him

The Word is a person, Him. The Word is John’s title for Jesus Christ. 

John 1:14 (NIV), “the Word became flesh and made His dwelling among us”.

2000 years ago Jesus came to earth through His incarnation as a baby born in Bethlehem, and lived among us. 

The Word is God’s agent in creation. God spoke all things into existence. In Genesis 1, God created by speaking the Word, which we have established as Jesus Christ. God spoke the Word and it came into being. 

Genesis 1:3 (NIV), And God said, “Let there be light, and there was light.”

Genesis 1:6 (NIV), And God said, “Let there be a vault between the waters to separate water from water.”

Genesis 1:9, (NIV), And God said, “Let the water under the sky be gathered to one place, and let dry ground appear.” And it was so.”

Genesis 1:11 (NIV), Then God said, “Let the land produce vegetation: seed-bearing plants and trees on the land that bear fruit with seed in it, according to their various kinds.” And it was so.”

Genesis 1:14 (NIV), And God said, “Let there be lights in the vault of the sky to separate the day from the night, and let them serve as signs to mark sacred times, and days and years,

Genesis 1:20 (NIV), And God said, “Let the water teem with living creatures, and let birds fly above the earth across the vault of the sky.”

Genesis 1:24 (NIV), And God said, “Let the land produce living creatures according to their kinds: the livestock, the creatures that move along the ground, and the wild animals, each according to its kind.” And it was so.”

Genesis 1:26 a (NIV). God said, “Let us make mankind in our image, according to our likeness.“ The plural pronouns us and our is an allusion to the Holy Trinity. 

Without Him, nothing was made that has been made

This is the negative counterpart of the previous verse. Jesus is the creator of everything. Everything “that has been made” had to be made by Him. Jesus Christ cannot create Himself because He is the pre-existent, self-existent, and eternal creator of the universe. There are cults which claimed that Jesus is a created being and not the creator God. John 1:3 refutes this. 

Colossians 1:16 (NIV), “For in him all things were created, things in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or powers or rulers or authorities, all things have been created through him and for him.”

Hebrews 1:2, (NIV), “but in these last days he has spoken to us by his Son, whom he appointed heir of all things, and through whom also he made the universe.” 

Application

Jesus Christ is creator of the universe. You can know Him through the Bible particularly the Gospel of John. The creator of the universe came from Heaven to earth 2000 years ago to live among us. This is an incredible love story that is beyond our finite minds to fathom. 

Prayer

Heavenly Father, we acknowledge that Jesus Christ is the Word, the pre-existent, self-existent, eternal God, and creator of the universe. We give Him all glory and honor, In Jesus' name, Amen. 
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Chapter 3

Life and Light
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Prayer

Heavenly Father, we acknowledge that You are the life and light of the world. Shine Your divine light unto us. Take us out from darkness into Your glorious light, in Jesus’ name, Amen. 

John 1: 4-5

4 In him was life, and the life was the light of men. 5 The light shines in the darkness, and the darkness hasn’t overcome it.

In Him was life

Reflection

LIFE

Greek for life in this passage is “Zoe’’ which means the God-given, divine, spiritual, or eternal life. Two other Greek words for life in the New Testament are “bios’’ which means biological life, and “psuche” which means psychological life.

ZOE

John 10:10 (NIV), “I have come that they may have life (zoe) and have it to the full.”

John 14:6 a (NIV), Jesus answered, “I am the way, the truth, and the life” (zoe) .

John 3:16, For God so loved the world that He gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in Him shall not perish but have eternal life (zoe).

John 5: 24 (NIV), very truly I say to you, whoever hears my word and believes Him who sent Me has eternal life (zoe) and will not be judged but has crossed over from death to life (zoe).

PSCHUE

John 10:11 (NIV), I am the good shepherd. The good shepherd lays down his life (psuche) for the sheep.

John 15:13 (NIV), greater love has no one than this, to lay down one’s life (psuche) for one’s friends.

BIOS

Luke 8:14 (NIV), “the seed that fell among the thorns stands for those who hear, but as they go on their way, they are choked by life’s (bios) worries, riches, and pleasures, and they do not mature.”

and the life was the light of men

LIGHT

Jesus is the true light that gives life (zoe) to the world. 

John 8:12 b (NIV), “I am the light of the world. Whoever follows me will never walk in darkness but will have the light of life (zoe ).”

the light shines in the darkness, and the darkness hasn’t   overcome it 

OVERCOME

Greek for overcome is “katalambano” which means understand. The true light of Jesus shines into the darkness of the world but the world could not understand it. 

2 Corinthians 4:6 (NIV), “For God who said, ‘Let light shines out of darkness’ made his light shine in our hearts to give us the light of the knowledge of God’s glory displayed in the face of Christ.’’

Application

Jesus is the Way to God. 

John 14:6 a (NIV), Jesus answered, “I am the Way, the Truth, and the Life.” 

Jesus is the Truth of God. 

John 8:32 (NIV), “you will know the Truth and the Truth will set you free.” 

Jesus is the Life of God. 

John 6:48 (NIV), “I am the bread of life.”

John 5:24b (NKJV), “he who hears My word and believes in Him who sent Me has everlasting life, and shall not come into judgment, but has passed from death into life.

Prayer

Heavenly Father, thank You enlightening us with Your Word of Truth. Thank You for the forgiveness of sin, salvation, justification, sanctification, and the gift of eternal life.  Thank You for sending Jesus Christ into the world 2000 years ago to dwell among us, in Jesus’ name, Amen. 
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Chapter 4

Enter John the Baptist
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Prayer

John 1:6-8

Reflection

This John was John the Baptist, not John the apostle, who wrote the Gospel of John. This is an introduction to John the Baptist. John the Baptist was a prophet sent by God as a forerunner of Jesus.

He was a cousin of Jesus of Nazareth. His mother, Elizabeth, and Jesus’ mother Mary were cousins. He was a witness who testified Jesus as the Christ, the Son of God, and the Lamb of God. Christ means the anointed One. Hebrew for Christ is Messiah. Greek for Christ is Christos.  He was the voice in the wilderness announcing the arrival of Jesus Christ and prepared the way for Him, Isaiah 40:3. He was a witness, a voice, and a messenger for Jesus of Nazareth, the CHRIST, the WORD, and the MESSAGE. 

John 1:20 b (NIV), “I am not the Messiah.” 

Isaiah 40:3 (NIV), “The voice of one crying in the wilderness: “Prepare the way of the Lord; Make straight in the desert, a highway for our God.”

John 1:23b (NIV), “I am the voice of one crying out in the wilderness, Make straight the way of the Lord”.

John 1:29 (NIV), “Look! The Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world!”

John 1:34 (NIV), “I saw this happen to Jesus, so I testify that he is the Chosen One of God.” 

John 1:36 b (NIV), “Look! There is the Lamb of God!”

Application

Jesus of Nazareth is the Christ, the Son of God, the Lamb of God, who took away the sins of the world. Jesus of Nazareth is God who came to earth 2000 years ago by being born as a baby in Bethlehem. He grew up, lived a perfect life on earth and died a painful death on the cross to pay the penalty of our sins for us. Whoever believes in Him will receive forgiveness of sin, the gift of salvation and eternal life. 

Prayer

Heavenly Father, thank You for sending your prophet John the Baptist to testify Jesus of Nazareth as the Christ, the Son of God. Thank You for the forgiveness of sin, the gift of salvation and eternal life, in Jesus’ name, Amen. 
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Chapter 5

True Light
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Prayer

Heavenly Father, guide us into all truth by Your glorious light. Open ouar eyes to see You, open our ears to hear the truth, in Jesus’ name, Amen.

John 1: 9-13

9 The true light that enlightens everyone was coming into the world. 10 He was in the world, and the world was made through him, and the world didn’t recognize him. 11 He came to his own, and those who were his own didn’t receive him. 12 But as many as received him, to them he gave the right to become God’s children, to those who believe in his name: 13 who were born not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God. 

Reflection

Jesus of Nazareth is the true light and the giver of eternal life. Jesus of Nazareth stepped into human history 2000 years ago into the world that He created. Tragically, the world did not even recognise His arrival. The religious leaders of His own Jewish people did not even receive or believe in Him. However, to all who receive and believe in Him, He gave them the authority to become children of God. They are born again spiritually by the power of the Holy Spirit and not through a physical birth, 1 Peter 1:23. 

John 8:12 (NIV), When Jesus spoke again to the people, he said, “I am the light of the world. Whoever follows me will never walk in darkness, but will have the light of life.”

John 1:14 (NIV), “The Word became flesh and made his dwelling among us.”

John 1:3 (NIV), “Through him all things were made; without him nothing was made that has been made.” 

1 Peter 1:23 (NKJV), “having been born again, not of corruptible seed but incorruptible, through the word of God which lives and abides forever.”

John 3:3 (NIV), “very truly I tell you, no one can see the kingdom of God unless they are born Again.”

John 3:5 (NIV), “Very truly I tell you, no one can enter the kingdom of God unless they are born of water and the spirit. Flesh gives birth to flesh, but the Spirit gives birth to spirit.”

2 Corinthians 5:17 (NIV), “Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, the new creation has come :The old has gone, the new is here!

Application

Jesus said in John 5:24 (NIV), “Very truly I tell you, whoever hears my word and believes him who sent me has eternal life and will not be judged but has crossed from death to life.” 

All who believes in Jesus will not face death and judgement because they have passed over from death to life. This is the good news of the gospel. Jesus came to give us abundant life, John 10:10.

John 10:10 (NIV), “The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy. I have come that they may have life, and have it to the full.”

Prayer

Heavenly Father, thank You for speaking to us through the Gospel of John. Thank You for the forgiveness of sin, salvation, justification, sanctification, and the gift of eternal life. We claim the promise that whoever receives and believes in Jesus will be born again by the Holy Spirit and be adopted as children of God, in Jesus’ name, Amen.

The Word became flesh, speaks of His incarnation. Jesus is the embodiment of God in human flesh. Jesus of Nazareth stepped out of time from eternity past into human history 2000 years ago. Even our calendar is divided by His birth into BC and AD.

1 John 1:1 (NIV), “That which was from the beginning, which we have heard, which we have seen with our eyes, which we have looked at and our hands have touched, this we proclaim concerning the Word of life.” 

and lived  among us

Greek for ‘’dwelling’’ is “tabernacle.’’ Jesus “tabernacled’’ among us. The tabernacle and later the temple was the earthly dwelling place of God. The tabernacle or temple is a foreshadow of Jesus Christ. Our body is the temple of The Holy Spirit. When we are born again, the Holy Spirit tabernacled in our body. King Solomon in 1 Kings 8:27, questioned whether God will really dwell on earth. 1000 years after King Solomon God came to dwell on earth!

1 Kings 8:27 (NIV), “But will God really dwell on earth? The heavens, even the highest heavens, cannot contain you. How much less this temple I have built!’’

1 Corinthians 6:19 (NKJV), “Or do you not know that your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit who is in you, whom you have from God, and you are not your own?”

John 14:23 (NIV), Jesus replied, “Anyone who loves me will obey my teaching. My Father will love them, and we will come to them and make our home with them.”

We saw his glory

Greek for glory is “doxa” which means splendour. We, speaks of John and the apostles, who saw, heard, and touched Jesus. They saw the glory, grace, and truth of Jesus Christ, the Son of God. John was a reliable eyewitness of Jesus. John was a cousin of Jesus. His mother Salome and Jesus’ mother Mary were cousins. We could imagine them playing together as children.

Such  glory as of the one and only Son of the Father

Greek for one and only is “monogenes’’ which means unique. Jesus is, the unique Son of God who came from the Father. He is, the second person of the Holy Trinity.

John 1:1-2 (NIV), “in the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. He was in the beginning with God.” 

John 1:18 (NIV), ‘’No one has ever seen God, but the one and only Son, who is himself God and is in closest relationship with the Father, has made him known.”

Full of Grace and Truth

Grace is getting something that we do not deserve. Truth means fact, something that is authentic. The Hebrew words for grace and truth are “Hesed” and “Emet,” which means unfailing love and faithfulness. We are saved by grace. Jesus Christ is the “truth.” 

John 1:14 a, (NLT) “So the Word became human and made his home among us. He was full of unfailing love and faithfulness.” 

Ephesians 2:8 (NIV), “For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith, and this is not from yourselves, it is the gift of God.” 

John 14:6 (NIV), Jesus answered, “I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except through Me.”

John 8:32 (NIV), “And you shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free.”

Application

2000 years ago Jesus Christ became a human being and came to live among us. Jesus Christ is God in a human body. He was not just a good man, a good teacher, or a prophet. He was, and is, fully God and fully man. To know Jesus is to know God. To have seen Jesus is to have seen God. Jesus is the message of God, and  the Word of God. 

If you want to know Jesus and accept Him as you Lord and Saviour, say this prayer with me:

Dear God, I confess that I am a sinner. Please forgive me. I believe You died on the cross to pay the punishment of my sin for me. I surrender my life to You, in Jesus name, Amen.

If you said this prayer with sincerity of heart you are born again into the Kingdom of God. This is the first step. You need to visit a Christian church and inform the church pastor about your decision. 

Prayer

Reflection

Out of the fullness of Jesus Christ, we have received grace upon grace. Greek for grace is “charis” which means getting something that we do not deserve. It is a free gift and not something that we have to work to get it. Hebrews for grace is “Hesed” which means unfailing love. Greek for “grace in place of grace” is “charis charitos” which means super abundant grace. Jesus gave us the grace of salvation that we do not deserve because of His unfailing love. 

2 Corinthians 12:9 a (NIV), But he said to me, ‘’My grace is sufficient for you, for my power is made perfect in weakness”. 

Verse 17,  17 For the law was given through Moses. Grace and truth were realized through Jesus Christ.

Reflection

Here is a comparison between law and grace, Moses and Jesus. Moses was the recipient of the Mosaic law. Grace and Truth came directly through Jesus Christ. Grace and Truth in Hebrew is “Hesed” and “Emet” which means unfailing love and faithfulness. Jesus is greater than Moses. Grace and Truth is greater than the Mosaic law. Moses was a creature, Jesus is the creator.

John 14:6 a (NIV), Jesus answered, “I am the way, the truth, and the life.”

John 8:32 (NIV), “Then you will know the truth, and the truth will set you free.”

John 1:3 (NIV), “through Him all things were made, without him nothing was made that has been made.” 
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
