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The purpose of this Bible Study Series is to individually cover all 1189 chapters of the Bible, plus a general introduction and individual introductions to each of the 66 books from Genesis to Revelation.

I don't know if you read the Bible but the purpose of this series is precisely to acquaint you with the word of God. The Lord Jesus Christ said in John 5:39 to search the scriptures. Paul told Timothy in Second Timothy 3:15 From a child thou hast known the holy scriptures, which are able to make thee wise unto salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus. Christ said in John 5:24 verily verily I say unto you he that heareth my word and believeth on him that sent me hath everlasting life, he shall not come hereafter but hath passed from death unto life. This is what distinguishes the Bible from other books, when we read or listen to the reading of the Bible we are hearing the voice of the author. The author of the Bible is God.

It is an incomparable book, a class apart. I remember when I was a child, in a place where the family used to go there was a very big picture almost from floor to ceiling, framed, covered with glass with very nice calligraphy and about the Bible, it said this way:

This book contains the mind of God, the condition of man, The way of salvation, the destiny of sinners and the blessedness of believers. Its stories are true and its decrees are immutable. Read it to be wise, believe it to be saved, practice it to be holy. It contains light to guide you, food to sustain you, comfort to encourage you. It is the traveler's map, the pilgrim's staff, the pilot's compass, the soldier's back. Heaven is opened to you here and the gates of hell do not prevail. The Bible should fill the memory, govern the heart and guide the feet. Read it slowly, frequently and prayerfully. It is a mine of riches a paradise of glory and a river of pleasure. It is given to you in life, it will be opened at the judgment and remembered forever. It holds the highest responsibility and will judge all who disregard its sacred contents.

Bible, originally a plural word, was used to refer to several books. We in the Christian world have adapted it to refer to the Holy Scriptures. Because although it is one book, the Bible contains many books. To make it accurate we believe there are 66 divinely inspired books from Genesis to Revelation.

Perhaps you have seen that there are other versions of the Bible that have books such as Maccabees, Tobit or Judith. These books are called apocryphal because it is believed that they were not authentic. They were not inspired, they were added much later. Sometimes they are called deuterocanonical books. The word canon means measure or rule and with time Christians in the first centuries after Christ came to the conclusion that the books of the Old Testament from Genesis to Malachi (already recognized as inspired), should also be added from Matthew to Revelation. This would give us 66 books, 1189 chapters in total, which we will study in segments.

In considering each chapter we will talk something about the context, the content, the structure of the chapter, we will examine if there is something there that speaks to us of the glorious person of Christ. We will see if there are lessons, examples, exhortations for those of us who are believers in Christ, and also look for texts in each chapter that warn the sinner of his urgent need to place himself spiritually before God and to get right with Him, to repent of his sins and to believe in Christ as his only personal Savior.

The Bible then has God as its author and for this He inspired some 40 different men over 1600 years in different countries, of different ages, for example Zechariah was a young man, Haggai was an old man, Solomon seems to have written the Song of Solomon when he was young, Proverbs when he was a mature man and Ecclesiastes when he was old and had slipped spiritually. But each of these men, from Moses who wrote Genesis to John who wrote Revelation, wrote under the direct, supernatural guidance of God's Holy Spirit.

Peter in his second letter chapter 1 and verse 19 says we also have the most sure word of prophecy. Verse 20 understanding first this that no prophecy of scripture is of private interpretation because prophecy was never brought by human will but holy men of God, spoke as inspired by the Holy Spirit.

Holy men that God chose and set apart for a very special work, 40 different men. Paul was an intellectual university student, Solomon was the wisest king of his time, John and Peter were fishermen, Amos was engaged in agriculture. So very different men, but all under inspiration contributed to what today we call the Bible.

The Bible was written in Hebrew, the Old Testament and parts of the Old Testament in Aramaic, for example Daniel wrote several chapters in Aramaic because he lived in the Babylonian empire, the Chaldeans. The New Testament was written in Greek, we are very indebted in the Hispanic world with 2 men, one called Casiodoro de Reina and the other Cipriano de Valera, at the end of the 1500's Casiodoro de Reina began his work translating the Bible from Hebrew, Aramaic and Greek into Spanish. Cipriano de Valera made some revisions and the Spanish Bible was published in 1602. The writer still uses by preference the Reina Valera 1960 revision, but sometimes I have at hand to consult Bibles of other versions such as the modern Bible of 1909, the Bible of the Living Translation of more recent compilation, even Catholic Bibles, that although they include these deuterocanonical books, some of which are of historical value, others are of fable type and for that reason we do not consider them seriously, but as far as the translation is concerned, the Bover Quarry and the Jerusalem Bible are versions that help when comparing them to try to arrive at the exact idea that the inspired writer had in mind.
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
