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Who Was Apollos?

Apollos is one of the lesser-known but highly significant figures in the New Testament. Though only briefly mentioned in Acts and Paul’s letters, the details provided about him reveal a man of exceptional capability, learning, and influence. This chapter examines the factual information about Apollos’ identity, background, and early ministry as described in the Bible.

Apollos’ Introduction in Scripture

Apollos first appears in Acts 18:24-28, where Luke introduces him as "a Jew named Apollos, a native of Alexandria." This succinct description is rich with implications. From the outset, we learn three critical details about him:
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
