* Boarding pass: The document that allows you to board the plane.

* Cabin crew: The staff who look after passengers on the plane.

* Pilot: The person who flies the plane.

* Cockpit: The area where the pilot sits.

* Runway: The strip of land where planes take off and land.

* Take-off: The moment when the plane leaves the ground.

* Landing: The moment when the plane touches down on the ground.

* Turbulence: Bumpy air conditions during a flight.

* Jet lag:  Tiredness and disorientation after a long flight across time zones.

Common to both:

* Arrival: Reaching the destination.

* Departure: Leaving the starting point.

* Delay: When a train or flight is late.

* Cancellation: When a train or flight is cancelled.

* Luggage/Baggage:  Bags and suitcases that passengers carry.

* Destination: The place where the journey ends.

General Booking Terms:

* Reservation: An arrangement to have something (like a seat, room, etc.) held for you.

* Booking: The act of making a reservation.

* Waitlist: A list of people waiting for a booking if something becomes available.

* Confirmation number/Booking reference: A unique code that identifies your booking.

* Itinerary: A detailed plan of your travel arrangements.

Accommodation:

* Occupancy: The number of people staying in a room.

* Single room: A room for one person.

* Double room: A room for two people (with one double bed or two single beds).

* Twin room: A room for two people with two single beds.

* Suite: A larger room with separate living and sleeping areas.

* Check-in: The process of arriving at a hotel and registering.

* Check-out: The process of leaving a hotel.

Travel:

* Fare: The price of a ticket.

* One-way: A ticket for a single journey in one direction.

* Round trip/Return: A ticket for a journey to a destination and back again.

* Open ticket: A ticket with flexible travel dates.

* Non-refundable: A ticket that cannot be refunded if cancelled.

* Peak season: The time of year when travel is most popular and prices are higher.

* Off-season: The time of year when travel is less popular and prices are lower.

* Upgrade: To get a better seat or room than the one originally booked.

Online Booking:

* Search engine: A website that helps you find and compare prices for travel.

* Online travel agent (OTA): A website that allows you to book travel online.

* Payment gateway: A secure system for making payments online.
