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It is difficult to think of another name from America’s late nineteenth century that still sends a shiver through people more than Lizzie Borden. The story has been told so many times that it often feels more like folklore than fact, a rhyme whispered by children and remembered by adults who never stopped wondering how much of it was true. Yet, beneath that sing-song horror lies the real town of Fall River, Massachusetts, a bustling industrial place where the scent of mill smoke mixed with ambition and rigid morality. This story begins in those narrow streets and quiet parlors, among families proud of their hard-earned status, and where appearances mattered as much as truth.

Lizzie Borden’s life was not meant to become legend. She was born into a family that cared more for respectability than affection, and she grew up in a home that held its breath beneath the weight of its secrets.
