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FAN INTO FLAMES THE GIFT OF GOD

A Tribute - Wade Taylor (1924-2012)

"For this reason, I am reminding you to fan into flames the gift of God that is within you through the laying on of my hands" (2 Timothy 1:6). 

This verse captures Wade Taylor's burning passion to ignite fresh hunger and devotion for Jesus Christ in the hearts of others. His life mission was to fan the flames of intimacy with God, reminding those he influenced to stir their spiritual gifts into blazing fires. Wade carried a unique presence of the Lord for one purpose: to spark a generation to pursue the depths of Christ and in doing so, prepare them for the end times. His life example continues inspiring many to wholeheartedly give themselves as kindling to the refining and empowering work of the Holy Spirit. 

Just as Wade was set ablaze by key mentors (Walter Beuttler, John Wright Follette) in his early years, he later ignited many lives with the impassioned message, "This wonderful relationship with the Living Word is available for you...come up higher into more!" 

Wade Taylor was a beloved mentor and spiritual father to many, including myself. I first met him in 1990 as an eager student at Pinecrest Bible Training Center, the school he founded and led as President at for twenty-nine years. Though quite busy leading the school, he made time nearly every evening to pray with students like myself who were hungry for more of God. 

When I think of my times with Wade, I recall his gentle demeanor, compassionate eyes, and intimate walk with the Lord. He carried a tangible presence of God that imparted a hunger in me for deeper things. After praying with Wade, I would go to my dorm room and get on my knees or lie on my face for hours, letting the heavy manifest glory of God transform me. His prayers sparked a fire in my spirit that still burns today. 

This fire was first lit in Wade by his teacher Walter Beuttler at Eastern Bible Institute in 1956. Beuttler instilled in Wade the immense value of waiting on the Lord in stillness and cultivating an ability to hear His soft whisper. He learned what it meant to make room for the Lord to come with His manifested presence. Their time together imparted a seed that took root in Wade.

Two years later, in 1958, the passion to build a "house of devotion" solely for ministering to the Lord began to grow rapidly in Wade until he prayed a pivotal prayer: "Lord, if there could be a place where You could freely be who You want to be, and unhindered do what You want to do, I am fully available to You for this purpose." He prayed it with an ache in his heart but not knowing how, when or where such a place could come to be. 

In faith, Wade presented this availability to the Lord for the next decade while serving as a pastor and Bible teacher. Then in 1968 the Lord spoke clearly to Wade that the long-awaited vision would come to fruition on an old, run-down property called Pinecrest in Salisbury Center, NY. With a small team of dedicated supporters, much personal sacrifice and stretches of uncertainty, and a heart always ready to say "Yes, Lord!" no matter the cost, the school was birthed. Pinecrest indeed became a house devoted to the Lord, a place well-known for being marked by God's abiding presence and used to raise up generations of lovers of Jesus. 

I attended this school decades later, but that same presence and passion for intimacy with Christ remained. I went there hungry for more of God and left utterly drenched. The things Wade imparted during our precious times of prayer changed me forever. He carried a love for the secret place and walked in a depth that few enter into, yet somehow made this place of closeness with Jesus seem accessible. Wade showed us that the invitation to come up higher into God's glorious realm was open to all who would meet the conditions--mainly reckless abandonment and loving devotion to the Lord of Glory. 

After leaving Pinecrest in 1998, Wade carried his vision for welcoming the fullness of God's manifest presence to the Washington D.C. region through Parousia Gatherings held in Virginia. The hunger for true face-to-face intimacy with Christ still burned white-hot in Wade until the very end; the last phone call I received from him, before he passed into Glory, showed Wade actively waiting before the Lord, seeking what was next for his journey with the Father. 

Wade left a powerful legacy through his children (Ronald, Nancy, Bill, and Joanne), his life-changing books, and––most importantly––through the thousands of lives impacted by his hunger for more of Jesus. The torch he carried was passed on to so many seeking divine visitation. I count it as a supreme honor to have been one so influenced and altered. My time with him in his home over the years and some trips together radically changed my life. Now more than three decades later after first meeting him, the fire Wade imparted still compels me into abandoned devotion unto the Christ of all Glory. The urgency to make way for the authority of the Lord to be established in the earth through a people set ablaze by His manifest presence still drives me because of my spiritual father's example.

I often wonder what words of wisdom Wade would speak to this current generation. Perhaps once again he would challenge hungry hearts with this simple invitation: "Come, be devoted unto the Lord. Make way for Him to have free reign that His glory may be manifested!" Or maybe he would remind us of the power of a single life utterly abandoned to Jesus' interests. Regardless, I know Wade would pour out whatever he could to see the Bride made ready for her Bridegroom. 

As I reflect on my relationship with Wade Taylor, suddenly scenes from my years at Pinecrest flood my memory... long lines down that dorm hallway, eager faces expectant, simply wanting to spend a few precious moments with this dear father of the faith who walked so intimately with Jesus. I also have such joy when crossing paths with Wade's daughters at conferences. They share my tender memories of Pinecrest days gone by. 

Yes, gratitude unto the Lord for allowing my life to intersect with such a true champion of intimacy with Christ. My friend Wade ran his race with endurance and kept extending his burning torch to all who drew near. The imprint he made shall ripple through generations yet to come. What a prize to pass on! As I reflect on the wealth of our inheritance through Wade Taylor, my heart cry rises higher, "Oh Lord, let me steward this holy legacy well!" I simply want to burn bright for Jesus, be a resting place for His presence, and walk ever closer with my Beloved just as my spiritual father modelled. Father hide us behind the cross that only you would be seen. 

The message below “Becoming the Tree of Life” is one that is close to my heart. It was originally delivered by Wade at a small, intimate gathering in Avoca, New York before 1998. Of all the recordings I've listened to of Wade over the decades, this remains one of my favorites. After hearing it dozens of times, I finally had the message transcribed, then as editor carefully shaped it to retain Wade's unique tone and style in written form. Though I sought to preserve his voice, I shaped the transcript into a piece that could be absorbed and internalized in the quietness of private reading.

​CHAPTER 1 
BECOMING THE TREE OF LIFE
By Wade Taylor




 

The Progression of the Church: From Philadelphia to Laodicea.

What I want to share is not to impress that I know something or to deliver a sermon. Rather, I am challenging myself, and you can listen in, because I am earnestly searching for something more in God and believe the Lord has something for us. What I will try to teach is something I am seeking for myself—I do not yet have it fully. So, I will write about something I need and do not completely possess. Please read on as I work up to it.

You are likely familiar with the seven churches described in Revelation. There seems to be a chronology, a progression from the book of Acts until the Laodicean church that spans history. There have always been parallels of all these churches in every generation. Yet there is also a progression. I believe we are in the last days, that Laodicea represents the last spiritual state of the church, and that there is a contrast between the Philadelphia church and the Laodicean church. 

To Philadelphia, the Lord said they had a little power––at least it was lesser, but they had it nonetheless. But to Laodicea, He said this: “Because thou sayest, I am rich, and increased with goods” (Revelation 3:17). We live in the charismatic era of spiritual gifts and manifestations, a prosperity gospel of big churches—this pastor has two thousand, another four thousand, the next six thousand. All of this “because thou sayest.” Both good and bad gifts and abilities, including finances, come because they proudly claim to be rich and increased in goods. 

I believe the Lord is looking for something much more that can be deeply deposited within us. What He truly wants will function in individuals as He calls a people out of the lukewarm church. The visible church can be numbered, but the living church is Christ being formed in you. This church within the church (the remnant) cannot be numbered. The Lord spoke this to me: “I am moving away from the lukewarm Laodicean church into that which is represented by Philadelphia—a people who have 'a little strength’ with great opportunity. The difference will be that my life can be found within [these believers] as the tree of life, rather than the dead forms men cling to because they say, ‘I am rich and have need of nothing.’”

The Lord is calling us from that which represents Laodicea—enamored by gifts, position, title, finance, numbers—into a people in whom this deposit of “Christ in you” becomes functional. It will operate through a body of people—vessels through which the Lord manifests Himself as the tree of life.

This is what I am sensing and crying out for. I have some experience with spiritual gifts and activity, but there is something more. His spirit and life are meant to be found within us. I am not just seeking manifestations, but the living divine presence—the tree of life Himself being formed in a Body, in us! 

Lord, form Yourself in us now. Make us suitable dwelling places for You. Move us from a “Laodicean” spirit that proudly relies on what we can generate into a dependency upon Christ being created in us. Out from us will flow rivers of living water. In Jesus’s name, amen.



The Invisible, Mystical Body of Christ

That he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish (Ephesians 5:27).

Many preach that we cannot be at the end yet because Scripture says there must first be a church without spot or wrinkle, and that has not happened yet. But it has happened! There is already a church without spot or wrinkle, known only to God—two people here in this church, three there in that church, unknown to man but known to the Father as the church within the church. 

The true church is the invisible, mystical, body of Christ. Its living stones are set in place by God's selection from among the raw material of the visible church. We look at the messy, visible church and say it is going nowhere, every program falls apart, nothing seems to happen. That is because the Lord is not after what man expects to see.

He is forming a seed that will be deposited in the “eternal” and spring up into new life. This seed taking form is the true church, known only to God. Those who see it this way are blessed, believing God is and rewards those who diligently seek Him. The Lord is not using a great visible work in our day, but rather He is preparing His bride instead to be His body with Christ as the head. 

To Philadelphia, He said: “These things saith he that is holy, he that is true, he that hath the key of David, he that openeth, and no man shutteth; and shutteth, and no man openeth...Behold, I have set before thee an open door, and no man can shut it...Thou hast a little strength [power]” (Revelation 3:17-18). This word strength/power refers to a key—the ability to enter, to not be locked out.

Keys represent access and power. In Bible school, some strived hard to get certain keys because having keys meant status. But the key of David is different: it refers to a God-given ability to speak prophetically with creative authority, to release and see Zion (the true church) fully established. It represents moving in God's power.

This is still the Lord's way. Though we strive for impact in the visible, He is after a people in whom Christ is formed as life. Within us, He wants to manifest Himself as the tree of life described in Genesis and Revelation. It is Christ in us that overcomes and bears fruit, not ourselves. We are void without Him and His deeper work. 

Ask the Lord to form Himself in you as life. Wait on Him to bring forth something eternal, not temporary. He longs to shape us into a dwelling place for Himself through which His life can flow. Amen.


  The Power of Personal Impartation
and Laying on of Hands

Now take a look at these verses:

"Wherefore I put thee in remembrance that thou stir up the gift of God, which is in thee by the putting on of my hands" (2 Timothy 1:6).

"Neglect not the gift that is in thee, which was given thee by prophecy, with the laying on of the hands of the presbytery" (1 Timothy 4:14). 

You may ask, "What's this neglect, and where is it?" By faith, through the impartation of the Spirit by the working of the Word of God, there is in each and every one of us an operation, a gift, a manifestation of the Spirit. "Neglect not the gift that is in thee, which was given thee by prophecy, with the laying on of the hands of the presbytery" (1 Tim 4:14).

Now concerning laying on of hands. This is something that is accomplished personally and individually. I'll just give you a little example. I try to do some writing once in a while for our magazine The Banner. I’m not always too successful, and I've read a number of things that are written by others that are considered prolific and anointed. There are special authors that have a tremendous gift of writing. 

A couple years ago, I was at a convention in North Carolina with about 2,000-3,000 people. A very famous minister and author was there speaking from the platform but was mobbed afterward and left quickly for his hotel. Around 10:30 that night as he headed back, I managed to stop him even though he didn't know me. I told him I was trying to do some writing and asked if he would pray, laying his hands on me. His first reaction was to rudely tell me off for bothering him after a tiring meeting when he just wanted to be left alone. But I persisted, probably coming across like the woman in Scripture who was willing to be called a dog if it meant getting her need met.

He started praying reluctantly, clearly annoyed to be bothered. But as he put his hands on me and began petitioning the Lord, suddenly the power of God profoundly hit him. When finished, amazed, he asked my name and where I was from, inviting me to his church to speak. He apologized profusely for his earlier rude reaction, startled by the intensity of the divine impartation. It was like a lightning bolt surged through both of us the moment he prayed. I experienced a tremendous transfer of anointing in those seconds. It was an absolutely profound impartation. 

I haven't yet seen the full outworking of that impartation, as I still struggle to put pen to paper. Writing is difficult for me. But something was deposited into my being, at least in potential, that I believe will surface in the Lord's timing to break through limitations I've erected. There is a lack within myself that I acknowledge, but also this seed of divine impartation is lingering. As I come into a posture of faith, believing for a breakthrough while waiting on the Lord, not legalistically because I've put in a certain number of hours, but because I've touched the place of Spirit release within...from there, that which He imparted so subtly within me can begin to burst forth.

The laying on of hands is a one-to-one, personal type of ministry. This minister didn't mind speaking from the platform to thousands, but had I been part of a line of thousands wanting that touch from him, it would have drained life right out of him. This is why he was so disturbed by my request after already pouring out to the masses. Realistically there's no way he could have personally laid hands on every individual. I just happened to be the only one able to approach him about it afterwards.

This is exactly why I'm more comfortable and interested in smaller groups than large churches of thousands. A pastor of such a big congregation is forced to become an entertainer out of necessity. Within that size church are probably 25 leaders being held down who should have risen up to take responsibility for segments of the congregation. Real ministry implies personal, one-to-one contact through laying on of hands. There's no way a pastor can do that effectively with thousands of people. My thought is that those 25 subordinate leaders could shepherd small groups under the direction of the lead pastor rather than him feeling the weight of ministering to thousands alone every service. Laying on of hands requires personal ministry to each individual.

The impartation I received could have happened anywhere, it just happened to be 10:30 at night on a dark road by a motel. In those brief moments, something was implanted that has potential to impact thousands down the road, maybe more. I don't fully understand it yet, but I share this because I'm believing for that full release to not only surface within me but to become a means of impartation for others. My desire is that through my story, you would be stirred to embrace real ministry as these one-on-one times of laying on hands. Something profound and lasting happens in such personal encounters and transfers of anointing.

Each of you knows somebody––at least one person––who will listen when you talk. This means you have a "congregation"! It doesn't matter who it is; if someone will lend an ear, you can impart something from your life into theirs. There's no telling the potential ripple effect from there. What you share might impart something meaningful that this person passes on to someone else and so on, compounding to affect thousands down the road, all from a simple meaningful exchange in which you poured into one receptive soul.



The Compounding Effect of Simple, Personal Ministry

On the day we stand before the Lord, you'll be amazed at the cumulative effect you've had through simple person-to-person ministry. Real ministry is not defined by invitations to stand on platforms and impress crowds with entertaining speech. That is shallow thinking. True Kingdom impact comes through the personal impartations between individuals, often unseen, not the fleeting inspiration from a performance on a stage. When we stand before Jesus Christ, He will show us the compounding result of the seeds we planted in quiet moments through authentic relationship.

It's fine that big platforms can feed people and the Lord uses it, but it doesn't carry the depth and impact of real one-on-one ministry and impartation. What the Lord is truly after relates to person-to-person transferences of anointing––a laying on of hands where you personally pour something living from your life into another’s. This may not be a formal prayer with literal hand-placement, but instead represents a contact through relationship where something transfers by the Spirit. Paul, a remarkable Apostle, recognized that true Kingdom ministry extended beyond addressing large gatherings, and included personal impartations to individuals like Timothy, his spiritual son. He said, "Therefore, I remind you to rekindle the gift of God that is within you through the laying on of my hands" (2 Tim. 1:6). This is intimate and personal––one life imparting into another life through an open channel that holy impartations can flow through.

I marvel that the Lord, having come to earth incarnated, looked ahead to establish a Church that would span history until swallowing up the nations in worship. Yet to launch this global, age-enduring organism, He chose only 12 insignificant people––not powerful, renowned leaders by worldly standards. If listing top candidates today, we'd name influential figures. But Jesus selected 12 absolute nobodies who in station and perceived ability were likely less than any individual reading this book. He only chose 12––not 12,000 or even 120, just 12––followers who the world would categorize as unimportant and lacking credentials. But these twelve became world-changers and history makers.

My friend, there are more than 12 that will read this book. Yet Jesus invested everything in just 12 seemingly "nobodies" with the hope and expectation they would turn the world upside down––which they did! They recognized the power and ability was not innate but from God Himself. There was an impartation through relationship that equipped them for world-change. 

Paul writes to “stir up the gift which is in thee…." What gift? I believe each person reading this can identify a time you were profoundly touched by God––not merely entertained, but truly ministered to in a life-transferring way. Through a message, a messenger, a divine encounter, the personalization of Christ has come to you by the Spirit's work. 

In that instant, an impartation was made––God deposited something that lies within from that point on as a seed to be watered. We each were given a "talent". It may seem small or large based on perspective, but there is something there to now be stewarded and caused to grow and multiplied for greater purpose.

Now, concerning this gift, verses six and seven are tied together: "Stir up the gift which is in thee by the putting on of my hands..." (2 Tim 1:6). "For God hath not given us the spirit of fear..." (2 Tim 1:7). This spirit of fear relates directly to the tree of the knowledge of good and evil. Good––you'll be rewarded. Evil––you'll be punished. We have embraced a paradigm of good equals reward and bad equals punishment.

In normal Christian life and ministry, our relationship with God is based on this pendulum swing of good vs evil, reward vs punishment. We strive to be good out of motivation for blessing and avoid the bad to duck correction. If attentive in a service, reward. If apathetic, consequence. We vacillate between attempting to appease God through works while also fearful of displeasing Him if we don't appear spiritual enough. 



Relating to God through the Tree of Life 
vs. Tree of Knowledge

For God hath not given us the spirit of fear; but of power, and of love, and of a sound mind (2 Timothy 1:7).

But Scripture says clearly, "God has not given us a spirit of fear." He wants to deliver us from relating to Him through the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, where we swing back and forth based on merit. I don't need to anxiously seek reward; God Himself is my reward! And when I stumble, "How much more shall your heavenly Father give good gifts to them that ask him?" (Mat 7:11). He is a good Father not waiting to punish, but longing to bless those who repent and love and obey Him.

God has not given us a spirit of fear, but of power, love, and soundness of mind. He is delivering us from relating to Him through the negative paradigm of the tree of knowledge of good and evil. Instead, He brings us to the tree of life––with Himself as the source––resulting in new creation authority, affection, and discipline.

Power here represents a recognition of our sonship identity. I am somebody in Christ––significance emanates from me through an expression containing divine substance. Empty hands have nothing to impart. But as I come to the tree of life, I receive spiritual deposits from God that become reserves I can release. 

Before we can meaningfully impart into others, there must first be a deep working of God within ourselves. We each have this nagging voice constantly discrediting who we are, saying "You're nobody, you're less-than." But the Spirit is reshaping our self-perception, aligning it with how God sees us as His cherished sons and daughters. We are somebodies as new creations in Christ!



Embracing Our Identity as Sons and Daughters

Contrary to some teaching, a key step in advancing in God is starting to like yourself––fully accepting the person you are in Christ. I don't mean gaining ego or self-love, but embracing your identity as a loved son or daughter who contains precious deposits from God within. You are somebody! The tree of life bears 12 kinds of fruit for healing the nations. This speaks of the multi-faceted spiritual DNA within each of us that can nourish those around us. As we come to the river of life flowing from the throne, the trees lining it contain reserves of fruitful substance we can partake of for our replenishing and then giving out.

“In the midst of the street of it, and on either side of the river, was there the tree of life, which bare twelve manner of fruits, and yielded her fruit every month: and the leaves of the tree were for the healing of the nations” (Revelation 22:2).

Jesus prayed for oneness among believers, but the push for ecumenism and global unity is producing a counterfeit––an antichrist Babylon system. True unity is the spiritual, mystical church known to God, not external uniformity achieved through compromise. 

As I discover who I am in Christ, God's power and light resides within me––more energy than an atomic bomb! I become a conduit where hungry hearts can tap into heavenly resources. Though that minister I mentioned previously wanted nothing to do with me in that moment, the instant he began praying, he became an open channel. Against his fleshly annoyance, the Spirit's power flowed through him into me. 

Anyone with the right attitude about themselves can be used this way. When we put ourselves or others down, establishing a hierarchy, we inflict limitations. Using each other as stepping stones to lift ourselves up will result in cutting off the free flow of impartation. But as we come to the tree of life and embrace our identity in Christ, we have reserves within that can flow through us.

When we establish unhealthy comparison and limitation, it hinders the free flow of God's power. But as we come to the tree of life, we become conductors rather than resistors––open channels through which the Holy Spirit and life can flow bringing healing. The twelve kinds of fruit represent the positive, creative deposits of God within each of us as new creations. These reserves provide nourishment––life, strength, and sustenance––that others can freely draw from as they relate to us. But again, there first must be something deposited by God within us in order to have resources to impart.

The moment I become negative or express fear and death concerning my spirituality, I move back under the paradigm of the tree of knowledge of good and evil which God warned us not to touch as it leads only to death. Most of Christianity still functions in relating to God out of this harmful mindset rather than the life available through His new creation and intimacy with Christ. 

Power reflects authorized access––like having keys to a car with potential energy locked up under the hood. Without the keys engaging that engine, the dormant power is useless to accomplish anything. We must take hold of the keys of the Kingdom that allows us to tap into resurrection power. Jesus said He has given us the keys, but we actually have to utilize them to unlock all that has been freely given to us in Him. As we grab hold of the keys of David (Revelation 3:17-18) ––the principles of intimate relationship––God's glory and power is manifested through us to change the world around us.

God established a covenant that He would relate to and move through a people. What He desires to accomplish in the earth, He chooses to do through human partnership, not apart from it. This covenant originated in Abraham, continued through generations, and culminates in union with Christ. He binds Himself to us and invites our cooperation to manifest His glory and power to the world around us!

Now, power simply means that I recognize the life of God, the ability of God, not my power, but His power. "I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless, I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me" (Galatians 2:20). It's not my power, it's His power resident within me. I'm willing to become the conductor, the channel through which that power can flow out. In flowing out, it's going to manifest with the laying on of hands, which means I'm going to make myself personally available, one-to-one to impart. I've got to become conscious of impartation at work within my life. If I'm not conscious of impartation, if I become a sponge, trying to soak the life and light out of everybody else and drain them because I'm ever needing filled up, then I'm a receiver, not a giver. There's no opportunity to release something if my paradigm is one of lack. But as I come to the tree of life, I can contain reserves––the 12 manner of fruit––so others can freely receive as they relate to me.

I must recognize that through the laying on of hands there is spiritual impartation at work - and become a willing channel for God's power, not my own ("not I, but Christ liveth in me" - Gal. 2:20). My relationship with Jesus provides the reserve within to then release into others through personal ministry. Every believer knows at least one person willing to listen to them, if even for five minutes; that's an open door for holy impartation. I don't need a "big" ministry platform, just a willing heart before me. With this in mind comes a weighty responsibility and stewardship of my spiritual life to trust the Lord for something worthy to impart from my inner man unto others.

As I said beforehand there is no need to have a prominent ministry platform to impart something of value. All that's required is one willing listener. This truth brings a weighty stewardship over my spiritual life. I can trust God to produce something within worthy of imparting as I cultivate a right attitude toward Him and a right view of myself. Out of oneness with Christ, His life manifests through me to impact people. My relationship with Jesus provides the reserve to release. As I cultivate and allow God's deposits to increase within through time with Him, I'll have a greater measure to pour out. By abiding in intimacy with Him, I become a conduit where others can freely receive and be nourished.
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
