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Things You Need to Know
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ONLINE DATING IS A bit better than the age-old message-in-a-bottle system. Although they are very similar.

While online dating can be successful, there are also some key problems with it that can make you risk everything and wind up with only little more than you started out with.


1) These sites are profit-oriented, not results-oriented. It's a bit better than legalized online gambling, but not by much.

2) The same reason that "online dating" gets their emails immediately routed into your spam folder is because this scene is rife with scammers.

3) The key to your survival is to use time-proven marketing principles and disregard anything these sites push at you.

4) Because these sites are the same as social media - they make you into a dopamine addict needing your next fix.
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How They Work
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NEEDING COMPANIONSHIP is hardwired. The penalty is loneliness (and no offspring.)

When I took a deep dive into this, the first thing to notice is whether the site actually works. Most don't. Out of maybe a dozen sites I signed up for (free), is that only three kept working. "Working" means keep serving up data I wanted – which is different from what they thought I needed..

The overall scene on these sites is that you enter personal details and they match you up with people like you. In theory, anyway.

You can set up searches to get them to find people for you. But that doesn't mean they are going to be able to find your perfect match. That's really on you - and there isn't any real shortcut. (I'll go over workable strategies to actually get dating prospects later. Just figure that the dating sites are the tip of the iceberg on finding that "someone".)

What these sites all do is to keep pestering you to spend money with them. That said, their "free" level is booby-trapped to not really get you in touch with anyone. And when you do pay, you will be automatically re-enrolled at that price indefinitely.

Again, it rolls back to not doing what they want you to, but doing what will give you the “matched” identities you need.

Now, these sites lock down their data so you are stuck on their site to do all your work. Much like the ebook outlets (Amazon, in particular, is similar to a dating site) they don't want you getting email addresses of buyers - which is obviously a good thing so scammers can't steal your identity - but you also then have to work to get the people you find over onto a personal channel that you control.
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
