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Prologue
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A Christian is like unto a man who has inherited a field. He has to continually take the soil to the lab to check its PH and  “nutritional health”; thus he needs to continually Mirror self in the Perfection of  the Total Man being Christ to keep a fit Christian walk. He does not grow out of Principle, Doctrine or Instruction or the soil loses its value after repeated use and his heritage eventually diminishes.

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This teaching purposes to keep a constant reminder that we are as strong as our Doctrine and we are as healthy as our keeping of the  Principles. We all in one way or the other need instruction and thus we need a place of service and a ready hand to dish it to us, but we should at first  remember the Hebrew saying, that we do not just keep sound doctrine, principles or instruction, it is because the keeping of them carries a better end for us;

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“The Interest: Is Worth More Than The Principle”

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This Hebrew saying is a sure counsel to the wise. That we should not just be keen to keep principles but rather we should understand that every principle carries an Interest to preserve and prosper us. That is we should not just be keeping principles but should rather search out the Interest behind keeping them so that we may rooted and deeply connected to the meaning behind keeping them fully understanding what it means to keep them or fail at keeping them; for they all carry a hidden interest to those who keep them, and the Interest is the most important and worthy thing. So, the light of keeping Principle; we may way yonder particularly cling to the Interest as it is Worth more than the Principle.

In short, if you Tithe, you should know why you Tithe and it should be specific and outlined compulsory for all, and that is what the tithing principle says. It goes for all other principles of Christianity like Soul Winning, and Giving. It does not just go for principles only, it should be with all your Christian life. For you to say you are a member of any church, you should know its doctrine, because it is through the doctrines that you know what you believe in or what the church is founded upon. Not through the ministration or the church services, meaning you should get to know and interpret the doctrines of the church through your service.

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They keep the outline of what you are in to being as a church. And it is them that defines whether you are a law or charismatic church, and so helps you conform to the God you serve. It is the principles that give your field all the pruning and the care it needs to grow and bear fruit.

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Proverbs 24:30-31 KJV I went by the field of the slothful, and by the vineyard of the man void of understanding; And, lo, it was all grown over with thorns, and nettles had covered the face thereof, and the stone wall thereof was broken down.

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All want to build security around their all, loved ones, property and their spiritual lives. In the old they just built a stone wall around their fields and cities and prayed to God for the rest. But praying to God has always carried a specific way. God had to take Moses to Jethro’s house to train him in to Judge over Israel. He had to learn how to be in the place of God as security for Israel. For Israel was to be baptized in to Him and he was to be the commander in-chief of their journey to Canaan: 1 Corinthian 10

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The word that was translated  in to the English word Perfect in the above scripture is the Hebrew adjective: תִָּמִים Tamiym (annunciation: Taw-Meem') meaning Entire or Mature. Meaning God wanted Abraham to walk before Him fully or entirely mature before He could bless him. Meaning for us to walk the blessed way, we thus need to be mature and complete before God. For the word of God says seek first the kingdom of God and its righteousness and the rest will be added unto you. It is not just the aspiration of blessings but the maturity in to Christ that the Lord desires for us. 
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
