INVESTING VS. TRADING

Most people in the stock market are traders, not investors.

📈 Compound Growth

Buffett’s money grows because of something called compounding. It means money earns more money over time.

For example:

●  You invest ₹10,000 at 15% return.

●  In 1 year, it becomes ₹11,500.

●  In 2 years, it becomes ₹13,225.

●  In 10 years, it becomes ₹40,455.

Now imagine this over 30 years. It becomes ₹6.6 lakhs!

All this magic happens because you waited and didn’t pull the money out. That’s what Buffett does.

🐢 Be the Tortoise, Not the Rabbit

Buffett often reminds people of the story of the tortoise and the hare. The tortoise moves slowly but steadily—and wins. That’s his investing style.

He doesn’t rush. He waits for good businesses at fair prices. Once he finds them, he holds on for decades.

“The stock market is a device for transferring money from the impatient to the patient.” – Warren Buffett









LONG-TERM THINKING

Most people in the market are short-term thinkers. They ask:
