Your Brain Was Not Built for This
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Something has gone wrong. Not with you specifically — with nearly everyone. The evidence is everywhere: the inability to sit in a room alone with your thoughts for five minutes without reaching for a phone; the chronic sense of being overwhelmed despite doing less of what actually matters; the creeping suspicion that your attention — your most precious cognitive resource — is being harvested by systems you barely understand and certainly did not consent to feed.

Your brain was not built for the world you are currently living in. This is not a criticism. It is neuroscience. The same cognitive architecture that made your ancestors extraordinarily effective hunters and social navigators on the African savanna — hypersensitive to novelty, powerfully motivated by social reward, easily hijacked by anything that signals immediate danger or opportunity — has been turned against you by engineers who understand it better than you do.

The smartphone in your pocket is not a tool in the way a hammer is a tool. A hammer waits passively for you to pick it up. Your phone is an active participant in a carefully engineered system designed by some of the most sophisticated behavioral scientists on Earth, working for companies whose revenue depends directly on the number of minutes per day they can capture your attention. Your distraction is their product. Your compulsion is their business model.

This book is not a screed against technology. It is not a call to return to some idealized analog past that never existed in the form nostalgia imagines it.
