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●  The Arizona Cardinals are the oldest continuously run professional football team in the U.S.

●  Originally, they were established as the Morgan Athletic Club in 1898 in Chicago.

●  The team changed its name to the Racine Normals, as they were located on Racine Avenue in Chicago.

●  In 2019, Michael Bidwill became the owner, succeeding his late father, Bill Bidwill.

●  The Cardinals' cheerleading squad was first established in 1970.

●  Their official fight song is "Bear Down, Chicago Bears," which they retained from their early Chicago days.

●  The team often struggled in the 1950s and 1960s, leading to numerous coaching changes.

●  The team moved from Chicago to St. Louis in 1960.

●  In 1988, the team moved again, this time to Arizona, becoming the Phoenix Cardinals.

●  They officially changed their name from Phoenix Cardinals to Arizona Cardinals in 1994.

●  The Cardinals clinched their first ever Super Bowl appearance in the 2008 season.

●  They played Super Bowl XLIII in 2009 but narrowly lost to the Pittsburgh Steelers.

●  In 2015, the Cardinals had their most successful season with a 13-3 record.

●  The Cardinals have claimed seven division titles throughout their history.

●  They've made the playoffs ten times since moving to Arizona.

●  The team celebrated its 100th season in 1998.

●  In 1996, the Cardinals achieved their 500th franchise loss.
