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1.  Mind Makes The World
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What is the enemy of knowledge? Some may say ignorance, which may be correct to some extent. But there is something far worse than ignorance.

You know what is worse than ignorance?

It's half knowledge.

Half knowledge is more dangerous than ignorance. Take the notion that jellyfish don't have a brain, for example. When we talk about the brain, we're actually referring to the central nervous system. In case of the jellyfish, the nervous system is not centralized, instead it's spread across the anatomy.

So the actual fact is, jellyfish do have a brain, it just doesn't look like one. Even trees have a brain, a nervous system that is. 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2.  Question The Ism

However, any belief that dissociates the mind from accountability is not only detrimental to that individual, but also to the entire society.

You know why?
