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[image: ]n ancient times, pottery held significant importance in the

daily lives of people. A close examination of the Bible shows that pottery and its craftsmanship were common and familiar concepts.




Often, God communicated with His people through the imag- ery or process of pottery making. In other instances, inspired by the Spirit of the Lord, His messengers used references to pottery to convey divine messages.




One such instance is found in the time of the prophet Jeremiah, as recorded in Jeremiah 18. God instructed Jeremiah to go to the potter’s house, promising to speak to him there. This raises the question – why did God require Jeremiah to visit the pot- ter’s house before delivering His message? Surely, God could have spoken to him directly without that visit.




However, this setting was intentional and meaningful. It is possible that God wanted Jeremiah to witness the potter’s work firsthand, allowing the prophet to better understand and communicate the message. Another reason might be the sig- nificance God placed on the imagery itself, using the potter’s process to emphasize the weight and meaning of His message to the Israelites.

THE POTTER’S VISION




[image: ]Potter could simply be described as a Ceramic Maker,

Earthenware Maker, or Pottery Maker. A potter, or pottery maker, is a craft artist who uses their artistic talents to create pots, dishes, mugs, vases, and other types of artwork.




The Hebrew word for “potter” in the Old Testament is ‘yatsar’, meaning “the one who forms,” and it is expressed in the mascu- line form. Historical accounts also indicate that during biblical times, pottery was predominantly a male- dominated craft.

Pottery making demands a certain level of training, discipline, and sacrifice not everyone is willing or able to pay that price to become a skilled potter.




Typically, a potter envisions the vessel before shaping it. Each creation is guided by a specific idea or purpose in the potter’s mind. Without a clear vision, the potter usually does not begin the process.




This is because pottery requires significant time, effort, and resources, and as such, vessels are generally crafted with a specific demand or purpose in mind. In order to be distinguished and
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unique in pottery, one must be in a position to think beyond the ordinary, see what everyone else does not see, pay the price some might not be willing to pay and commit yourself to the task.
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
