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Part I: Family After Family After Family
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At the end of 1948, just as the Kuomintang Nanjing government was in turmoil, the Central Committee of the Communist Party of China announced a list of 43 Kuomintang party, government, and military war criminals. Chiang Kai-shek, without exception, topped the list, being the first war criminal to create civil war and poison the people, while the brothers Chen Guofu and Chen Lifu were also listed as seventh and eighth on the list of war criminals, respectively. These two brothers are the only pair of brothers among the 43 war criminals, and they can be said to have "worked hard" for the Chiang dynasty ". In the 3 and 1940 s of the 20th century, there was a saying that the Chen family was powerful in the era of the Jiang family, and their glory also made the long-standing Chen family in Huzhou prominent for a time.  

Huzhou, formerly known as Wuxing, has beautiful scenery, pleasant climate and outstanding people. When Qin Shihuang unified China, the migrants were here to build Wucheng County. During the Three Kingdoms, Wu set Wuxing County. In the long years that followed, the name was changed several times. During the Republic of China, it was officially renamed Wuxing County. After 1949, it was renamed Huzhou. Huzhou is located at the western end of the Hangjiahu Plain, bordering Taihu Lake in the north and Tianmu and Mogan (Tianmu Mountain and Mogan Mountain) in the south. It is a well-known land of fish and rice and the home of silk. At the end of the Qing Dynasty and the beginning of the Republic of China, Huzhou accounted for 80% of China's silk exports. In 1915, "Jili Lake Silk" won the award at the Panama International Exposition. For thousands of years, in such an environment, celebrities have emerged in large numbers, such as Wang Xizhi and Xie an in the Jin Dynasty, Yan Zhenqing and du Mu in the Tang Dynasty, and Su Shi in the Song Dynasty. At the end of the Qing Dynasty and the beginning of the Republic of China, a number of important party and government officials of the Kuomintang appeared: Zhang Jingjiang, Zhu Jiahua, Dai Jitao, Qian Xinzhi, Xu Enzeng and so on.  

According to the official history of the Kuomintang, the Chen brothers belonged to the Wu Xing Chen family, and their distant ancestors were Yu Shun, a great sage in ancient times. In the "Biography of Chen Guofu" published by Taiwan's Zhengzhong Book Company, it is written like this: "Wu Xing Chen is from Gui's surname. His distant ancestor was the benevolent king Yu Shun." Xu Yongping: Biography of Chen Guofu, Zhengzhong Book Company, 1980, p. 1. Later, a man named Chen Bangde moved to Donglin Mountain in Gui 'an County, 50 miles southeast of Huzhou Fucheng. This is the ancestor of Chen's Donglin Branch in Huzhou. When it came to the 17th Chen Yingke (word Jingshan), he moved to Huzhou Fucheng and lived in "Guyi Hall" in Preschool Street ".  

Chen's house in Huzhou is also called "Wuchang Li", which means 5 Shiqichang. It is said that the Chen family has been an official from the 14th to the 18th, and the 5 has not declined. This is 1 a very glorious thing in the feudal society dominated by official power, hence the name "Wuchang Li". But when it came to Chen Xuan, the great-grandfather of the Chen brothers, the "5 Taiye", who was the fifth in the family, had no intention of following the official position and lived in seclusion in Linquan. What the world did not expect was that "5 Taiye" was keen on public welfare when he indulged in mountains and rivers. There was a famous camel bridge in Huzhou City, which was built by this 5 Taiye at that time. In order to commend him, the magistrate once honed the plaques of "the flow of the holy gate" and "the country of pity" on his two sides.  

Unfortunately, the good times did not last long. In 1851, the beacon of the Taiping Heavenly Kingdom also burned to the area of Hangjiahu. Huzhou, which had always been rich, was cleaned up by "long hair". Many rich people not only declined their families, but also fell to the ground. The Chen family was not spared either, changing from a prosperous family to a moderate one. After the fall of Tianjing in the Taiping Heavenly Kingdom, the Huzhou area returned to its former tranquility. The 25th generation of Chen Yan felt that his family was in decline, so he tried hard to do business to revive himself. Due to the birth of a family, coupled with Chen Yan (word family Cang) to be thrifty and modest, business is booming. Before long, the Chen family regrouped and became a famous family in Huzhou. However, some people believe that the Chen family still has not improved at this time, and Chen Yanyi is at most a small businessman. Because, after his death in 1891, his family business was inherited by his eldest son Chen Jiye. In the "second revolution" in 1913, Chen Qimei declared independence in Shanghai and attacked Yuan Shikai. After the failure, Yuan Shikai sealed the Chen family's property in Huzhou in retaliation for Chen Qimei. According to Chen Guofu's recollection, the property of the Chen family at that time was only some old and new houses and 1 small cloth factories opened by Chen's father Chen Jiye at home, and the 5 new houses that were sealed up were the factories on which the small cloth factories relied for production.  

Chen Yanyan later married the 2 daughter of the Wu family from the scholarly family of the shooting village, and had three children, the eldest son Chen Qiye, the second son Chen Qimei, and the first son Chen Qicai. Chen is the father of Chen Guofu and Chen Lifu brothers.

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The first part: after the family, the father and the strict mother 1

The strict father and the loving mother have always been the traditional model of the Chinese family. Since Chinese traditional culture has always emphasized the three subservience and four virtues of women, the father is generally responsible for the growth and education of the children in the family, and the father is not only strict with the children, but even sticks. The kind-hearted mothers, on the other hand, are mostly gentle in their daily lives and caring about their children's lives. However, Chen's parents are very different from traditional Chinese families. In Chen's mind, his father is not only amiable and kind, but also one of the few times when he is angry with his children. However, the mother who comes from a famous family often howls her children severely.  

Chen Lifu's father, Chen Jiye  

Chen's father's mild temper is said to be related not only to his natural temperament, but also to the frustrations of his youth. "Everything is inferior, only reading is high." In the traditional feudal society, learning and excellence is a complex that many Chinese cannot get rid. For Chen Yan, who was born in a family, he was not immune from customs. In 1870, Chen Jiye was born and fell to the ground. When he reached a certain age, Chen Yanchuan urged him to study hard in order to gain fame in the imperial examination. From the private school to the government school, Chen's career has lived up to his father's expectations, and his grades have always been far ahead. Sometimes he can get bonuses from the government to outstanding students, and even get the title of tribute student. After going to the government school and being a scholar. Influenced by the atmosphere at that time, Chen Qiye was dissatisfied with the corruption of the Manchu Dynasty. He traveled east to Japan to investigate Japanese industry and learn about economy in order to save the country by industry. But after returning to China, things went against his wishes, and the reality shattered his dream. Therefore, he was "self-adaptive and tranquil, unintentionally adaptive, and only trained his children with great righteousness and taught the village". At the same time, he also began to devote himself to public welfare undertakings, for example, improving silk to resist the impact of foreign cloth on local silk; Reducing the interest rate of the library to protect farmers from usury is also conducive to the flow of private capital; Advocating to dredge rivers in order to reduce the attack of flood disasters; In addition, Chen was especially enthusiastic about helping to mediate the conflicts between neighbors. These acts have been praised by the local people, won a certain degree of prestige.  

Of course, although Chen qiye is good for public welfare, his main business is only the host of a pawnshop. As the pawnshop is 12 kilometers away from Wuxing, and the transportation is inconvenient and it is difficult to get back and forth, his work is very busy. Chen Lifu wrote a memoir in his later years. In Chen Lifu's view, his father, Chen Qiye, is an energetic person who seems to have endless energy every day. He has always been in good health and is always full of energy. When Chen Lifu served as Minister of Education at the age of 38, he still had not seen his father have any illness.  

Originally, Chen Ziye was politically unknown, but his father relied on his son. With the political prominence of Chen Guofu and Chen Lifu, Chen Ziye also began to enter the political arena. He began to lead the silk, library, water conservancy and other undertakings in Zhejiang Province. In 1931, Chiang Kai-shek convened the National Assembly, and Chen Chiye was elected as a representative of the National Assembly. In 1937, the Anti-Japanese War broke out. With the fall of the capital Nanjing, the National Government moved to Chongqing. This was Chen Qiye's later years. He had to flee to Chongqing with his son Chen Lipu. Here, he was elected to the National Counsellor. After the victory of the Anti-Japanese War, Chiang Kai-shek convened the "National Assembly" and formulated the "Constitution of the Republic of China". Chen Chiye was elected as the representative of the "National Assembly". After that, he served as the executive director of the All-China Federation of Industry and Commerce and the director of the All-China Federation of Trade. In 1949, the Kuomintang Chiang Kai-shek fled to the isolated island of Taiwan, and Chen Chiye also came to Taiwan with Chen Guofu and Chen Lifu. At this time, he was already 80 years old. In 1961, Chen died of illness in Taiwan at the age of 91. Chiang Kai-shek gave his praise, and the official body of the Kuomintang in Taiwan also affirmed Chen's life:  

Chen Lifu's mother, He Wen'e  

According to his life, he is forgiving with others, his self-discipline is strict, his home heart is thick, and his governance is diligent. Gai Cheng is sincere in his heart, but benevolence is obvious outside, so he can set an example for his children, succeed in benevolence, make friends with his hometown, respect for his relatives, and finally be willing to be happy in the year of life.  

Chen Lifu's mother, Mrs. He, was born in Wu Xing's famous family. Her name is He Wen E. Her mother's family can be described as a trendy foreign school. According to Chen Lifu's brother Chen Guofu's memory, when he went to his grandfather's place when he was a child, he felt fresh everywhere. There were oil paintings hanging on the wall, shotguns in the cabinet, and a large full-length mirror that could illuminate his whole body. The big uncle works as a manager in a silk factory in Shanghai, and the little uncle runs the salt industry and is very rich. In the feudal era, women's incompetence was virtue. The young ladies of the He family generally did not go to school, but Mrs. He was very capable, well aware of things, and had great attainments in ancient books.  

Chen Lifu once wrote about his mother in his memoirs:  

My mother is in our Chen family, in fact, the head of the family. Apart from taking care of our children, she is in charge of all household chores, including the economic power of the family. My second uncle, Mr. Chen Qimei, is 1 a person with a strong personality. Few people can persuade him to do anything, but he listens to his mother very much. That is because his mother is open-minded and insightful, so every time his second uncle When talking about current political issues, only my mother can talk to him in depth. Chen Lifu: "Memoirs of Chen Lifu-Lessons from Success and Failure", Zhengzhong Book Company, 1994 edition, p. 6.

In terms of children's education, Mrs. Ho believes that for children, from an early age, they must develop the character of diligence, rigor and simplicity, and caution in words and deeds. Therefore, she advocates the ancient motto of "no jade, no tool", and firmly believes in the strict and cruel education method of "filial son under the stick. Therefore, from childhood to adulthood, in terms of speech and behavior, Mrs. He used "harsh words" and "big sticks" as supervision methods to strictly regulate the behavior of several children. When he was a child, Chen Guofu was handsome and handsome, and he was the son of Chen and his wife who had been married for many years. The older generation doted on him. It is said that many people came to recognize his relatives at that time. Mrs. Ho was afraid that the child would be spoiled. She said to Gofu more than once, "You should work hard when you were a child. If you are used to it and your eyes are high, you will definitely do nothing when you grow up. Parents love their children, is to teach the child tool, rather than doting. If I spoil you, I will harm you forever." Xu Yongping: Biography of Chen Guofu, Zhengzhong Book Company, 1980, p. 3.  

Mrs. Ho did what she said. She never praised her son in front of others, nor did she ask the child to eat well, dress well, and be roughly clean and tidy. Every day, she has a "routine thing", which is to check the children's clothes, and it is very meticulous. If you find something dirty, your face will "change suddenly", and the children are also very afraid of their mother's stick. So the Chen brothers have formed a good habit since childhood. They don't go where there is evil, even if it is a good child, he was "forced into the gang" and just stood on the sidelines and never intervened. In this regard, other children have attacked, but they ignored. Sometimes, the children pursed their mouths and became angry, and they did not dare to come forward, because they knew that as long as they made a mistake, their mother would severely punish them unceremoniously. On one occasion, Chen Guofu talked back to Zhang Ma next door and cursed 1 dirty words. When Mrs. He heard this, she grabbed the broom and beat it. After the beating, she put her son in the woodshed and thought about it. She didn't release him until she had the attitude of admitting her mistake, understood where the mistake was, and made a promise not to commit it in the future. This incident left a deep impression on the young Chen Guofu. In the days to come, he traveled north and south and ran around. This incident has been imprinted in his heart, and it is still vivid in his mind when he is older.  

Mrs. He also has her own set of "theories" on the expenses of children. She believes that "you will use money when you grow up. When you are young, you should not get used to it. You need to eat and use things by adults, and you don't need children to do it yourself." Same as above. Under the guidance of this "theory", Mrs. Ho strictly controlled all the economic behavior of the two brothers. On one occasion, little Guo Fu stole 10 copper coins to buy a chain head. When Mrs. Ho found out, she beat him 1. That night, Chen Guofu threw himself on the bed to sleep, and his small buttocks were so painful that he could not cover the quilt. In the middle of the night, I woke up with pain and saw my mother caressing her injury in tears. I was immediately moved to sobs. After that, Chen Guofu never dared to spend money indiscriminately. On another occasion, my father seldom took a rest at home, and there was an endless stream of people coming to the door, all crowded in the hall, waiting to solve the problem. Chen Yiye was busy until dark, and then sat down to eat with his family. His face was 1 tired, and he didn't even have enough spirit to speak. Little Guofu wanted to be close to his father very much. His mother pulled him back. After his father fell asleep, his mother told him: "It is very tiring to earn money. When a man grows up, he has to support his family. You are the eldest son and have heavier responsibilities. Therefore, he must know that firewood is precious from an early age, and every copper coin must be counted as a flower." Although Mrs. He's education method is full of warmth and sweetness in Chen Lifu's memories, it does not seem so appropriate and correct in the eyes of some subsequent scholars. In "The Two Brothers of the Republic of China", the author gave such a comment on Mrs. He's education method of beating and scolding.  

Perhaps it was too much teaching about responsibilities and obligations and the family education that paid equal attention to poetry, etiquette and economy. Chen Guofu was sensible very early, and developed the character of diligence, hard work, preciseness and simplicity, cautious speech and behavior. He was not perverse, steady and honest, and very mature, which laid the foundation for his future ability to manage affairs and finance. All these benefits, of course, are attributed to Mrs. Ho's strict discipline, but also buried hidden dangers. She did not allow the children to take part in physical exercise, which made Xiao Zutao's weak physique weaker and weaker. When it comes to the reason, it's a bit weird. It's mainly due to Mr. He's cleaning habit. He always checks the children's clothes and reprimands them when he finds stains. In order not to dirty his clothes and make his mother angry, Xiao Zutao tried his best to avoid chasing and slapstick by his little friends. Later, no one else would make trouble with him. One Spring Festival, Chen Qiye took Xiao Zutao to his relatives' house to pay a New Year's greeting. He found his son's actions very hesitant and felt strange. He went out and asked 1. Only then did he know that there was a lot of chicken excrement and duck excrement on the ground of his relatives' house. Chen Guofu was afraid of getting dirty on his knees and being scolded when he came home. Another reason comes from her mother-in-law, Mrs. Yang Tai. She is quiet by nature. She can't bear to be upset when she hears the sound of the child bouncing around. Mrs. He doesn't want to blush with the old lady, so she takes care of her son. Later, health problems plagued Chen Guofu's life and made him suffer. His negligence of physical exercise when he was a child was a big mistake of Mrs. He. Li Haisheng and Zhang Min: "Two Brothers Chen Guofu and Chen Lifu of the Republic of China", Shanghai People's Publishing House, September 2000, p. 9.  

However, in any case, Mrs. He's strict and rigid have played a great role in shaping Chen Lifu and his brother Chen Guofu into a well-behaved, traditional Chinese "loyalty and filial piety. Because of this, my mother left an indelible impression in the hearts of the brothers. In Chen Guofu's view, "everything about her lingers in my mind, and it is not a little indifferent because of the long time". The cause of Mrs. Ho's death is said to be a very accidental event. At that time, she was pregnant. A relative came to the Chen family to pay a New Year's greeting. He walked in the dark path and met Mrs. He. She mistakenly thought that Mrs. Yang immediately knelt down to pay a New Year's greeting. She frightened Mrs. He and couldn't afford to fall ill. On her deathbed, she said to her family, "what worries me most is my two daughters. No one will be able to take care of them after I die." For Lifu, "there is nothing to worry about, because he will deal with people and things very well, I am very relieved." Chen Lifu: "Memoirs of Chen Lifu-Lessons from Success and Failure", Zhengzhong Book Company, 1994 edition, p. 7. After that, he died.  

After Chen Lifu's mother died, Chen Ziye married Mrs. Wang and gave birth to his children Zu Steam, Zu Lie and Nu Zu Si.  
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Chen Lifu's Third Uncle Chen Jicai  

Chen Jicai, the word Aishi, is Chen Lifu's third uncle. His life is full of legendary color.  

Chen was born in September 1879. He was gifted since he was a child. When he was nine years old, he was able to read the "Four Books" and "Five classics". When he was 16 years old, he entered the local village to study. At this time, it was the autumn of the life and death of the Chinese nation. Under the persuasion of his second brother Chen Qimei, Chen Qicai came to Shanghai in 1896, was admitted to the Chinese and Western College, began to learn foreign languages, and later entered the Jinling Chinese Museum to learn scientific knowledge. In 1898, the already dying and precarious Qing government sent the first batch of overseas students studying military affairs to Japan in an attempt to let these people come back to support the crumbling Manchu Mansion. Chen was lucky enough to be selected.  

When studying in Japan, two small things had a great influence on Chen's thoughts.  

The first thing is: when Chen Jicai was chatting with a Japanese friend, the Japanese mentioned that many things in their country were learned from China, such as law and Buddhism. Japanese characters were formed after borrowing Chinese characters and transforming them. Even the capital of Japan was built in imitation of the capital of the Tang Dynasty in China. Many basic aspects of life also come from China, such as Japanese tea ceremony and calligraphy. But Japan defeated China by learning from the West, not from China. This Japanese friend very much agreed with Emperor Meiji's reform and restoration. He believed that Meiji Restoration saved Japan and freed Japan from the danger of national subjugation and extinction. Chen Qicai agreed with him very much. However, this Japanese friend did not understand why the Chinese did not want to make progress and did not make changes like the Meiji Restoration in Japan. He did not understand that Kang Youwei was seeking strength in China, but was not accommodated by the Chinese rulers. He finally ran to Japan to take refuge. Don't the Chinese know how to seek strength in China! Chen Qicai had nothing to say, but the idea of changing the law and trying to be strong deeply affected him.  

The second thing is: once, Chen Yicai was buying books in a bookstore. The shopkeeper introduced him to two books about Chinese national heroes Wen Tianxiang and Yue Fei. The shopkeeper worshipped such national heroes as Wen Tianxiang and Yue Fei. He believes that if China now has a few more national heroes like Wen Tianxiang and Yue Fei, China will not be like this. Chen Jicai was deeply moved by the shopkeeper's words. He felt that it was very reasonable. He secretly made up his mind to learn military knowledge and make preparations so as to serve the motherland in the future. He also bought both books.  

When Chen Qicai was studying in Japan, he studied very hard. In his spare time, when others went out to play, he stayed in the classroom to study. The effort paid off. In 1902, Chen Jicai graduated from the Japanese Army Petty Officer School and ranked first among the graduates. Due to the different achievements, he soon became the supervisor of Hunan Military Academy (equivalent to the principal), and then became the new military standard system (equivalent to the head of the regiment) of Hunan. In 1906, Chen Qicai was transferred to the position of chief of staff of the Ninth Town of Nanjing (equivalent to a division). Due to his meritorious service in suppressing bandits, he was promoted to the director of the Third Department of the Central Military Advisory Government, mastered the management and dispatch of the new army in the country, and also served as the supervisor of Baoding Military Academy and hosted autumn exercises. At this time, Chen Kicai was less than 30 years old, but he was already a hot man in the military.  

During Chen Qicai's study in Japan and serving the new army, it was when the old democratic revolution led by Sun Yat Sen was in full swing. Although he did not directly participate in the revolution, Chen Qicai sympathized with the revolutionary party at that time, not to mention his second brother Chen Qimei was an active member of the revolutionary party. Chen Qimei's eastward journey to Japan in 1906 relied on Chen Qicai's financial support. After arriving in Japan, Chen Qimei once said to Chen Qicai in a letter: "My brother is in the east, and the whole battle brother sent it." How many brothers in the world know, but the brotherhood between Chen Qicai and Chen Qimei is amazing.  

After learning of these, the Qing government took measures to gradually crowd out Chen.  

In the spring of 1908, Chen Qimei was entrusted by Sun Yat-sen to return to Shanghai to use various relationships to instigate the revolution. Chen Qicai also left the military center at this time and came to Shanghai from Beijing. When the brothers met, Chen Qicai was soon infected by Chen Qimei's revolutionary passion and began to throw himself into the revolutionary torrent against the Manchu. He used his prestige in the military circle to actively campaign for the new army. After learning about it, Liu Yanyi of Shanghai Daotai arrested Chen Qicai everywhere for conspiring to overthrow the Qing government. Chen Qicai fled to Guangzhou after hearing the news.  

In October 1911, the Xinhai Revolution broke out. In January 1912, the Republic of China was established. Chen Jicai served as the deputy chief of the staff headquarters of the Nanjing Provisional Presidential Palace, assisting the chief of staff Huang Xing in planning the military to seek China's reunification. After Sun Yat-sen gave way to the president to Yuan Shikai, Chen Qicai also left the post of deputy chief of the staff headquarters and founded the Jingwu School in Wu Xing. Because Yuan Shikai was very afraid of Chen Qicai, the Jingwu School was sealed up soon. Since then, Chen has left the military.  

During his activities in Shanghai, Chen Qicai did the 1 thing that had a great influence on the Shanghai revolutionary party in the future, that is, he established a very harmonious relationship with the Shanghai gang.  

At the beginning of the 20th century, there were many gangs in Shanghai, and the Hong Gang was the eldest brother of the Shanghai gang. An accidental opportunity made Chen Qi Cai establish a close relationship with Fan Gao Tou, the highest boss of Hong Gang. Fan Gaotou was originally born in the salt owl, and later took over the position of the boss of the Hong Gang. He has 4 generals under him, namely Huang Jinrong, Liu Fubiao, Pan Yuqing and Li Chao 5, who are known as "4 Tingzhu". "Fan Gaogou" is his nickname. It is said that he has a very high flesh tumor on his forehead, as if he has a small head on his head, so he is called "Gao Tou" by everyone ".  

In 1902, as soon as Chen Jicai returned from Japan, he was appointed by the Qing court as the leader of the new army stationed in Shanghai, commanding the local new army, and was responsible for maintaining local public order. In the meantime, he did a big favor to Fan Gaotou.  

One day, one of Fan Gaotou's men, Rui Debao, saw an Englishman beating a waitress in the area of the City God Temple. Although he was born a rogue, he did not dare to fool around with foreigners, so he stepped forward to persuade them. Unexpectedly, the British were unreasonable and had a big fight with Rui Debao. In anger and regardless of the fact that foreigners are not easy to provoke, Rui Debao used the housekeeping skills of rogue thugs to beat the Englishman 1. This can cause a lot of trouble. After returning from the beating, the British sued the consulate and sued Ryder Pao for beating. In Shanghai at that time, foreigners had the privilege of consular jurisdiction, so the British Consulate asked for a trial and punished Rui Debao. If Redeburg falls into the hands of the British, he will peel off his skin even if he does not die. As Rui Debao's teacher, Hong Bang's eldest brother, Fan Gaotou, can't protect his apprentice, which is obviously a very shameful thing. However, he did not dare to offend the British, did not dare to say that the British would not be allowed to try Rui Debao, so he was very conflicted.  
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Just when Fan Gaogou was in a dilemma, Chen Cice accepted the case of Rui Debao and helped Fan Gaogou out of the siege. The British Consulate asked Chen to extradite Rui Debao. Chen argued, insisting that the Chinese government had the right to try the case and demanding that the Englishman who caused the incident be punished. The officials of the British consulate had to give in and find someone to mediate. The end result is that the British apologize and pay a certain amount of economic damage.  

Chen Qi Cai's handling of the Rui Debao case showed his national integrity and saved Fan Gao Tou's face. Therefore, Fan Gao Tou was very grateful and admired Chen Qi Cai. Since then, the two of them have established a friendly relationship. Love me and love my dog. Fan Gaotou has also established a close relationship with Chen Qicai's second brother Chen Qimei. Moreover, Fan Gaotou wants his subordinates to support Chen Qimei. He himself has become a brother with a different surname with Chen Qimei. Fan Gaotou is almost 30 years older than Chen Qimei. Therefore, Chen Qimei became the 2 "boss" of the Hong Gang, one generation higher than Huang Jinrong, the leader of the big rogue. Because of this special relationship, the revolutionaries during the Tongmenghui period and the Kuomintang during the Chiang Kai-shek period established a close relationship with the gang forces in Shanghai.  

The close relationship between the Shanghai Revolutionary Party and the Jiangsu-Zhejiang consortium also benefited to a large extent from Chen Jicai, who was very depressed after the establishment of the Jing Wu School was seized by Yuan Shikai. At this time, Chen Qicai's classmate at the same time in the Japanese Sergeant School, Feng Gengguang, a close friend of Feng Guozhang, was the president of the Bank of China. He wrote a letter asking him to come to Beijing to serve as the general document of the Bank of China. Chen Qicai accepted Feng Gengguang's invitation and took up his post in Beijing. After Feng Gengguang resigned, Chen was invited by Zhang Jian to become the general manager of Dafeng Company in Nantong. Later, he accepted the invitation of Jin Baishun, President of Bank of China Hangzhou Branch, to serve as Vice President of Hangzhou Branch.  
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
