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1Introduction There are immutable laws in this universe—established by the Creator—that nei-ther shift nor falter, operating at times in silence, at times in thunder. They know no favoritism, show no delay, and bow to no mortal authority. These divine laws are the ultimate arbiter over the destinies of individuals and nations; whoever walks in harmony with them prospers and thrives, and whoever deﬁes them will shatter upon their rock. As the Qur’an declares: “You will never ﬁnd any change in the way of God, nor will you ever ﬁnd any alteration in the way of God.” (Qur’an, Fatir 35:43) The Bible echoes this immutable principle: “I the LORD do not change. So you, the descendants of Jacob, are not de-stroyed.” (Malachi 3:6) “Every good and perfect gift is from above, coming down from the Fa-ther of the heavenly lights, who does not change like shifting shadows.” (James 1:17) From the dawn of prophecy to the modern age, history testiﬁes to one reality: Per-manence belongs to God alone. As for those who insist on remaining unchanged in the face of truth, justice, and reform—they have chosen the path of ruin, no mat-ter how secure they imagine themselves in their power, wealth, or heritage. Chapter One: Divine Laws – Immutable Principles In the depths of the cosmos operates a precise system, set into motion by the command of God from the very ﬁrst moment. These cosmic laws are not sug-gestions that can be taken or left; they are binding ordinances that govern all with-out partiality—believer and disbeliever, rich and poor alike.

He cov-ers the night with the day, chasing it rapidly.” (Qur’an, Ar-Ra’d 13:2; Al-A’raf 7:54) “He set the earth on its foundations; it can never be moved.” (Psalm 104:5) “He made the great lights—His love endures forever—the sun to govern the day, the moon and stars to govern the night.” (Psalm 136:7–9) Rain does not fall by accident but when conditions are fulﬁlled in a measured cycle. “We sent down water from the sky in due measure, and We lodged it in the earth.” (Qur’an, Al-Mu’minun 23:18) “He covers the sky with clouds; He supplies the earth with rain and makes grass grow on the hills.” (Psalm 147:8) Earthquakes and volcanoes are not random chaos; they are the outcome of laws governing the planet’s depths—shaking when their causes converge, regardless of human will.
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
