By the time she realized that her financial situation had not improved, she was facing serious debt, struggling to pay rent, and emotionally exhausted. Another individual attended workshops across multiple cities, spending not only thousands of dollars but weeks of time away from work, only to return home with the same challenges and no measurable progress.

The psychology behind this trap is compelling. Humans are wired to seek improvement, to respond to hope, and to believe that effort will lead to reward. Self-help programs leverage these tendencies, offering a sense of community and achievement that can feel real, even when the tangible results are minimal.
