For you, this might be the first book on magik, or the first book on MY magik you are reading. I strive to make this as accessible as possible for people new to Magik. 

Many readers may not know this, but I do not tend to “blow my own horn,” so I don’t market my services like I should. On the advice of multiple people, I’m including this brief “horn blowing” in all new books.

Everyone sometimes has trouble making their magik work. To that, I offer ritual services, I also do readings and attunements, and I’m considering some protection, removal services. Most dark/black entities are connected to larger black systems, and it can take a bit to cast them away. 

I also offer one-on-one workings, which is an educational program. I can teach you based upon your level, and I expect you to actually take part in the exercises.

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As with Sorath, I first “met” Lakshmi while writing my Furies books. She played a major role in the backstory, which helped clarify the main character’s ability to see the usually invisible Furies.

I followed a book by Baal Kadmon and used the time-honored invocation—repeating her mantra 108 times.

108 times.

Phew.

But why 108?

In Hindu magik, sound is a direct link to divine energy. Mantras align you with the deity through vibration. The number 108 holds deep cosmic meaning. In Vedic cosmology, the Sun’s diameter is about 108 times that of Earth, and the distance between them is the same ratio—symbolizing universal harmony. In yogic systems, 108 energy lines (nadis) converge at the heart chakra. That number opens the divine flow.

Mantras aren’t just words. They’re vibrational keys. Repeating a mantra 108 times builds resonance. It draws the deity’s presence closer. That’s why mala beads—usually with 108 beads—are used to keep count and sharpen focus. Each repetition strengthens the bridge between material and spirit.

Lakshmi’s energy, when it came, was calm. Soothing. Not overwhelming, like Kali or Lilith. In my first invocation, she barely made herself known. But over time, her presence deepened. She just doesn’t push through with the force some deities do. But her magik? Just as strong.

She also responds beyond the traditional mantra. I’ve used a redesigned Yantra—those sacred geometric diagrams from Tantric traditions—and included both my version and the classical one in this book. That gives you a solid baseline to work from in my magikal system.

If this is your first step into working with Hindu deities, you won’t have to deal with the hiccups I had. Kali was my first. I sat down, chanted her mantra 108 times, lost count, and had to start over. Frustrating. I ended up making my own mala from string and wooden beads from a hobby shop. Crude—but it worked.

My exploration of Hindu deities didn’t begin with Lakshmi. Back in the late ‘90s, many around me worked with Ganesha. I even had a small incense burner shaped like him. But I didn’t actively work with him until 2016, after trying a method from one of Baal Kadmon’s books. That opened things up. Then came Kali. Also, through Baal’s work.

Lakshmi didn’t enter my magikal work until much later. Long after I wrote her into my Furies series. Only then did I invoke her. At first with the mantra. Later, through easier access methods that I developed. 

Let’s get going, shall we? 

My Magik System

If you’ve read my other books, you can probably skip this section. But if you’re new to my work, here’s the short version of how I approach magik.

First off — “High Magik” wasn’t a label I gave myself. I just called it magik. But others started calling it High Magik, so... blame them.

Out of curiosity, I once asked a random AI to define it. The response?

“High magick, also known as ceremonial magic or ritual magic, is a diverse set of rituals and practices that involve ceremony and accessories.”

Fair enough. Most definitions center around rituals, accessories, summoning spirits—be they deities or daemons. Some people lump it in with Wicca or witchcraft. There are similarities, but they’re not the same thing.

Now, my system?

I throw most of that out the window.

I play fast and loose with definitions. I simplify rituals. A lot.

Most traditional rituals are buried under layers of symbolism and outdated cultural habits. Sure, some of that has power. But you don’t always need it to make contact with a spirit.

Especially with someone like Lakshmi.

She doesn’t demand elaborate rites. She responds to clear intention, sincere desire, and a basic understanding of who she is and what she brings.

Ritual is a tool. Nothing more. It focuses energy. Sharpens your mind. Gets you into the right state. But it’s not the source of power. That comes from alignment—of intent, of energy, of respect.

If you’ve got that? You’re already halfway there.

Lakshmi Isn’t Just About Money

Most people think Lakshmi is just the goddess of money. They’re not wrong—but they’re not right either. That’s only one part of what she does. She’s not a coin dispenser. You’re not going to find her lurking behind an ATM, handing out stacks of money. She’s the force behind all abundance. Wealth, yes—but also opportunity, timing, influence, clarity, power, luck, wisdom, and even love.

Lakshmi governs flow. When her energy is present, things open up. Roads clear. People notice you. You get traction in areas that were stuck before. Money is just one way that energy shows itself. The deeper current is about prosperity in every direction.

To work with her properly, you need to understand how wealth actually functions. It’s not isolated. It’s not just about more cash. Prosperity moves through a larger system—shaped by fate, action, mindset, and energetic alignment. If someone’s out of sync with that system, calling on Lakshmi won’t fix anything. She doesn’t respond to noise. She responds to signal. Intention, focus, clarity.

Western ceremonial magik leans toward control—summon, command, direct. Hindu magik doesn’t work like that. It’s not about forcing the divine. It’s about aligning with it. Lakshmi’s energy isn’t yanked down. It’s invited. It flows where it’s honored. You don’t “make” her show up—you become the kind of person she flows toward.

And that energy doesn’t override karma. Past actions matter. If someone’s been reckless, greedy, self-sabotaging—they’ve created resistance. That has to be cleared. Lakshmi doesn’t wipe away consequences. She shows you how to shift them. She won’t reward fear or scarcity. But she will amplify confidence, grace, and aligned effort.

One of the biggest mistakes people make is approaching her from a place of desperation. Neediness repels her. Begging shuts the door. Her presence is high, refined, steady. She comes where there’s composure, worthiness, and intention. If you’re clinging to money, hoarding wealth, or terrified of losing it—you’re not in her current. You’re blocking it.

This is where her other side shows up. Where there’s Lakshmi, there’s also Alakshmi. Same force—different motion. Lakshmi is wealth in flow. Alakshmi is wealth in collapse. Misused, feared, or corrupted wealth draws Alakshmi. She’s not a villain. She’s balance. Where one rules abundance, the other rules misfortune. The energy doesn’t disappear—it just shifts form. That’s why unethical wealth vanishes fast. The current corrects itself.

Lakshmi doesn’t reward greed. She rewards stewardship. She’s not about hoarding. She’s about movement. Circulation. Energy that moves creates more energy. That’s the secret. That’s what most people miss.

Real wealth isn’t just what you get. It’s what you become. Lakshmi aligns you with that. She doesn’t drop riches from the sky—she shifts your reality so that wealth becomes natural. Opportunities show up. The right people cross your path. You start winning, and it doesn’t feel like luck. It feels right.

Working with her isn’t about scripting long rituals or burning the perfect incense. It’s about stepping into that frequency—matching her flow. She’s not summoned. She’s mirrored. Her current flows through those who already act like they belong in it.
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
